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CAL-1760 | Ciustered around the Plaza !
(Portsmouth Squaere) centers on the American
Flag in front of the former Mexican Custom
House. There are no major wharfs visible in
this view made by J. W. Orr of NYC, of the
town in the winter of 1848. It is somewhat
more accurate topographically than CAL-1759,
and buildings are more carefully indicated.
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Montgomery Street is the main North-South road.
