This brick building is typical of those erected for commercial use immcdiately
Three stories high plus a mansard roof, it faces east

along a frontage of 20 feet (three bays), and south along 70 feet (seven bays).
The first story has been completely remodeled.

Windows of the upper stories carry ornamental segmental cast-iron cornices
The building cornice consists of a wooden entablature
containing a modillion course (probably cast iron).

From the roof of patterned'élates, a large dormer projects on the east front;
Seven dormers with rounded gables and two chimneys
of ornamental design are located on the south side.
