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THE MACY HOUSE
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David Macy moved from Forth Carolina in 1819
to Randolph County, Indiana; in 1838 he was
elected to the Indiana Legislature and served
as a member of the Tndiana Supreme Court. Dur-
ing hia official oareer he was identified with
the development of the oanal gvstem, the es-
tablishment and building of railroads, turn-
pikes and highways, and in 1855 was made Pres-
ident of the Tndianapolis and Peru Railroad.

Tn 1837 he wag married to Mary Ann Patteraon;
their one child, Carolina, married Volney T.
Malott, a prominent bankey, in 1862, The lot
on whieh the Maey house was built was purchaged
from Samuel G, gillette, and in 1853 the pres-
ent Macy house was built. The architect's nanme
ig unknown.,

Thig home is now owned by the heirs of Mra.
Caroline Macy Malott, the heirs veing Macy W.
Malott, Mrg. Arthur V. Brown, Mrs., Rdgar H.
Evang, Mrs. Kdwin H, Forry, Mrs. Paul H. White
and Mrs. Woodbury ™. Morris, all of Tndianapolis.

Subsequent tenants included Dr. Hunt, and Judge
and Mrs. John Ketchum. ¥or vears the provertvy
was referred to as the Xetchum house. Judge
Ketcham presided over the Marion County courts
Tor many vears.

It is perhaps fitting to state that the Macy

nouse was the scene of many elaborate social gath-
erings and was known as one of the fine homes of
that earlv dav. '

The house, now eightv wvears old, is still well
preserved, being built of s0lid brick walls, with
large attic and vasement. The iron railings, btal-
cony and frence are of much merit, and the interior
trim and doors, while not elaborate, are interest-
ing as examvles of fine woolwork.
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Numerous fireplaces contributed to the prover
heating, s problem not then solved by modern
equipment. :
