HISTORICAL AND ARCHITECTURAL INFORMATION

The following information was recorded by Alexander Piaget and Charles van
Ravenswaay at the time the photograph was taken:

Stone house built ca. 183(¢, with modern porch and brick wing. The walls
are of local limestone, soft tan—-grey in color, twenty~two inches thick. The
house is said to have been built to use as a fort for protection against
neighboring Indians. One of the original casement windows remains. The
interior woodwork is said to have been altered from the original.

Wayside shrine erected ca. 1850. Though now a ruin, many inscriptions on
it. One reads "The Holy Cross/1851/J.M.J." On the top of the top stone can
be read "To the Glory of Goa"™ and a few letters of French words can be traced
on the same stone. On the lower stone is crudely inscribed: "Precieux
souvinir dun Chretien/Pour arriver au souverain bien."
