Long Lane was fought a brief skirmish in March, 1778
between the British who were on a foraging expedlition
and the American militia, Formerly the old road that

entered Salem by the way of Mammington ran just above

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The proPerty passed from the Lambson family
to the Lindseys, and is now owned by Lin Johnson.
