The Telecommunications Facility provided a centrally located 
common-user communications system for inlrabasc and interbase 
communications, as well as other required communications 
(exclusive of navigational aids hardware). Cable from the base 
transmitter and receiver buildings and other base communications 
systems feed through this structure. Control of all ground point-to- 
point contact and airground point-to-point contact (e.g., radio, 
teletype, telephone, etc.) was exercised from this facility. The 
building also had a 160 kW emergency electric powered generating 
plant. 

Building No. 2385 at Pittsburgh Air Force Base (AFB) is being 
documented in accordance with HAER standards to mitigate for the 
potential adverse effects of transferring deed of title to the property 
from federal ownership. The property transfer is a result of the 
disposal and reuse of Plattsburgh AFB, pursuant to the Defense 
Base Closure and Realignment Act of 1993. The mitigation is a 
stipulation of a Programmatic Agreement (PA) among the U.S. Air 
Force, the New York State Historic Preservation Officer, and the 
Advisory Council on Historic Preservation (October 2000).

Layout 

Building No. 2385 is a 5,237 square foot, one-story brick veneer building, built atop a concrete slab. It 
has a cross gabled roof (which may have been built over an originally flat one) and it is slightly irregular 
in plan, with its main section measuring 180'-0" x 26*-0M. An offset occurs on the west elevation that 
measures 27'-S" x 18MT, and there are two small vestibules located off the southeast facade, Many of 
the windows in this building have been infilled with brick for security purposes, 

Alterations/Additions 

Other than the above mentioned window infills (c. 1970) and the addition of the gabled roof (e. 1980); 
there have been no known additions or alterations to Building No, 2385 

Function 

Building Mo.2383 was designed, built, and used as an electronic communications facility. 

Significance 

Communications was of paramount importance to the people who flew, maintained and supported the 
Pittsburgh AFB mission during the Cold War, Accordingly, the Telecommunications Facility 
contributed to America's most important military' mission, nuclear deterrence as part of the strategic 
defense initiative, and it is for that reason that Building No. 2385 played an important part in support of 
the Strategic Air Command mission- 
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
