No  alterat ions   of   importance   have   ever  been 
made •     The building  stands   on   it a   original   site.     tHh.e 
building  was   erected  about   I860,   according  to   the 
sheriff,  the   present  occupant.     This   date   is  no doubt 
conservative,   because   the   Fredericksburg  Colony was 
founded  in 1846-47,     Names   of Architect-  and Builder 
arc   not   known.     Records  of   local   Personages   and events 
associated with  the  building have   been   lost   in  oc- 
cur it y.
