(4) Article 126 is amended by the addition of a new para-
graph to be designated as (h), reading as follows:

(h) Any percon conducting o stock brokerage business, who has
rcoistered with the collector as provided by this article, may
appeint or cclect come percon to act as his nominee in holding
stosk on behalf of such broker. The name of the person so nomi-
nated shall be furniched to the collector of internal revenus for
the district in which the principal ofiice of the broker 1s Iocated.
Substitutions cf nominees may be effected by lkewise registering
the name of the successer nominee. Record of such registration
shall be kept by the collector with other registrations as provided
by article 127. The collector shall in each case fornish the broker
a statement chowing that the nominee has been duly registered.
No speclal form s preceribed for uce in registration.
