The builder of Medway, Jan Van Arrsens, died
shortly =ter his =arrival in Carolina. His widow,
Sehina de Vignon, then married Thomas Smith vho later became
Landgrave and then governor of Cerolina. Smith hecame
ate nf the greziest common sncestors of the Low Country
through his first wife, for Zszbin= had no children. He
is buried at YMedwey. £ nart of the bullding wes de-
stroyed in the earthaquake of 1826, hut was restored
twenty yesre later, The Tutch siyle of Van prrsens'
arenitocoturs has been maintained through several addi-
tiong and changes.

Yedway owes its planting of trees to two
sisters., The larger noks around the house were set oub
by ¥rs., Thendore Marion Du Rose between 1825 and 1235, and
Hrg, Peter 0. Stoney set oubt the double avenue in 1854,

Yedwoy, built only sixteen yemrs after the
“ounding of the colony, and now the cldest house in
Fouth Carclina of record, 1s in vnlan already tynical of

the next hundred years.
