Policemen Look on and Make No
Attempt to Stop the Flagrant

Violation of Law.

SOME CARS CARRY 140 PASSENGERS.

The: Trolley Companies' Greed for Profit
Causes Them to Ignore Every Considera¬

tion of Public Safety.Acci¬
dents of the Day.

Men who own the franchises and pocket
the profits earned by the various electric
lines in Brooklyn made material additions
to their bank accounts yesterday.
It was the same old story of over-crowded

cars, of nerve-straining escapes and numer¬

ous accidjents. Every man in the employ
of the trqlley lines, from the motormen
down to the men who attend to the
switches at the terminals, worked hard
to swell the profits of their employers,
and make life the reverse of pleasant for
til?) patrons of the roads.

These conscientious employes saw to It
itiiat every car carried more than double its
proper number of passengers. They allowed
men to cling to the footboards and bump¬
ers of the "Coney Island cars." They
saw to it that every man and woman who
had the "fare" and was willing to take
chances was carried. Last of all these
ever faithful employes ignored the city ordi¬
nance ag'iinst overcrowding surface ears.
Brooklyn policemen witnessed this over¬

crowding, but made no attempt to inter¬
fere. In fact, the trolley people were given
.a golden opportunity to gather in a harvest
of nickels, and, as a matter of course, they
accepted it.

T ,As on former Sundays, the Coney Island
line of the Nassau Company carried the
largest crowds and made the largest profits.
The employes of the Nassau Company are
accustomed to handling big crowds, and
what they do not know about loading a
trolley car with human freight is not worth
the knowing. Yesterday these 'clever fel¬
lows gained fresh laurels. Every Nassau
car that left the Bridge for the island be-
.tween 2 and 3 o'clock in the afternoon car¬
ried over 140 passengers. Many carried 150.

His head
was cut ai«l it is believed his skull was
fractured. Both men were taken to the
City Hospital.

Old Woman Whom the Greenpoint Children

t_oved Found Starving in
Her Homfe

Mrs. Ellen Farrell, a widow, sixty-two
years old, was remanded to St. Catherine's
Hospital, Williamsburg, yesterday, suffer¬
ing from hysteria. For several years the
old woman lias lived alone in a hut at No.
196 Greenpoint avenue.
She was known to the children In the

neighborhood, who called her "Grandma
Farrell." In the afternoons Mrs. Farrell
played about the streets with the little
ones, greatly to their delight.
Recently the old lady has been acting

strangely.
Last Winter during a heavy storm she

was found lying In a bank of snow by
Acting Detective Behlen, of the Greeen-
polnt Avenue Station. She was nearly
frozen to death.
For a week Mrs. Farrell has been missed

by the children of the neighborhood. Yes¬
terday one of the neighbors, believing
something must be the matter with the
old woman, went to her house. She found
her suffering from hysteria.
There was not a morsel of food in the

house, and it was learned that Mrs. Far¬
rell had not eaten very much for a week.
The case was at once reported to the
Greenpoint avenue police, who notified the
Sisters at St. Catherine's Hospital.

It is said that the old woman has a mar¬
ried daughter who is well-to-do.

J. linfus Terry, a prominent real estate
man, and Thomas Kavanagh, a contractor,
are members of a committee which has
been formed to carry out the plans of the
organization.
The Rev. Dr. Edmund D. Cooper, rector

of the Episcopal Church of the Redeemer
in Astoria, and Archdeacon of Queens
County, is credited with having started
the present movement.
"There is a crying need for an organiza¬

When he went for the
boy he found him beaten black and bine
almost from head to foot. His bead was
also badly cut. Mrs. Vandervoort at once
preferred a charge of assault and battery
against Tammerman. When Detective Lord
laced lilm under arrest he made a stub-
orn resistance.

OLD BISHOP TRIED
li EDO HIS LIFE.

Prominent Business Man of
Riverhead, L. I., Attempts to

Commit Suicide.

Wonders Off into the Woods and
Gashes His Neck with a Razor

at Midnight.
IS FOUND BLEEDING BY A BOY.

Parties of His Friends Had Searched for
Him in Vain.Dreaded Incarceration

in an Asylum.Wound Is
Serious.

Riverhead, L. I., July 19..James S. Bish¬
op, aged sixty years, a widower, who had
boon missing from the village all day yes¬
terday, was found this morning on the
highway, where he bad attempted to com¬
mit suicide by stabbing himself In the
neck. Mr. Bishop was a prominent man

of this place. He hiul been in business
with George W. Roat for some time. Two
years ago he went out of business and
since then has been living at the Griffin
Hotel.
Yesterday morning he left the hotel, say¬

ing he was going to take a walk. When he
did not return at supper time, his friends
became apprehensive, and In the evening
several parties started out in different di¬
rections to look for him. They came back
without finding any trace of him.
About 1 o'clock this morning, Edward

Griffln, a son of the proprietor of the hotel,
met Bishop in the road about a mile from
this place. His coat was 'cut and blood
stained. He told young Griffin he had just
started to give himself up to the Sheriff.
He was taken to the hotel, where his wound
In the neck, which is a serious one, was

dressed by a doctor.
He gave the razor with which he did the

cutting to Hudson Griffin, another son of
the proprietor of the hotel. He told him he
bad cut himself in the woods near where
he was found. At midnight he went to a
pond a short distance away and got water
to drink, and then, his thirst satisfied, he
laid down to rest and sleep. He had just
got up to go to the Sheriff when found by
young Griffin.
The doctor who dressed the wound said

to him that he was going to call yesterday
to give him a ride, but as he was away he
gave it up. He told the doctor, In reply,
that if he had taken him west he would
have killed him, from which, it is said, he
dreaded being taken to an asylum. He did
not want to be shut up.
His friends In New York were notified to¬

day of the attempted suicide, and have
come here. They will take him back with
them to New York as soon as he is able to
go with them.

