Iven by ber to hlm to secure a loan of
wLL 5N his morning I received a telegram
from her, asking me to eall at her resl.
dence, 1 peached the house about 12:30
o'clock: As I stood on the stoop, before
ringing the bell, I heard some one inside
cali out, ‘Jobnny, don't.’ Immediately I
heard two shots Ared. I rang the bell, and

oung man opened the door. I saw an
older man lying on the floor. He was. dead.
The woman I had known as Mrs. Horton
asked ‘me to rmn aéross the street aud ask
Mrs. Porfeous to come over. I did so and
then went to Headquarters and notified the
police.™

“Mrs. Horton" was Mrs, Lawrence, ac-
cording to her nlece, Mra. Porieous, of No.
475 Pearl street. She had used that name
in her mopey borrowing transactlons with
Granville

When the Coroner searched thes pockets
of the dead man evidence confirming the
story told by Halllgan and Mrs. Lawrence
was fonnd, In one pocket of Lawrence's
ecat were & handful of .3Z2-callbre central
fire cartridges, identleal with those foand
in the pistol. Only two chambers of that
plstol had been fired. The bullet which
struck Halllgan, ginveed to the ceiiing and
fell to the floar was exactly ilke those found
in the pistol and In the dead man’s pockat.

MOTHER'S AWFUL SUICIDE.

Mrs. McCabe Jumps from a Window While
Her Daughter's Back Is Turned,
