Sympathy with London Early in

the Day, but the Recov¬
ery Is Rapid.

Speculation About Gold Shipments
and the Course of the Syn¬

dicate Bankers.

PROSPECTS VERY ENCOURAGING.

Manhattan Fails to Rebound as/Other Active
Stocks.Exchange Rate Still High

Enough to Give a Profit
to Shippers.

Wall Street, Thursday, July 23.
The market was extremely sensitive to¬

day, and fluctuated rapidly within a range
of per cent. The failure of London
to respond to the rapid rise of yesterday
was very disappointing to the traders who
had expected to sell on higher quotations
from London. The defeat of the Govern¬
ment in Parliament on a division affected
all markets in London adversely, and
American securities suffered sympatheti¬
cally.
The opening on the local exchange was

below London prices, but notwithstanding
some light selling by London, the market
gathered strength, and in the early after¬
noon took on almost a buoyant tone and
all stocks passed the highest prices of yes¬
terday. In the last hour the bear clique
started a raid upon a number of active
stocks, and were partially successful, as a

decline of nbout 1 per cent resulted
throughout the list. A number of active
stocks closed ft to % per cent below the
final prices of last night, but the majority
of stocks recorded net gains. Manhattan
was exceptionally weak, losing 2% per
cent.
The undertone throughout the day was

firm and the buying was of better char¬
acter than the selling. A number of un¬

settling rumors were set afloat which had
only a temporary effect upon prices. An
anonymous circular predicting an early re¬

ceivership for the Missouri Pacific Rail¬
road was scattered promiscuously. As
Missouri Pacific closed with a net gain
of ft per cent, the circular obviously was
received with contempt. A rumor was
also in circulation during the break of the
last hour that liberal shipments of gold
would be made Saturday, despite the plans
of the bankers, and that there had been
a hitch in the formation of the foreign
exchange syndicate because the banks
had refused to guarantee the foreign ex¬
change houses against loss. There was
much discussion over the ways and means
of best handling the control of the ex¬
change market, but it is certain that no
shipments will be made next week by anynumber of the syndicate. The syndicatebankers were free sellers of exchange to¬day, breaking the rates for actual busi-'ness ftc., nresumably with the object of
making gold exports unprofitable to anyprospective shippers.
Shipments were still possible at thelower range of rates, and unless the mar¬ket Is still further depressed to-morrowthere may be some gold engagements. Thesyndicate will supply bills to remitters at

rates as near to the gold shipping point aspossible. This will Insure a maximumlevel of exchange, so that sterling loans
can be made and the actual exchange lostbe reduced to a minimum. It Is custom¬
ary at this season for foreign exchangehouses to go short of long time bills tobe covered later by cotton and grain bills,which appear in large volume. A concert¬ed action by a syndicate will consequentlybe effectual in controlling the exchangemarket.
A notable feature of the market to-dav

was the buying of fractional lots liv smallinvestors. This kind of buying, if contin¬ued for any length of time, quickly takeslarge amounts of stock out of the market!
as the fractional lots cannot be loaned and
are take away by the purchasers. It is alsoindicative of a general restoration of. con¬fidence, as none Is so timid as the man ofsmall means when he sees values declin¬ing.
The specific movements of stocks were Ir¬regular. Stocks like Jersey Central, whichhad been sold down by bears for senti¬

mental effect, recovered rapidly on coveringof shorts. Jersey Central made a net gainof 1 per cent, and Delaware & Hudson 1%per cent. Sugar common was very firm,and after losing % closed % higher, whilethe preferred stock gained lft per cent.Leather preferred advanced lft per cent
on buying, largely from Boston. St. Paul
and Louisville declined ft per cent: Bur¬
lington, %; Rock Island, ft, and ChicagoGas, lft.
Few stocks outside of the Grangers re¬

corded net losses. This result was re¬
garded as encouraging by the bulls, as the
reaction was comparatively slight after a
sudden advance of 4 to 5 per cent, and It
was conceded that the market had digestedthe stocks sold to realize profits.Following are the sales of stocks and
range of prices:

tendent Blake, and across the room from
his desk to that of the paymaster on the
other side, where she received $50 in gold.
The line was full of old timers, whose

ears had taken the place of their eyes, who
called one another by name and discussed
the questions of the day.
Among them was Dan Collins, the blind

leader of the Fourth Ward. Ten years ago
he was a power In politics In the "Fourth,"
but now he Is compelled to appear as a
pensioner.
Charles La Forrest, a veteran of the late

war and a member of the G. A. R. was
also in line and eagerly pocketed the gold
that was handed him. He was the only
person In the crowd who wore a G. A. li.
button.
The line as made up was not composed

wholly of old people. In it were pretty
girls, bright men. cripples and young boys.
The old people who nre bedridden did not
Come out. They sent their address by postal
or letter and to-day Superintendent Blake
and Assistant Walsh will visit them at
their homes and give them their allowance.
In all 474 persons are on the list, making

a disbursement of $23,700. The balance of
the S30.000 will be held until Christmas,
when a present of a small amount will
probably be made to those In need.

Testimony of 20 Italians Declared Incom¬
petent in the Trial of the Mother.
