* murder in the second decree to¬
ld Recht almost wept with joy,
shook hands with his counsel and

y. The court at once sentenced
-«.eeut to State's prison for twenty years.
Very little testimony was presented to¬

day. Several witnesses testified to the
bad character of the woman, and declared
that Rech had always treated his wife
kindly. After the speeches had been made
and the Judge's charge delivered, the case
was presented to the Jury.
The most intense excitement prevailed,

and there were fully 1,000 people.-ln and
around the court house awaiting the ver¬
dict.
At 7 o'clock the jury had been out two

hours. The court house bell then tolled,
denoting that a verdict had been reached.
Prom all directions the people came run¬

ning, and In less than one minute the
court room was crowded.
Judge Lildlow came In and took his seat

on the bench. Rech was brought into the
court room, followed by his brother, who
was cheering him up. He took his seat be¬
tween hie counsel and nervously twisted
his handkerchief in his hands.
The jury field in and took their places

before the bar, facing Rech.
County Clerk Scott arose, and the old-

style formula was gone through with.
"Gentlemen, have you agreed upon a

verdict?" asked the clerk.
"We have," was the response.
"Who shall speak for you?"
"The foreman."
"What say you. Mr. Foreman?"
"Guilty of murder in th® second degree"

was the quick response.
"And so say you all?"
"Yes."
Rech's countenance brightened and he

smiled and then jumped to his feet and
shook the hands of his counsel and those
r>f some of the jurymen whom he thanked
His brother was visibly affected, and Im¬
mediately left the courtroom.
Judge Ludlow then asked the defense If

they had anything to say, why sentence
should not be pronounced.
Mr. Endicott arose and said that in his

opinion the crime was only manslaughter:
that he was satisfied with the verdict of
the jury, but if the Court should so view,
he hoped the full penalty for murder in
the second degree would not be Imposed.
The Judge then requested Rech to stand
p. He then said: 11John Rech, you liaye
ad a fair and impartial trial, and found

guilty Of murder In the second degree. The
sentence o.f the court Is that you be con¬
fined in the State Prison for a period of
twentv vears at hard labor."
To those who had attended the court dur¬

ing the trial and followed the evidence, the
verdict was no surprise. Rech was cheered
by the prisoners when taken back to jail.

THIEVES AT ASBURV PARK.

Father-in-Law of Mayor Fagln, of Hoboken,
Robbed of Over $500 Worth of Valuables.^
Asburj TVrU, N, J., jfuiy 2-f..A burglar

broke lnt othe Summer home of M. Foley,
father-in-law of Mayor Lawrence Fagan, of
Hoboken, at No. 407 Sixth avenue, last
night. The burglar entered the cottag
through a par'or window.
The thief pvoceeded upstairs to Mr. Fo¬

ley's bedroom at the head of the stairway.
He took Mr. Foley's clothes from a chair
and carried them to the dining room, where
he rifled the pockets, securing a Jurgenson
repeating gold watch, valued at $500, and
$50 in money. The thief also took a quan¬
tity of yllver spoons, forks and knives from
the dining room.
None of the occupants of the house was

disturbed by the burglar's visit, and the
robbery was not discovered until this
morning. The watch was given to Mr.
Foley by his children on the fiftieth anni¬
versary of his birth.
Later in the day a Mrs. Bechnell, of New

York, who occupies the Taylor cottage on
Fourth avenue, reported that burglars were
prowling about her hemse last night. She
saw two men standing on the corner of
Grand and Fourth avenues and acting in a
suspicious manner. She seized a revolver,
threw open the window and fired several
times In order to alarm the police. The
men fled.

"Mrs. Bechnell's cottage was entered by a
thief Wednesday night, but he was scared
off before securing any booty. The town
marshal has ordered the police to arrest
anyone found on the streets after 1 a. in.
and unable to give a good account of him¬
self.

NEW JERSEY'S NAVY
OFFft CRUISE.

Amateur Tars Will Leave Port
This Morning on the

Portsmouth

They Wiil Give the Big Yachts Up
the Sound Points on

Fast Sailing.
DESTINATION IS MARTHA'S VINEYARD.

There Will Be Drills, Salutes and Target
Practice on Board, and Boat Races

and Swimming Contests
for Recreation.

