Her
father, Francis L. Lasak, who, "ly in
the century, was In the fur business with
John Jacob Astor I., left $3,000,000, bu\*
cut her off with a life Interest In $30,Q00,
leaving the residue of his estate to his
e.ght other children. Mrs. Schermerhorn's
contest of the will ended In a compromise
by which she received almost as much as

each of her brothers and sisters.
Despite her comfortable income, Mrs.

Schermerhorn pays only $6 a week for her
furnished rooms at No. 850 Eighth avenue,
and breakfasts, dines and sups at restau¬
rants. For seven weeks, she admitted, she
lived upon Indian meal and lard, and at
another time had only meal for a whole
'Week. Her life Interest in her father's
estate, she said, yielded $2,300 a year,
drawn from the Brooklyn Trust Company.
She said she had received $1,000 from the
company since May.
Mr. Benn acted as his own attorney.

No Necessity for Her to Leave the
Drawing Room, but She

Wants to Work.

WILL BE A LAWYER WHEN OF AGE,

At Present She Is Only Nineteen, bu* Believes
Women Should Vote and Studies

Politics as Earnestly as

Her Father.

Miss Florence Lauterbach, daughter of
Edward Lauterbach, the well-known law¬
yer and president of the Republican Coun¬
ty Committee, Is going to study law next
Winter at her father's office. No. 22 Will-
lam street, and has filed notice to that ef.
feet with the Clerk of the Court of Appeals
at Albany. She Is at present at Dobbs
Ferry with her family, dividing her time
between Blackstone and a bicycle.

"It's true that I'm going to be a law
clerk, and I expect to do everything a

young man would have to do, serve sub¬
poenas, draw briefs, look up cases and all
such things," she said yesterday, with a
smile that indicated she looked upon her
future work with pleasure.
"You see, I'to got to do something; for,

although I am prepared to pass the Bar
examination, I can't, because I am too
young. I am nineteen, and as I can't be a
full-fledged lawyer until I am twenty-one,
I have decided to utilize the two years in
learning the routine of law practice.
"Studying law has not been a fad with

me, and I have every intention of practis¬
ing It as soon jis I am permitted to do so.
"I believe," she continued, "a woman

should be able to support herself In case
she may ever need to, and with this end in
view I decided to become a lawyer. I
passed the Regents' examination and after-
ward took the regular course at the Uni¬
versity Law School. I shall take a post¬
graduate course next year in connection
with my work at my father's office."
Miss Lauterbach has studied a small-

sized law library already, Blackstone, Bige-
low, Parsons on Contracts, TIedeman's
Real Property, Blsham on Equity, Green-
leaf on Evidence, Boone on Corporations
and Russell's Outlines of Law. Equity in¬
terested her more than any other subject.
"Two years," said she, "is too far away

to make plans for after then, but I sup¬
pose we all have certain hopes and ideas
of what we should like to do when tho
time comes that we can do it. I should
like to devote myself to charity work and
work among women. I am greatly Inter¬
ested in women, and want to do what I can
for them.
"I suppose I am a woman suffragist.

There is no reason why a woman should
not vote, and when I heard all the argu¬
ments the antl-suffraglsts advanced, I be¬
came more than ever convinced that they
should have equal rights with men."
Miss Lauterbach is an exceedingly pretty

girl, slender and dark, and has a charming,
unaffected, earnest manner. She is fond of
society as well as law.

To W. R. Hearst, Editor New York Journal:
Dear Sir: I will give two hundred and fifty

dollars for any information that will lead to
the recovery of my daughter, Ida Whittaker.
Yours, PRANK WHITTAKER.'
The foregoing letter was written by a

very anxious father, ,whose only child dis¬
appeared on July 16, along with her
mother. Where they went the father Is
unable to say, but he is willing to pay
for any information that will give him
light.
"I came home," he said yesterday, "only

to find that my home was deserted. All
my wife's things, and the child's, were

gone, and not a trace of their whereabouts
have I been able to discover since. The
neighbors told me that an express wagon
came up to the door of our home, at No.
121 Chrystle Btreet, and that my wife and
daughter Ida, accompanied by a man, went
away, after seeing that two trunks and a

wicker bag were loaded into the vehicle.
The person described by the&i answers the
description of a waiter who worked for me

at one time. He disappeared on the day
mentioned and I have absolutely lost track
of the three ever since.
"The people living on the floor above me

say they heard the child crying to say
good-by to me, and that the man told her
she would see her papa In a couple of
clays. I searched the house for some evi¬
dence to see what had become of her, and
found'a little note on her bureau which
read:
Dear Pappa: Please save all my things tin I

come back. I gone to the country. I soon come
back and kiss you and aunt. Good-by.

"It nearly broke my heart when I
thought the whole thing over. She was
very fond of me, and I am positive that
she was taken away against her will. When
she went to take her piano lesson at 2
o'clock her mother told her to be sure and
be back at 4. That was the hour they dis¬
appeared. The man who came for the
trunks cried out from the street: 'Elliott
Express,' and I have been looking for that
expressman ever since, but cannot get any
trace of him.
"If my wife wants to leave me it is all

right. I have done the best I could to give
her a good home, and all I want Is my
child. She loves me, if the mother does
not, and I will find her if it takes me all

Dr. Robinson Would Like to Find Him and
a Load of Furniture.

Has any one seen anything of a truck,
loaded with furniture, trunks, and a surgi¬
cal chair on top, drawn by a large brown
horse, driven by a short man, with a mus¬
tache, and wearing a golf cap? If so, Dr.
Wlllielmus Robinson, of No. 112 Ridge-
wood avenue, Brooklyn, would like to meet
the person.
Dr. Robinson came here from Brunswick,

Ga., two months ago, and placed his house¬
hold goods in Michael's storehouse, at No.
38 Commerce street. He then moved to
Brooklyn. His practice grew and he took
up his residence at the above address.
Yesterday he decided to get his household
goods, and for that purpose rented a truck
and horse from John EDerhardt's livery
stable, at No. 2830 Atlantic avenue, Brook¬
lyn. He engaged to assist him a half-wit¬
ted character, known in East New York as
"Silly Billy."

