POSED AS A RICH WIDOWER.

Many Girls Claim to Have Been Victimized
Through His Advertisement.

Kendallville, Ind., July 26..Miss Bessie
Schlebaek, aged nineteen, and giving her
home as near Montlcello, Sullivan County,
New York, reached this city yesterday in
search of M. V. Hand, to whose alleged
wiles she had fallen a victim. Hand Is now
In the custody of the Federal authorities,
after being followed from place to placefor several months.
The first scene of his operations was In

Rochester, N. Y. He was next heard of
In Chicago, Kalamazoo und Kendallvllle.
He Is said to have advertised for a travel¬
ling partner for a rich widower, and each
applicant was required to send him $2 as
Indemnity for good faith. Letters reached
Hand from all sections of the country and
it is estimated he secured $5,000 from pros¬pective travelling companions.
Miss Schlebaek says he paid marked at¬

tention to her and the possibilities of com¬
panionship with Hand, the alleged rich
widower, became so. alluring that she ad¬
vanced him $500. Hand's letters grew less
and then ceased, upon which an in\*estiga-
tlon was made which led to his arrest on
a charge of using the malls for fraudulent
purposes.

LOVESICK IT EIGHT!,
HE TOOK HIS LIE

Aged Peter Fleming, Fascinated
by'a Widow, Could Not

Survive Her Refusal.

Afteij Pleading His Cause Without
Success He Went to Her Room

and Shot Himself

HAD ONCE BEEN QUITE WEALTHY.

Poverty Had Overtaken Him and He Was
Compelled to Grind a Hand Organ,

Which He Pawned to Buy
a Revolver.

Peter Fleming, eighty years old, 4 victim
of unrequited love, put a bullet through
his brain and now lies at the Morgue,
friendless and without mourners.
He had lived beyond the alloted life of

man, yet he thought it best, aged and
falling as he was, to hasten the end by his
own hand.
Strangely enough, he loved a woman of

Fetef Fleming, Who Died for Love.
Although eighty years old, he fell passionately in love with the widow

Peters, a fellow-boarder, and asked her to marry him. She was not half his
age and laughed at his suit. Then he went out and pawned his organ and
bought a revolver. He returned to Mrs. Peters, who was in the kitchen Iron¬
ing, and again sh« refused him. The old man then went into her room, ad¬
joining the kitch#n, and shot himself.

this afternoon distributing his pictures
printed In blue Ink on a cheap card. He
blessed a few handkerchiefs whenever he
stopped where crowds had congregated.
The handkerchiefs were placed in envelopes
by Schrader, with the injunction to "Use
them on no one but yourselves." Schrader
has had a crowd at the Victoria Hotel all
the evening, but no "healings" have yetbeen made. He charges nothing but ac¬
cepts "free-will offerings." He exchanged
a small sack of silver for paper money at
the American National Bank to-day.

thirty-six, not half as old as himself by
four y^ars, and because she was unable or

unwilling to return his love he killed him¬
self not ten feet from the kitchen where
she was ironing and singing.
Years ago Peter Fleming was in business.

He traded horses suceessfullly until he
accumulated considerable wealth. He was

married, but his wife died in a short time
and he found another. For awhile they
lived happily on the money he had made
in youth, but, as la often the case, he met
with reverses, and slowly but surely his
fortune dwindled away and he spent most
of his time drowning his sorrows.
It was not long before the end came.

Every penny he had saved was gone. He
was too old to begin all over again, and his
love for the flowing bowl had almost mas¬
tered him. He did not give up entirely,
however, and one day purchased a small
hand organ and went out on the street to
grind out music. It was a hard struggle,
and soon he took his wife with him to sing
the tunes he played. Together they haunt¬
ed the street corners along Eighth avenue,
and the fund swelled a little. When the
future began to show brighter his wife
died, and he was once more alone. His in¬
come began to fall, and once more he had
recourse to the bowl.
He took lodgings at Mrs. Nagle's, No. 322

West Thirty-eighth street, and the German
Benevolent Society paid his room rent of
$2 a month. Early in the morning he went
to his corner and played his few weary
tunes. At nigjit he drank beer and fell
asleep on the kitchen lounge, tired and
stupid. /
In the same house was a widow.Mrs. Ida

Peters. She was talkative, good natuved,
and Peter grew fond of her. but she, un¬
fortunately for the old organ grinder, had
begun to think something of a much young¬
er man. Peter, nothiug daunted by the
presence of a rival, pleaded incessantlv for
her hand. E(e stopped her in the hall, on
the staircase, on the street, but It was all
in vain.
Saturday evening he came home without

his hand organ and walked up the rickety
staircase. In the hope of finding the wom¬
an who had captured his heart. He found
her in the kitchen ironing, and, with his
old persistence, wont to her side and with
the fervor of youth told his love story
again. She laughed and went on Ironing,Suddenly he asked her again to listen to
him, but she only laughed And went on
with her work. He got up, looked around
the room and passed into her apartment
without saying another word. A few sec-
onds afterward a pistol shot rang out-and;
Peter Fleming sank down upon the bed,
leaving the world and the woman behind
him.
The shot brought several people to the

scene and Peter was taken to Roosevelt
Hospital, where he died without recovering
consciousness. He had pawned his hand
organ to get money to purchase the re-
volver with which he shot himself.

TRAILED THE BURGLAR.

Forsyth Street Sleuth Dogs the Steps of a

Stranger and Lands Him in Jail After
a Fight in a Flat.

Forsyth street boasts a "Sherlock
Holmes," and but lor him a most daring
daylight robbery might have been perpe¬
trated on Saturady afternoon. J?seP£Levy is his name. He is janitor of No. 30
Forsyth street.
Levy noticed a well-dressed stranger, ap¬

parently taking the measure of the house
from cellar to attic. At noon the stranger
left the neighborhood and Levy followed.
Up one block and down another he went.
At the Bowery and Grand street, the man
stopped and held a few minutes' conversa¬
tion with a rather roughly dressed looking
person, to whom he handed a paper. Then
they started away in different directions.
Levy followed the well-dressed stranger.

The latter made straight for No. 36 For¬
syth street, and mounted the stairs to the
flat of Daniel Merlowsky, on the second
floor. He opened the door with a skeleton
key and entered. Merlowsky and his fam¬
ily are at the seashore, and Levy knew
this. He then saw on the roof top the
Identical roughly dressed looking citizen of
the Bowery and Grand street.
The Belf-appointed detective went up to

the flat and entered. He found it in the
"utmost disorder. On the floor was a sheet,
in which were bric-a-brac, clothing, jewelry
and other household effects. The burglar
stood at the bureau and was In the act of
rifling it. He made a rush at Levy, but
the latter was ready and dealt him a blow
on the cheek. The two clinched, and a
desperate struggle followed. Levy finally
bore the burglar to the floor exhausted.
He then summoned a policeman, who ar¬
rested the man. He gave his name as
George Smith, of Toronto, Canada.
