BROUGHT HIM ASHORE SENSELESS.

The Boy Died in a Few Minutes.The Pond
Was Caused by a Break in the

Reservoir and an investiga¬
tion Will Be Had.

Edward Mirenda, eighteen years old. liv¬
ing on Vermont street, in Queens County,
just over the line from East New York,
was killed Thursday night by diving Into
a pond a short distance from his home.
There is a degree of mystery surrounding

the young man's death, which the Coroner
will endeavor to solve. A recent break in
the Ridgewood Reservoir resulted in the
formation of a pond in a depressed piece;
the surface of the water and that the blow
and the boys of the neighborhood have
taken advantage of the opportunity to use
it as a swimming pool. In some places the
water is several feet deep, and up to the
time of the accident which x-esulted in
Mirenda's death the place was considered
perfectly safe.

It was about 8 o'clock when Mirenda*and
fifteen other lads of his age started in
swimming. They constructed a raft from
several pieces of timber, and Mlreuda was

standing on it when It began to tilt over.
"Here goes, boys, for a dead man's dive,"

he remarked, and plunged head foremost
overboard. He was an expert swimmer
and nothing was thought of his lengthy
stay under water. They expected him to,
come up some distance away. Finally his
younger brother, Mortimer Mirenda, who
is also an excellent swimmer, dived after
him and brought the body to the surface
and swam with it to shore.
W e rolled him and did everything we

could," Mortimer Mirenda explained yes-
teiday, but It did no good. He was un¬

conscious, and I sent one of the boys for
a doctor. Then we started to carry Eddie
home. Half way down the road we met
father with the wagon, and he drove home
rapidly. The doctor said that Eddie must
have struck a stump a short distance under
the surface of the water, and the blow
nad caused paralysis of the heart."
An examination was made of the nond

yesterday, and a stump was found sub¬
merged at the spot where the lad dived
Ihe Coroner yesterday impanelled a jury'
which viewed the body and will listen to
evidence Monday. The dead boy was in
business with his father as a florist and
was a universal favorite in the vicinity of
his home. An examination of the body yes¬
terday showed a slight discoloration over
the heart, which looked as if it had been
caused by a blow.

MONEY IN CEMETERY LOTS.

James Bennet's Heirs Fighting for Control
of h\s Estate.

The dispute of the Bennet family for
control of the Washington Cemetery, in
New Utrecit, wus continued before Justice
Clement, In the Supreme Court, Brooklyn,
yesterday. James A. Bennet originally
owned the property, and transferred it to
the cemetery association, 011 condition that
he and his heirs and assigns should re¬
ceive $40 for each lot sold, and $3 for each
lot opened.
Edward It. Bennet, grand-nephew of

Bennet, claims to be the owner of one-half
of the Bennet interest in the cemetery. He
says he bargained with his aunt, Mrs. Co¬
rolla H. Creswell, for her half interest in
the estate, agreeing to pay $13,000. She
died before giving him the deed. In six
years the value of the estate-has increased
to $23,000. Yesterday his counsel asked
Justice Clem^it to appoint a receiver for
the fund In the hands of the United States
1 rust ( ompany, the referee having affirmed
Bennet s right to the property. Decision
was reserved.
The cemetery association has appealed

from the referee's report.

TROUBLE FOR DOG CATCHERS.

It Is Intimated That Bribery Is Practised in
Flushing, L. I.

There is trouble brewing for the dog
catchers at Flushing, L. I., and unless the
men in question can prove themselves inno¬
cent of certain serious charges it is proba¬
ble tl)at they will have to suffer for their
actions. According to the law, all dogs
have to be licensed and wear the license
tags. In addition to this the dogs have
to be muzzled during the months of July
and August.

It ig claimed that all a dog owner has to
do is to give the dog catcher 25 cents a
month and his dog is permitted to run at
large. The matter has been reported to
Poundmaster Louis Master, and a rigid in
vestigation is promised. It is also alleged
that in several instances dog catchers have
entered private premises and taken un¬
muzzled dogs to the pound. At present
there are four dog catchers in the village.

LARSEN PREFERRED DEATH
Out of Work, Starving, and Jilted by the

Girl He Loved, He Hanged
Himself.

Unless friends decide otherwise, it is
probable that Peter Larsen, the Swede, will
be buried in Potter's Field at Flatbush.
He hadn't a dollar in the world, and left no

relatives in this country. He was the
young man who hanged himself at No.
414 Seventh avenue, Brooklyn.
Larsen, was young, strong and indus¬

trious, but still he could find no work. He
came here last November and secured un¬

certain employment with a local telephone
company. A short time after he located
in Brooklyn he became acquainted with
a Miss Wolberg Lawrence, a saleswoman,
living at No. 648 Henry street. He loved
the girl, and went to board with the family
so that he might be near her.
Fortune proved unkind to Larsen. He

gradually found it difficult to secure steady
wi)rk. His income fell off to such an ex¬
tent that his pride forced him to leave the
Lawrences and secure lodgings at the ad¬
dress where he ended his life. To add to
Larsen's bitterness Miss Lawrence jilted
him.
Larsen went to his room Tuesday night

downhearted. He was not seen again un¬
til Thursday afternoon, when his body
was found hanging in his room. It is be¬
lieved he hanged himself Wednesday morn-

IJefore committing suicide Larsen wrote
several letters. One was addressed to Miss
Lawrence. This is a copy of it:
Dear Wolberb.When you receive this letter

tlien I am no longer among the living. You
6/'d we. were not engaged. How you can

do so for a girl who has been loved as you have
been loved by me and then goes back on me is
too nara and more than a man of character can
stand. And now fa -dwell: Yours, LARS.
The second epistle was addressed to his

family. His final message to them was
brief. He said:

July 28 1800
Forgive me. This Is for my mother, father* and

brothers., Live well and have everything good
you can. iour son and brother, LARS.
There was also a letter addressed to Hans

lauber, the young man who found Lar¬
sen s dead body. To him he wrote as fol¬
lows:

July 28, 1890.

