
STRIKING TAILORS
FflCEJTARVflTION.

Cupboards Are Empty, but Lead¬
ers Still Say They Will

Win the Fight
No Prospect of a Settlement of the

Difficulty and Conflicting State¬
ments Are Rife.

SOME SHOPS MAY OPEN ON MONDAY.

Strikers Declare They Are Prepared to Re¬
sist Any Effort of the Contractors

to Replace Them with Non-
' Union Men.

As larders grow emptier and tenement
house owners more persistent in rent col¬
lecting, the striking tailors, 'through their
leaders, assert more positively their confi¬
dence of success. The cupboard of the
East Side tailor is never any too full, but
there are degrees of emptinessj. The
thirty-third degree has been reached in

many a home, though the leaders cheer¬
fully say there is as yet little or no want.
The strike is as far from settlement as

ever. As is customary in strikes the state¬
ments as to the condition of affairs made
by the employers and strikers differ radi¬
cally. Meyer Schoeufeld, the tailors' lead¬
er. says the men have beenMoyal and that
they will remain loyal even though the
contractors, as they yesterday resolved to
do, open their shops this morning or Mon¬
day. He says that though they open they
will get no men. According to Mr. Schoen-
feld the tailors are winning the fight.
"Fully fifty of the contractors have

signed individual contracts with the tail¬
ors," said Schoenfeld yesterday, "and by
o-morrow morning 100 will have signed
id so become union shops."
Benjamin Driesden, speaking for the con-

ractors, said that Schoenfeld's statement
s utterly false. "Fifty contractors may
.ave signed contracts, but they are not
genuine contractors. Only one genuine
contractor has signed. The tailors claim
that 8,000 meif are out. but that is 5,000
too big an estimate. Half of the men have
returned to work and have signed no con
tra< ts at all. Twenty-tbree or the largest
contractors have come in and joined our
association since the strike began. It is
only outside contractors who have signed
any agreements with the men.
"We will open our shops certainly by

Monday morning, and the striking tailors
will flock to thenii and if they do not we
will employ men to take their'places."
The contractors have advertised for union

and non-union men, and there may be
trouble, for the tailors are resolved that
shops shall not open where proprietorsbnve not met their demands.
Henry Solomon, secretary of the Brother¬

hood of Tailors, says that the contractors
are signing with the men, and that by to¬
day fully one thousand five hundred will be
at work upon their own terms. He does
not doubt the genuineness of the con¬
tractors with whom they have signed, and
says that they are members of the asso¬
ciation.
While these worthy leaders discuss the

situation and look at it, each through his
own rose-colored glasses, the faces of the
little children grow thinner and paler, and
the half-clothed tots cry themselves, sup
perless, to sleep. Anxious mothers await
the song of the sewing machine, that, how¬
ever monotonous and disagreeable, means
bread again, not to mention frankfurters

Faclfie Hall. No. 209 East Broadway, it was
decided to open all of the shopw to-day and
to nceept non-nnJon as well as union tailors.
President Grlesen. of the association, said
that the association had decided to fight the
striking Brotherhood of Tailors to the bit¬
ter end.
Leader Shoeryfeld, when told of the ac¬

tion of the Contractors' Association, said
that the strikers were determined to win
even if they had to remain out until the
middle of September. Up to last night he
said they had signed agreements with
seventy two contractors who will begin
work to-day and employ about 1,300 men.

Many of these were roughly handled
bv the crowd of strikers, and the police
had to go to their rescue.
Lender Khoenfeld said that if any

trouble occurred between the strikers and
the non-union men who may attempt to go
to work to-day, the Brotherhood could
not be held responsible for their actions.
The strikers have engaged the Windsor

Theatre, near Hester street, on the Bowery,
for a muss meeting to be held this evening,
.loseph Barondess. Leader Shoenfeld and
many others will make addresses.
The striking children's jacket makers are

naking rapid progress toward the settle¬

HI BILLOWS.
Paris and Etruria Arrive Here

After a Siege of High Gales
and Heavy Seas.

