THE VICTIM MAY NOT RECOVER.

Police and a Posse of Citizens Chase His
Assailant Over Fences and Build¬

ings, and He Finally Makes
Good His Escape.

Three policemen from the West Forty-
seventh Street Station and a number of
citizens had an exciting chase over rear
fences and outhouses after a blood-thlrsty
Italian barber soon after midnight yester¬
day morning. He had made a murderous
assault with a razor and meat axe upon
one of his customers.
Although the police were close upon his

heels, and at one time had him cornered,
the Italian managed Anally to elude the
bluecoat-s and citizens, and make his escape
through, a cellar.
Two detectives spent hours yesterday

looking for the man. His victim is lying
in Roosevelt, suffering from a wound In the
head which the physicians say may prove
to be a fracture, and several ugly gashes on
the arms and face which were inflicted
with the Italian's razor. The cut on the
head was made with the meat axe. It was
ound afterward by the police behind the
irber's shop.
Banos Gwachino is the name of the

Italian. His shop is at No. 777 Ninth ave¬
nue. The place was filled with customers
Saturday night when Michael Graham, of
No. 34S West Forty-ninth street, entered
The barber had been in a quarrelsome
mood during the night, and several cus¬
tomers had left the shop in fear of him.
When Graham leaned back in the barber's

chair he observed a peculiar glitter in the
Elian's eyes. When the lather was ap¬
plied it was done with such roughness as
to call forth a remonstrance from Graham.
A growl and a muttered oath in Italian
came from the barber.
Graham was on the point of rising from

the chair when the Italian rested his elbow
on his chest and said, in broken English as
he held the man down, that as he had' be¬
gun the job he would finish it. He picked
up th erazor and began to shave Graham
who by this time stood in dread of the
barber, who glared and frowned at him in
a savage manner.
The Italian turned to reach for the

lather up when Graham sprang from the
chair to the middle of the little shop. He

.t for his hat .and .coat, when
the barber macs S. rush for him with the
razor upraised. Graham had time only to
plant a blow between the barber's eyes
and start for the door; but the latter was
at his heels, and, catching him by the
neck, dragged him back into the shop.
Graham fought as well as he could. The

Italian brought the razor into full play
and slashed right and left. One slash of
the razor cut open Graham's face, two oth¬
ers made ugly wounds in his right arm and
another laid open the left arm from the
elbow to the wrist. Graham finally man¬
aged to wrest the razor from the Italian.
Finding himself disarmed he then picked
up a meat axe and made several attemps
to strike Graham. The latter, grasping the
Italian's razor and the rung of a chair
which had been broken in the struggle,
managed to ward off the blows of the meat
axe.
Graham could not escape, as the front

door was closed. Suddenly he felt himself
growing weak from, the loss of blood. His
arms dropped. The barber was upon him
In an instant and felled him to the floor
with a terrific blow of the meat axe. Some
one had seen the men struggling in the
shop and raised the alarm. The Italian
sped away as the police arrived.
Policeman Esterbrook was the first to

reach the shop. He was joined a minute
later by Poliemen Faulhaber and Fla¬
herty. Over back fences and across out¬
houses they went In pursuit of the mad
Italian. A number of citizeus joined in the
chase. The excitement iu the neighbor¬
hood brought others to the scene, and when
the story was quickly told the number of
pursuers was augmented by a score, and in
a few minutes the block was surrounded."
Every door and alley way was guarded,

while the policemen with revolvers drawn
chased the Italian over fences and in and
out of cellars. While the excitement was

.t its height the Italian disappeared and
all efforts to find him failed.
Graham was found unconscious on the

floor of the barber shop and removed to
Roosevelt Hospital. He may not recover

John M. Ward Points Out How
the Giants Have Been

Greatly Strengthened.
The Change of Policy Adopted by

the New York Club Will Be
Quickly Appreciated.

PUBLIC INTERESTS NOW CATERED FOR,
________

And the Attendance at the Polo Grounds
Will Be Increased Materially*.'Why

Our New Third Baseman Is
Known as "Scrappy."