TROLLEY COMPANY TO MOVE.

New York and Queen's County Corporation
to Erect a New Building.

The New York & Queens County Railway
Company will remove its general offices

from the Stelnway section of Long Island
City to the buildings recently purchased
from former Assemblyman James Robin¬
son near the entrance to the Thirty-fourth
Street Ferry in Hunter's Point.
The company bought the entire Robinson

property, which has a frontage of fortv-*'x
feet on Boraen avenue and extends through
to Third street, a distance of 190 feet. A
new building will soon be erected. There
will be a waiting room and receiving office
on the first floor and general offices up¬
stairs. On the Third street side there will
be a storage- house, capable of accommo¬
dating twenty trolley cars.

ROBBED WHILE HE SLEPT.

Burglars at Arverne Did Not Disturb a Drowsy
Boy.

Far Rockaway, L. I., July 19..F. O.
Lindsley's drug store at Arveru* was,
robbed some time after 12 o'clock last
night. The thieves opened a window
which can easily be reached from the
ground.
A boy who sleeps in the store was not

awakened by the burglars, and the burg¬
lary was not discovered until the store
was opened this morning. The thieves
took $00 worth of cigars and $20 from the
cash drawer. Nothing else was taken.
Mr. Lindsley says the store was robbed
by some one familiar with the premises.

FIRED AT THE SAFE ROBBERS.

They Threatened to Shoot an Awakened Citi¬
zen and Wrecked the Safe.

Tatersou. N. J., July 19..Four burglars
blew open the safe in the office of {he
West Park Land Company earfy yesterday
morning with two separate charges of
dynamite. They had previously secured
tools by breaking into a blacksmith shop
a short distance away.
Joseph Ben well, who lives near the of¬

fice, heard both explosions and fired on the
burglars from a window of his house. The
robbers secured only a small sum of money
and made their escape.
When Benwell heard the explosions he

went to a window, and, putting his head
out. veiled to the robbers and ordered
them away. They answered by telling him
to draw in his head or it would be blown
off. He compiled, but fired on them from
an upper window. The four men then left
in hot haste.
The safe door was blown into fragments,

and many private and important papers
were stolen, besides the small sum of
monej.

The Freen Employment Bureau opens Its doors for business, at Xo. 331 BastFourteenth street, this morning. It Is an institution of the State, under control ofthe Bureau of Statistics of Labor. It was authorized by an act of the last Legis¬lature. Its manager Is John J. Bealln, an old labor lender, whose interest In thesuccess of the work will be enthusiastic and constant.
Those who are idle may apply for employment there, and have special oppor¬tunities of obtaining work, without paying a fee, and without placing themselvesunder obligation to individuals. There are forms of application printed that theapplicant fills with date, name, address, age, nationality, occupation, and replies toquestions, whether he be married or single, the number of his children,if he has any;his last employment, the term of his idleness, and its cause, and the amount ofwages received when last employed.
The trade unions are In favor of the Bureau, which a Socialist newspaper at¬tacked on the pretext that it might be used to enlist recruits against strikers. TheBureau is simply a means of communication between those who want to work andthose who have work to give. The latter class ha6 expressed sympathy with theBureau's aim, so that( there will be lists of help wanted by employers of labor andlists to employment wanted by laborers. The office hours are from 9 a. m. to 2 p.in., except Saturday, when the closing hour will be noon.

sat alone In the office a boy entered and
said he wanted some one to go with him
and get the missing notes.
Mr. Lawrence told the boy to come back

in half an hour. The police were then no¬
tified, and when the hoy returned and he
and Mr. Lawrence started out they were
followed by Captain Cox and Detective
Larkin. At Montgomery street and Ber¬
gen avenue the boy spoke to two men whom
the officers at once arrested. They proved
to be William Morgan, an ex-convlct, and
William Smith, of No. 129 Newark avenue,
Jersey City. The missing securities were
found on Morgan and the two men con¬
fessed. The other suspects were subse¬
quently released.

STEPPED ON THE EGGS.
Disastrous Result of an Effort to Get a Two

To aid her the
officer took a box containing twenty-four
dozen eggs off the wagon and placed it on
the ground, for the Olstrom woman to
step on. Mrs. Olstrom slid down off the
seat, and, placing her No. 5 shoe on the
box. let her weight come down with telling
effect.
The next moment she was lying on the

top of the box, amidst- the remnants of
eggs, which had been crushed to a liquid
mass. Her new dress was ruined and cov¬
ered with eggs. Mrs. Olstrom says she
will bring action against the society for
damages to her clothes and an injured
knee. The farmer says he will also bring
suit to recover damages for the eggs.