Gallant young men, clad in the rough
canvas uniform of the sailors of the navy,
worked like longshoremen through the
long hours last night at the dock at the foot
of Fifteenth street, Hoboken. They were
members of the crew of the New Jersey
man-of-war Portsmouth, and were trying
to get that big craft out of the mud in
the slip, where she had been lying for the

| past twelve months.
Their efforts were finally rewarded with

success, and the good old ship swung free
on the rising tide. Lieutenant Harvey,
who had charge of the men engaged in
"warping ship," was then relieved from
duty, an anchor watch was set and officers
and men turned in to sleep until 5 o'clock
this morning, when "all hands" will be
called.
The Battalion of) the East, Naval Re¬

serves of New Jersey, starts this morning
on Its annual practice cruise on the Ports¬
mouth. The cruise Is to be a novel one.
It will last for about ten days, and extend
as far to the eastward as Martha's Vine¬
yard and Nantucket. The young tars do
not propose to go as passengers on a Sound
steamer or on a cruiser of the navy, ns has
been the custom of the New York naval
militiamen. They have a ship of their own
.not a steam vessel, but. one of the okl-
tlme sailing ships of the navy. With a fair
wind they can go anywhere that a ship can
go. They will manage the ship with their
own officers and men, without any assist¬
ance from the regulars of Uncle Sam's
naval service.
The Portsmouth Is In first-rate condition

for sea. Her timbers are as stanch as when
they were laid In Kittery shipyard, ever
so many years ago. Her guns are of the
old-time pattern, smooth-bores and eon-
verted rifles, but they are good enough for
practice. Down In the magazine, beneath
the wardroom of the ship, are great quan¬
tities of shell and shrapnel, enough to
sink any floating adversary of her own
class.
Commander Washington Irving will have

charge of ship and crew during the cruise.
He occupies tne handsome cabin, which has
been tenanted in turn by nearly every one
of the higher ranking officers of the regular
navy.
The ship has been rigged out entirely

new aloft. She has new sails and spars,and is expected to show the big yachts she
falls in with something about fast sailing
when she reaches Long Island Sound. It
will be a pleasant cruise, for there will be
no noise or dirt from boilers and engines,
no coal soot to fill the eyes of the sailors.
The only engines on board are those which
operate the dynamos, for the Portsmouth
is lighted throughout by electricity.
The ship's company is made up of three

divisions, one from Jersey City, one from
Newajk. and the third, or engineers' divi¬
sion. Wvom the young men at the Stevens
Institute at Hoboken. There will be about
125 men in all on the cruise.
When "all hands" are called at 5:30

o'clock this morning the rigging aloft will
be tautened, the yards squared and small
boats secured for sea. A tug will tow the
Portsmouth to the Sound, and the cruise
will begin.

It is hoped to make Hempstead Harbor
by Monday morning, and anchor will be
dropped off the Glen Cove breakwater.
After twenty-four hours spent at the an¬
chorage the Portsmouth will continue up

IMi'S ARM TORN
BY 1 RABID DOG.

Sank His Teeth in Her Flesh to
the Bone, Inflicting an

Awfui Wound.

Is Beaten Off by His Owner, but
Renews the Attack and Lacer¬

ates Her Hand.

CLUBBED ON THE HEAD AND THEN SHOT

Animal Had Been Bitten by a Rabid Canine
a Day or Two Before.An¬

Victim.

River Vale. N. J., July 24..Mrs. Jane
Blauvelt, the wife of Daniel Blauvelt, of
tills place, was terribly bitten this /morn¬

ing in the arm and on the hand by a large
black dog belonging to James Christie, a

neighbor of the Blauvelts. It Is feared
the dog was mad.
Mrs. Blauvelt went over to Mr. Christie's

place this morning to make a call and the
dog, which was lying in the front yard, ut¬
tered a low growl and sprang at her throat.
Mrs. Blauvelt gave a scream and threw
up her left arm to protect herself, and the
dog sank his teeth in Mrs. Blauvelt's arm
to the bone.
As the woman struggled to shake the

animal off, his huge teeth made a terrible
gash in her arm. Her cries for help were
heard by Mrs. Christie, who ran out of the
house, and, picking up an iron bar which
lay near by, pounded the dog over the
head until he loosened his hold on her arm.
As the dog was about to slink away, he

made another vicious grab at Mrs. Blau¬
velt. and caught her in the hand, making
another ugly wound. Mrs. Christie suc¬
ceeded In driving the dog off again and
took Mrs. Blauvelt to ttie office of Dr.
Theodore Town send, in Westwood, and had
the wound cauterized. The dog was shot
by Christie when he came home at night.

It is feared the dog was mad, as he had
been bitten by a mad dog owned by John
J. Lachmond a day or two ago. This dog
ran through the village, bit a number of
dogs, and was killed by Butcher Springer
when it attacked him after biting his
horse.
Harry Williams, of New York, was bitten

last Saturday by a large Newfoundland
dog belonging to L. Valette, proprietor of
the Hotel valette, at No. 164 Wooster
street, New York City. Mr. Williams was
visiting his brother-in-law, Dr. Charles
Serre, at Hillsdale Manor, and during a
call at Mr. Valette's Summer residence
near Woodcliff. the dog attacked Mr. AV111-
iams and bit him in several places on the
arm and on the hand. Dr. Serre cauterized
the wounds.

Ma«l Dog Killed in Belleville.
Belleville, N. J., July 24..Several valu¬