WARNING TO PLUMBERS.
One of Them Is Fined $250 for Putting in

Inferior Work rn a Tene¬
ment House.

The City Building Department yesterday
scored its first victory in the crusado
against bad plumbing. William E. Shaw,
a boss plumber of No. 2005 Amsterdam
avenue, the first against whom complaint
was made by the Building Inspectors, was

found guilty in the Court of Special Ses¬
sions yesterday, and was fined $250 by
Presiding Justice Jacobs.
The complaint was made by J. M. Thomp¬

son, an inspector. Shaw had the con¬

tract for the plumbing in a tenement
erected by Charles Fisher on the south side
of West One Hundred and Sixty-sixth
street. Thompson charged that the plumb¬
ing was not done according to specifl-
sations and there was nothing to prevent
the house being filled with sewer cas.
Justice Jacobs, in passing sentence, said:

"There is little to commend the defend¬
ant to the consideration of the Court. He
is charged with violating an important
building law in that the plumbing done
by him was such as to endanger the lives
of eleven families, who were to occupy the
house. Had the Building Department not
discovered the way the work was done
many lives might have been sacrificed.
This is the first case of this character
brought before this Court, and, therefore,
we shall not. be so severe in the sentence
as we shall be in similar cases hereafter.

She has always been
a perfect servant, save for the single fault.

when Mr. Coogan rushed Into the lobby of
the hotel and exclaimed excitedly to some

friends, who were sitting there: "Mrs.
Coogan has been robbed of $35,000 worth
of jewelry."
No arrests have been made, although

suspicion has fallen on several persons. A
theory of the detectives is that, know¬
ing of Mrs. Coogan's careless habits about
her diamonds and of their extreme value,
some professional burglar followed her
down from New York. Mrs. Coogan'a
belief in the Integrity of those about her
was such that she never made a practice
of turning keys on any of her- valuables.
Her method was to place the plush box con¬

taining the jewels she was not wearing at
the time in a grip sack, which waa not
locked, and that in the top tray of a trunk
which was also unlocked. One of the curi¬
ous things about the robbery was that a

handsome watch and a small diamond
horseshoe pin were left on the pin cushion
untouched.

DISCOVERY OF THE LOSS.
Mrs. Coogan discovered her loss while

dressing for dinner on her return from a

late afternoon drive. If the robbery was
committed in the early afternoon between
the hours of 12 to 2, when she was at
the bathing pavilion, the leaving of the
articles on the bureau may have been a

clever artifice to give the thief time to
get away with the plunder before the loss
was discovered. One of the curious feat¬
ures about the robbery is that on Thurs¬
day morning, when Mrs. Coogan was chat¬
ting with friends on the bathing pavilion,
she mentioned a loss she had sustained two
years ago at the Oriental Hotel, at Man¬
hattan Beach. On that occasion the mill¬
ionaire's wife went into a small parlor
and amused herself playing on the piano,
and lost two valuable rings, which she put
down beside her on the instrument. Mrs.
Coogan suspected two of the guests, a
mother and daughter, who were sitting
at. the window. Mrs. Coogan remarked yes¬
terday that both the women were staying
at the Mathewson, and pointed them out
to her friend. It is at the least a curious
coincidence.

MADE AN INVESTIGATION.
After Mrs. Coogan's discovery of her loss

on Thursday evening, Mr. Coogan, after
consulting Mr. Mathewson, sent at once

for the Chief of Police, who came
to the hotel, accompanied by a detective.
They found the room in wild confusion, all
the contents of the trunks and bureaus
having been thrown upon the floor. Mrs.
Coogan herself had given a thorough
search, hoping she might have mislaid the
plush box, nnd another search had been
made while Mr. Mathewson was there.
After a thorough search in her room, the

Chief of Police wished to have the trunks
of Mrs. Coogan's servants examined, but
she would not hear of it for a moment.
One- of these women, who has been with
her for a number of years, had charge of
Mrs. Coogan's jewelry all the time they
were travelling abroad last Summer. Dur¬
ing the afternoon a man who had a pftss
key went into Mrs. Coogan's room to repair
a broken window shade, and some suspicion
has fallen upon him.

Left Home After ji Quarrel.
Elizabeth Morgan, eighteen years old, had

a quarrel with her step-mother, Anna Mor¬
gan, on Tuesday, and left her home at No.
128 West Thirty-first street. Since then
she has not been seen. Mrs. Morgan is

Bathing Off Quarantine, i
Got B«yond His Depth

Was Drowning.
ITALIAN QUARTER GREETS THF

He Had Saved Two Other Lives
Way, and Thinks Nothin

His Feat of Yes¬
terday.

Stephen Cava, eldest son of Carmine Cava,
the Mulberry street banker, was the hero
of the Italian quarter last night, through
having saved the life of Alfred Del A echio,
near the Quarantine Station, earlier In the
day. Del Vechio, who lives at No. 607 Basil
Twentieth street, Paterson, N. J., was

swimming off the pier near the Whltehouse
Hotel, owned by the elder Cava, and got
beyond his depth. He was an lntlmata
friend of the Cavas.
The cry of "Man overboard I" brought

young Cava to the scene, and without wait¬
ing to throw off even his coat he plunged in
and swam for the drowing man, who was
black in the face and insensible when Cava
reached him. Cava caught the man around
the waist and struck out for the shore,
greatly impeded by the weight of his ^et
clothing.