Dear Tauber.When you have this letter then
I am no longer among the living. My reason
ror so doing )s no work, no money and nothing
to eat. If Lawrence asks you to tell him and
so to 'Holberg and to Hans. I would not have
¦oawjg l?;1'1 my engagement not been broken off
with Wolberg.
The Lawrences were much exorcised by

the news of Larsen's death, but they re¬
fused to say anything about him. Miss
Lawrence's sister said Larsen was not en¬
gaged to Wolberg.

FATALTOTHIS CHILD.

Little Sophia Ernest Dies in

the Est blishment Run
by "Dr." Koch.

Suffering from Diphtheria, but Said
to Have Received Exhaust¬

ing Treatment

HE IS NOT A LICENSED DOCTOR.

Severely Criticised by Another Physician
Who Was Called When It Was

Too Late to Save the
Child's Life

Gustav Koch, wlio Is styled "Doctor,"
because of his proprietorship of a so-called
hygienic or natural cure institute, at No.
80 East Fourth street, may have to answer
for the death of twenty-two-month-old
Sophia Ernest, of No. 938 First avenue, in
his institution yesterday. Mr. and Mrs.
Frederick Ernest, the dead child's parents,
may also be prosecuted for having know¬
ingly permitted the removal of the child
from Its home. Sophia was suffering from
diphtheria when her parents bundled her
into a coach and gave her to "Doctor"
Koch for treatment. She was taken 10 tne
institution Tuesday last. "Doctor" Koch
says he did not know the condition of the
child. His wife received the patient and
gave her to the attendants for treatment.
When the child was first stricken her

parents called Dr. Louis Lichtschein, of
Lexington avenue. He diagnosed the case
as diphtheria. He employed antl-tcxine,
and, it is said, gave the child three injec¬
tions in as many days. He notified the
Health Board of the presence of the dis¬
ease and the house was quarantined.

Dr. Lichtstmein last Monday toid the
parents the child would die. Then she was
taken to "Doctor" Koch's institution. She
was bathed aud massaged and aubjee,ed to
the other forms of treatment in vogue atthe establishment, it is charged, until ex¬
haustion set in and the iieart gradually'fai.eu to- perform its functions.
"Doctor" Koch became alarmed. He is

not a licensed physician, and, in fact, does
nut possess a diploma. It was necessarythen to obtain the services of a physician,
so he summoned Dr. A. Von Grimm, of No.
38 St. Marks place. The child was beyondsaving, and when she died the physician
refused to sign the death certificate. Dr.
Von Grimm, who is connected with the
Post-Graduate Hospital, last night said the
child had undoubtedly died from the effects
of the exhausting treatment it had re¬
ceived. If proper methods had been em¬
ployed he believes the child's life could
have been saved. "I am willing to go on
record as saying that the baths and mas¬
sage treatment killed the child," he said.
"Doctor" Koch is a native of Germany;

He says he cures by nature. The natural
cure school, of which he is an advocate,
is supported, he claims, by wealthy Ger¬
mans, aud a commission of five physicians
in Germany constitutes all that there is of
the school. His establishment here has
been running for four years.

SANDWICH HOTELS IN DANGER.

Colonel Lyman Purposes to Investigate Some
Brooklyn Establishments.

Colonel H. W Micliell, the Brooklyn

deputy, says he has not had a single com¬
plaint against a Brooklyn saloon.

A PLUCKY GIRL SWIMMER.

Miss Gertrude Smith Went to Her Friend's
Assistance and Was Nearly Drowned.

Islip, L. I., July 31..Miss Gertrude Smith,
daughter of Charles R. Smith, of Brooklyn,
who is passing the Summer at Bay Shore,
narrowly escaped-'tlrowning yesterday while
trying to save a friend. Miss Smith can

swim, but her companion could not. The
latter lost her footing and was being car¬
ried out by the undertow, when Miss Smith
went to her assistance. The friend grabbed
hold of Miss Smith and they went down
together. Guy A. Ward saw the young
women struggling in the water and rescued
them.

expects that it will poll 11,000 votes next
November. The voters are workingmen
(Mefly. and the unanimity of the district
leaders In declaring not only for the Demo¬
cratic candidates, but for the platform as

well, Is regarded as an indication that the
rank and file of the party in Brooklyn is
going to stand by the ticket.
There were about 100 at the meeting,

which was held at Trott's Hall, corner

Tompkins avenue and Hart street. Among
those present ware such old-time Democrats
as Leader McGuire, John Dannaher, Charles
Wise, William F. Thompson, ex-Supervisor
William R. Rlggs, John A. Hamilton, John
F. Scanlan, J'. M. Vance, James Moffat,
John J. Dorinan and Edwin R. Crowley.
They were all in a good Democratic frame
of miDd, and would have kept on making
enthusiastic speeches all night had it not
been that there was no one in the hall to
convert to Democracy.
The resolution indorsing the candidates

was made by Mr. McGuire, who in offering
it, remarked that he had found more con¬

Ex-supervisor Riggs moved to amend by

Mr. McGuire said he was heartily in favor