Wall of Water Deluges the Decks of
the American Liner and

Frightens Passengers.

ICEBERG SIGHTED ON THE VOYAGE.

The Cunard Liner Tossed by the Wind and
Her Decks Repeatedly Swept by the

Waves, but Sustains Only
Trifling Damage.

Midsummer gales tossed two transat¬
lantic steamships which arrived yesterday
and made the trips of boitli of them de¬
cidedly unpleasant ones for the passen¬
gers. The vessels were the Cunard liner
Etruria, from Liverpool and Queenstown,
and the American liner Paris, from South¬
ampton.
The Paris was running at twenty knots

an hour at 2:30 o'clock last Monday morn¬

ing. She was cutting her way through
head seas, when an unusually high wave

rolled over her bows and swept the length
of the vessel. The wall of water nearly
buried an officer on the bridge, smashed off
the hoods of two ventilators, and crashed
in a port window leading into state room

No. 2, on the promenade deck. It was va¬

cant at the time, as W. Bourke Coekran
had deserted it only the day before.
The iron doors of the deckhouse were

severely Jarred, and one of them guarding
the approach to the forecastle was carried
away and went pounding around the deck.
A deluge of water poured down the broken
ventilators and the main stairway, flooding
the halls. The Paris recovered almost im¬
mediately from the shock, and, shaking the
wat6r from her decks, went racing cyi her
course. Many of the passengers were
aroused by the sudden shock, which re¬

tarded the rapid progress of the ship, and
some left their staterooms, but they were

quickly reassured by the officers.
The American liner Monday afternoon

sighted an iceberg three miles off the star¬
board beam. Captain Watkins estimated
it to be eighty-three feet high and 200
feet long. It was rapidly melting. /.The
ship entered a thick fog bank yesterday
morning and had to run slowly for more

than nine hours. She covered the trip
from the Needles to the Sandy Hook Light¬
ship in six days, twenty-two hours and
thirty-one minutes. In spite of the rough
passage, none of the passengers suffered
the least injury.
Voyagers on the Etruria suffered almost

as severe a shaking up as those on the
Paris. The Cunarder ran into the same
gale that buffeted the American liner, but
did not suffer quite as much damage. She
was repeatedly swept by the seas, but kept
her course and maintained her usual speed
throughout the storm. The passengers de¬
clare that one wave swept completely over
the bridge and almost stopped the progress
of the vessel.

It was said that some o£ the bridge
stanchions were twisted by this billow,
which raced from stem to stern. Captain
Ferguson, of the Etruria, however,/denled
emphatically that the vessel had experi¬
enced anything more than a moderate gale.
He said that she had not been swept by a

big wave, and that no damage whatever had
been done to the ship. He professed the
utmost surprise at the report that she had
met with unusual weather. There was no
evidence that the bridge fittings had been
damaged. None of the passengers was in¬
jured, but all were unanimous in saying it
was very rough for a Summer voyage.

SLASHING WESTERN RATES.

Missouri, Kansas &. Texas Road Declares War
on New York Figures.

Chicago. August 1..On top of ttye trouble
the Western lines are having over excur¬

sion rates to Salt Lake City conies an¬

other complication in the shape of a re¬
duction in rates made by the Missouri,
Kansas & Texas road in order to secure

immigrant passenger traffic. It is a new

feature in the flght for traffic between the
Atlantic and Gulf ports, and May result
in a wholesale slashing of all passenger
rates west of Chicago.
The rate from New York to San

Francisco, second class, is $58.25. From
Galveston, under the new tariff. it
will be S41.D0. The biggest cut is
on business to Kansas City, for which
the rate from New York is $23.25.
The new rate from Galveston is $13, and a
big protest is sure to go up from the Chi¬
cago-Missouri ltiver lines ever this move.
Heretofore the Gulf ports have been con¬
tent to fight only for freight business.