The New York Club has made some strong
bids for the public's patronage aud favor within
the past week. The acquisition of Beckley was

a very pleasant surprise to the local rooters, and
now, right on top of that, comes a deal that
secures our old friend, yclept "Scrappy Bill"
Joyce, from Washington. Verily these are most
welcome evidences of a change of heart, and if
this thing only goes on we are likely to go up
to the Polo Grounds some day and see "Little
Amle" out there with his strong arm and choice
curves.
There are several points of view from which

baseball can be conducted. For example, the
owner of a ball club may run it simply for his
own gratification, in which case he may make
his own rules and regulations, and as public
favor is a matter of no consequence, it will make
no difference -whether or not these rules are In
accordance with reason aud sound Judgment. If
he sees fit to conduct a baseball kindergarten it
will be no one else's affair, or if he decides to run

it as an adjunct to the Y. M. C. T. U. he may
establish his rules accordingly, and who shall
have the right to question? What difference will
it make to him whether he has good players or

poor, whether his team wins or loses? Are not
his own ideas carried into effect and his
own whims strictly enforced? The public may
come or stay away, as it sees fit. With a few
invited friends he may still go himself to see

the games, and always with the proud satisfac¬
tion of knowing that at last baseball is being
conducted in a business-like manner and along
lines of strictest discipline.

THE PUBLIC TO BE CONSIDERED.
Of course this assumes that this club is not

a member of any organized league. If It w^re
the owners of other clubs might seriously object.
They might say that inasmuch as the receipts at
the gates were a subject of division in every
city, therefore each had an interest in see¬
ing that the game was so conducted in every city
as to draw out the largest receipts. And the
public, also, might reasonably protest on the
ground that as the League permitted but one
club in each city, and excluded any other, the
public had a right to insist that that
club should be conducted with some re¬
gard to the sentiments and feelings of
the local public. Because, they might well pay.
"Baseball is our mltional game; we have grown
up with it and been its patrons for years, and if
you usurp the right to furnish us the only base¬
ball we are permitted to see, then must you
also assume the responsibility of giving it to us
in a satisfactory form and with a decent regard
for our wishes and sentiments, even though you
are the exclusive owner of the club."
But there is another point of view from which

the business of baseball may be conducted,
namely, that it is not merely a private enter¬
prise, but >that it is u well-established business

of a quasi-public character. In which the public
are Interested and have a right to be heard.
From such a point of view the club management
will study public sentiment and cater to it. It
will not permit personal feelings or prejudices,
likes or dislikes to enter at all Into th case, but,
while seeing that the game is honestly and fairly
conducted and that players so behave on and off
the the field as to bring no discredit on the sport,
will try to give the puollc the best possible team
and the most interesting exhibitions.
And happily for the followers of the game in

Gotham, this seems to be the policy which the
New York management has determined to pursue.
The two men secured to the team last week will
prove strong additions to the playing strngtb.
There is no better first baseman than Beckley.
He is not what Is known as a "heady'' player,
but he is wide awake, full of "ginger," a lively
coacher, strong batter and excellent fielder.

OUR LATEST ACQUISITIONS.
And as for "Scrappy Bill," he is worth his

weight in gold. The nickname "Scrappy" may
be misleading. New York rooters must not un¬
derstand that Joyce is quarrelsome or walks
around with a chip on his shoulder. He is a

hard-working, earnest player, who. in conse¬

quence of his zeal, gets Into numerous argu¬
ments with the umpire and opposing players, but
actual fisticuffs is farthest from his mind. Not
that Bill would not counter, and counter hard.
If the occasion required, but no one need feel any
alarm, when disputes arise, that Bill means
actual violence. When he feels himself espe¬
cially aggrieved by the umpire, for a strike called
that was an inch or two higher or lower than It
should have been, his face assumes a pained,
saddened, dejected expression that would melt
a heart of stone; but when he "whips" one
over the heads of the outfielders at a critical
stage of the game he could not keep his face
straight if he tried. And he has quite a knack1
of hitting the ball just when a hit is needed.
Joyce is not a first-class fielder at third

base,' and it's better to say so now than allow
any one to think he is and then be disappoint¬
ed. He tries for everything, is not afraid of
any hit, does not hesitate to block a base run¬

ner, even if he does get a taste of the spikes;
but he makes errors, and to patrons of the Polo
Grounds, who have seen the peerless work of
George Davis, he will be positively "bad" at
times; but he more than makes up for It in
other ways. Tliere Is no more earnest player,
none more conscientious and faithful. When
his team wins, no matter what his own work has
been, life looks bright and rosy; but, when It
loses, Bill Is a sick man. He does not play
for his own record, but for the team. He is
good-natured, warm-hearted, full of enthusiasm,
but, like all such natures, very susceptible to
unkind criticism. All In all, he is a winner In
any team.

TURF DISCIPLINE
IS NOW REGULATED.

Jockey Club Stewards Step in
and Prevent Injustice

Forget's Owner Will Probably Be Re¬
instated After a Rehearing of the

Facts in His Case.

BAD ACTORS AT THE STARTING POST.

Ornament Is More Than Likely to Cause a

Predicament in the Futurity ,Which
Should Be Fully Considered

Beforehand.

The Brighton Beach meeting has not
lacked interesting developments, apart from
the very fair class of sport that the Initial
effort of the reorganized association has
produced. In the latter respect much more

will be accomplished in the future now

that it has been seen that Mr.. William
Engeman and his associates are absolutely
in earnest in their announcement that they
will make a first class race course of it.
The action of the stewards of the Jockey

Club at their meeting on Friday last uas
of the first importance. The reinstatement
of Hamilton and the entertaining of G,
Brown's request for a rehearing in the mat¬
ter of Forget mean that the central
authorities will not tolerate any attempt to
bolster up an appearance of strict disci¬
pline by the infliction of punishment for
the Inevitable inconsistency of poor-class
horses. In the latter case it appears that
there was much misunderstanding. Mr.
Brown had no idea of shirking investiga¬
tion and, at the time when he was found
to be absent from the race course after the
stewards had summoned him to appear, he
had merely returned early to the city to
keep an engagement, never dreaming that
any Inquiry would be made into the mare's
running. As Mr. Brown has also been able
to submit indisputable proof that he backed
his mare each time she started, his chauces
of reinstatement are excellent.
Some surprise has been manifested that

no official cognizance was taken of W. C.
Daly's appeal. The fact was that the stew¬
ards did not consider that the case came

within their jurisdiction. While Daly un¬
derstood, and it was olficially announced,
that his entries would not again be accepted
at Aqueduct, this ruling was an excess of
the powers entrusted to the stewards of a
meeting, and if such was the intention it
was ignored by the stewards of the Jockey
Club. Hence, as the case was not referred
to the Jockey Club, it fell to the ground.
One of the stewards said on Saturday that
there was nothing in what had taken place
at Aqueduct that left the slightest imputa¬
tion on Daly's character.
As a matter of fact, Daly would like to

have his case taken up, for he has, he be¬
lieves. recently secured ample evidence 10
prove his innocence in the famous Bourke
Cockran case. The officials, however, do
not feel this necessary, as Daly is now in
good standing on the turf, and they are not
willing to humor the eccentric old horse-

man. Pearl Sony's victory has been the
source of unlimited satisfaction to-him. He
actually paid $50 for this once good race
horse, that several other trainers bad given
up in despair. His faculty for making ap¬
parently hopeless cripples win was never
better illustrated, and the chances are that
Lie will win more races with this horse than
any that has been in his hands during ihe
last two or three years, for Pearl Song lias
?lass if lie can be kept in condition to show
it. Daly says that he has gotten the horse's
bad leg so that it does not bother him at all.
That horsemen are delighted at the evl-

3ent intention of the Jockeys Club not to
listen to accusations that cannot be backed
by proof, nor to credit stories of fraud
where no motive can be shown, need scarce¬
ly be said. If Hamilton had been guilty of
lishonest riding, who was guilty with him?
Who furnished the motive? Nothing of
the kind could be proven and the conclusion
arrived at was the only one that could be
founded on common sense.
The starting question is going to give

much more trouble before the year is out.
especially as several jockeys have demon¬
strated that they know how to beat the
starting gate. Ornament, who will start
favorite for the Futurity, is an Infamously
bad actor at the post. The magnitude of
the stake will make it a serious problem
for the stewards of the Sheepshead Bay
meeting to decide whether other startex-s
shall have their chances imperilled by the
probable bad conduct of this one horse.
Theoretically it is all right that the 100 to
1 shot should have as good a chance as the
odds on favorite. Ills owner has had to
pay his entrance just the same as if the
public fancied the horse's chances rbove
all the others. Practically, the leaving of
a favorite, as in the case of Challenger,
even in a small purse, oil Saturday, causes
an infinite amount of discontent and talk.

Still, the rights of the majority must be
respected. A horse's way of acting at and
getting away from the post is a part of
his racing ability. Even if the public has
backed him very heavily, it cannot be ar¬

gued In justice that his pigheadedness
should be allowed to destroy the chance of
perhaps twelve or fifteen other starters,
The trouble is nearly certain to crop up In
the Futurity, and the case should be thor¬
oughly weighed by the officials before that
event. Mr. Flynn should be given definite
and positive orders as to what his course
of action shall be in case this difficulty
confronts him. and there is no doubt that
he should be instructed that within reason-
able limitations he pay no particular heed
to any single horse.
