Teaching Them to Swim When One

Is Carried Out to the Sound
by the Strong Tide.

TWO OTHERS CLING TO HER NECK.

She Finally Succeeds in Reaching Her

Drowning Friend and Keeps All Three
Afloat Until They Are Rescued

by Two Men.

There is a curly-headed, bright-eyed little
water witch among the Summer visi¬
tors at Orient Point, on the far
east end of Long Island, whose dainty
jacket will soon be decorated with a dia¬
mond-studded medal. Other visitors at the
resort are collecting money to buy the jewel
which is to reward the little maid for a

deed of heroism.
The name of the child is Etta Brown.

Her home is in Brooklyn. She spends most
of her time in the water and can swim like
a fish. She is only twelve years old.
Etta and three other girls were bathing

on Friday afternoon. Etta was teaching
the others to float, and their efforts amused
her greatly. They were not promising
pupils, but she laughingly continued the
lesson until there was a sudden interrup¬
tion.
Edith Davidson, a pretty girl of sixteen,

wn8 the oldest of the little party. While
running about in the water she stumbled
and fell. She had stepped into a drain.
The tide was rushing out, and as the

girl appeared at. the surface it carried her
with it. The frightened girl screamed, and
Etta, for the first time aware of her peril,
turned to go to her assistance. The other
children became frightened and clung to
the little rescuer. She begged them to re¬
lease her, but the little arms only clung to
her more, tightly.
Seeing that Edith was getting further

away each second, Etta, with her little
friends still clinging to her, plunged out
into the deeper water.
Sometimes wading, sometimes swimming,

the brav" little Kirl reached Edith. She
caught her by the hair and tried to keep
her head above the water.
The girls all struggled and screamed

loudly for help.
In the meantime they were caught by

the tide and carried far beyond their deptli.
The foul- sank, and had come up for the
second time, when E. H. Young and Gus-
tav Gatham, who were upon the dock,
jumped into the water and swam to their
assistance.
Young seized Miss Davidson and swam

ashore with her. She was unconscious and
was a dead weight. Gatham grasped an¬
other of the girls and brought her ashore,
while Etta took care of the third.
The girls were all exhausted when they

reached the beach. The little Brown girl,
who had pluckily fought to keep her com¬
panions above water, collapsed and fell In
a faint upon the sands. All the children
were removed to a nearby hotel, where a
local physician attennded them.

NOW IT'S THE ASSESSMENTS.

Mayor Gleason's Constituents Claim That
Valuations Have Been Placed Too High.
Considerable dissatisfaction prevails

among the property owners of Long Island
'- itj over ihe iaigeiy Increased valuations
placed upon their property by the Board
of Assessors. The assessment rolls have
just been completed, and in a majority of
Instances the valuations on Improved prop¬
erty, as laid by the Sanford Board of
Assessors last year, and over which there
was much dissatisfaction expressed, have
been more than doubled this year.

It was because1 this move was decided
upon by Mayor Gleason a few months ago
that Assessor James Davren tendered his
resignation. Threats otf litigation are now
heard on all sides, and, as the taxpayers
have thirty days in which to file protests
against the valuations placed upon their
property, a lively time is anticipated.
Mayor Gleason's object in raising the as¬

sessments is to bond Long Island Cltv for
more improvements, which, he says, are
badly needed. This cannot be done .unless
the valuation is nearly doubled, as the
city to-day exceeds the 10 per cent limit
of its bonded indebtedness.

Walter Smith Beat His Wife

with a Load«d Cane, Frac¬
turing Her Skull.

Believing He Had Killed Her, He
Ran to the River and

Drowned Himself.

HELD HIS HEAD UNDER THE WATER.

Was Dragged Out, but He Expired as He
Reached the Bank.Mrs. Smith May

Die of Her Injuries.He Had
Been Drinking.

Babylon, L. I., Aug. 2..Walter Smith,
a negro, while In a drunken rage this morn¬

ing, attempted to kill his wife, Rosanna,
and, fearing he had accomplished his pur¬
pose, drowned himself in the little river
which flows past his house.
Smith for years had been known for his

ugly disposition. This morning he returned
from the village while his wife and step¬
daughter were at breakfast. He had been
drinking, and was very ugly.

SADIE LEFALKS' LEAP.
This daring girl is only thirteen years old. She was an Inmate of the Alms house at Snake Hill, N. J., until Saturday.She then made her escape by leaping from a high cliff. A convict who was at work in the stone quarry In which shelanded caught the girl as she fell, and she escaped without Injury. He was knocked down, his leg was broken and henow lies in the Almshouse Hospital. The reckless girl was afterward captured and sent to the home of Dennis Brady, heruncle, at No 324 Fifth street. Jersey City.

When taken to task by his Xvife, who de¬
clared that she would order his rum stopped
to-morrow, he left the table and went to
an adjoining room, where he procured a

short, loaded cane, with which he dealt
his wife a number of vicious bolws, frac¬
turing her skull and rendering her uncon¬
scious.
His stepdaughter, fearing that she would

receive similar treatment, fled screaming to
the street.
Smith, it is supposed, believed he had

killed his wife, and fearing the vengeance
of the crowd, which he knew would iirswer
his daughter's cries, left the house and ran
toward the river and jumped in. The
water was shoal, and Smith, in order to
accomplish his self-destruction, was obliged
to hold his head under water.
Medock Smith and W. H. Terry, who

were standing on the bank, went to Smith's
rescue and succeeded in hauling him out.
He was unconscious and expired a few
moments later.
Smith had frequently declared that if be

committed any serious crime he would
never allow the law to punish htm for it.
Smith and his wife had frequently quar¬
relled, and he had on several occasions
threatened to kill her. Her condition is re¬
garded as serious, but it is thought she will
recover. Smith was about fifty years of
age.

FOUND A MAN IN HIS ROOM.

William Nolan's Unbidden Visitor Arrested as

a Suspicious Person.
Joseph Strein, twenty-three years old, who

said he lived at No. 121 Sheriff street, New
York, was locked up yesterday In the
Greenpolnt Avenue Podce Station, Brooklyn,
as a suspicious person. He was found in
the forenoon in the bedroom of Will'am
NoJan, at No. 170 Eckford street.
Nolan awoke and saw the man. When

he asked the Intruder what he wanted
Strein showed a card which stated that the
bearer was deaf and dumb, an well as poor.
Nolan called a policeman and Strein was ar¬
rested. In his pocket when searched was
found a pawn ticket for a coat and vest.
At the Sheriff street house nothing was
known of the man.

MATHER MAY BE A SUICIDE.

His Insane Wife Removed to an Asylum from
the Hospital.

Mrs. Annie Mather, of No. 420 South
Fifth street, Williamsburg, who became
insane last Friday and tried to harm her
children, has been removed from the
Homeopathic Hospital to the Flatbush
Insane Asylum. The Children's Society
has her three children.
Nothing has been learned of the woman's

husband, whose absence, It is thought,
brought about her insanity. It is possible
that he committed suicide because of his
troubles. When last seen, last Wednes¬
day, he seemed despondent.

CUT B! TIE COURT.
His Estimate of Charges Is

$17,000 Too High, and That
Sum is Eliminated.

Heiress to $330,000 Objects to Many
of the Items and Counsel

Fights Them.
HE WILL CEASE TO MANAGE THE ESTATE.

Domestic Trouble Said to Have Resulted
from a Dispute Over the Young

Woman's Money and the Cross-
leys Separate.

Newark, N. J., August 2..Thomas B.
Crossley, who was appointed guardian for
Miss C. Victoria Peddle and her third of a
million dollars when her father, John D.
Peddle, died a few years ago, will be dis¬
charged from that guardianship by Judge
Kirkpatrlck, In the Orphans' Court, to¬
morrow. At the same time the court will
issue an order directing that Crossley's ac¬
counts, as restated under the direction of
the court, be passed. By this restatement
there will be $17,000 deducted from the
charges made by Crossley for Miss Peddie's
maintenance In his original statement.
Crossley is a brother-in-law of Miss Pod-

die. he having married her sister, Rena P.
Peddie. When Miss Peddie's father died
Crossley was appointed guardian and fur¬
nished $100,000 bonds to faithfully perform
his duty, the American Surety Company
becoming his bondsman. The Crossleys
lived in grand st vie, In a mansion in East
Orajige, which was owned by Mrs. Cross-
ley. Miss Peddle lived with them part of
the time.
When Crossley filed his first accounting

in 1893, it was passed without question.
But when he filed a second account¬
ing, a year ago, Which covered the time
between the filing of the two accountings,
Miss Peddie, through her counsel, Fred¬
erick F. Guild, objected to many of the
charges in it. Some, they claimed, were
exorbitant, while others should not have
been debited to Mias Peddie at all. This
resulted in the entire accounts being over¬
hauled, under the direction of the Court,
and as a result $17,000 will be cut otf the
charges made by Crossley as guardian,
and he will cease to perform the duties
further.
Notwithstanding the big pruning that the

Court gave the accounts, ft still left a lib¬
eral margin for Crossley, on which to
maintain his ward. While she Mved with
her sister in East Orange the Court al¬
lowed $50 per week for ner board, room
rent and stable expenses. While awayfrom'there $20 a week was allowed. Al¬
lowances were made for other incidentals,when Miss Peddle or her estate benefited
by them.
The Crossleys are now separated; Mrs.

Crossley and her sister left the East
Orange house some time ago, and &re now
living in Connecticut. The domestic trou¬
ble, it Is believed, is the outcome of the
dispute over Miss Peddie's estrte.

IMPLORED HIM TO LIVE.
Hartman's Wife and Children Pleaded, but

He Did Not Heed
Them.

Dr. J. T. Valentine, Coroner's physicianin Brooklyn, will make an autopsy to-day
on the -body of Herman K. Hartman, the
German druggist who died on Saturday in
a room back of his store at No. 132 Forrest
street, Williamsburg, and is believed to
have committed suicide by poison. An in¬
quest will also be held to-day.The police, after an Investigation, havelearned that for a long time Hartman
wanted to die. Whenever he met old ac¬quaintances he would tell them that life
had no more charms for him. His children
were devoted to him and often Imploredhim not to leave them. His wife, too,begged him never to take his life.

It was learned yesterday that after Hart¬
man reached his store on Saturday morn¬
ing he wrote several letters, one of them
to John Uausch, a shoe dealer at No. 20Central avenue, In which letter he also
put another letter addressed to Mrs. Hart¬
man. He waited a while and then Bent
his wife with the letter to Kausch'ii place.It was probably during her absence that
Hartman took the poison.When Rausch opened the letter and found
the one addressed to Hartman's wife in¬
side, he handed It to Mrs. Hartman. She
suspected something wrong and hurried
back to the drug store. It was then that
one of her children met her and said that
Hartman was in the room back of the store
unconscious. Soon after he died.

It is thought that -he tfok some powerful
poison to end his life. Mrs. Hartinau will
carry out her husband's wish and hav*e the
body cremated.

CANNOT FIND MRS. GREEVES

Several Theories Added to That of Murder
but She Is Missing Still.

Bloomfleld, N. J., Aug. 2..There aro

many among those who have sought to dis¬
cover the whereabouts of Mrs. Belle
Greeves, wife of Joseph W. Greeves, of Up.
per Montclair, who, with her five-year-old
boy. has been missing for nearly three
weeks, who have abandoned the murder
theory first entertained, and now believe
she is the victim of a> paralytic stroke, and
Is either at some hospital or other iastitu.
tlon.
Mr. Greeves went to Philadelphia yester¬

day, he having received word that a woman
and child answering the description of the
missing ones wore under the eyes of the
police there. He has not yet returned.

ANGLERS WERE NOT INVITED.

Carp Are Not the Kind of Fish Lovers of the
Spprt Care For.

ihe carp would have to be. destroyed first.

extended any such invitation to anglers.

Justice Steers Disposed of Seventeen

THIRTY-EIGHT MORE WERE ARRESTED.

Tandem Riders Treated the Same as the
Others.Another Big Day in the Grant

Street Court To-day When Pris¬
oners Are Arraigned.

Another raid was mnde> on Brooklyn
scorchers yesterday by the Prospect Iaik
Cycle Police Squad and the mounted men
of the Parkvllle Precinct, with the result
that by dusk fifty-five arrests had been
made.
Captain McNamara, of the park pclice,

gave special instructions to his men when
they started out on duty in the morning to
be active with reference to the apprehen¬
sion of reckless bicycle riders, especially in
the park. Double the usual number cf po¬
licemen on watch were placed on at all
the entrances and exits.
Acting Captain Collins, of the Parkville

Precinct, reminded his men who devote all
their time to the cycle path, that the park
policemen were going to try and outdo the
Parkville men as th the number of arrests
for scorching, and that it was his desiie
that Park Commissioner Woodruff's re¬
quest that the city police co-operate with
the park police in cleaning the cycle p^th
of the dangerous scorchers.
The suggestion had the effect of creating

rivalry between the gray and the blue uni¬
formed policemen, and when Justice Steers
took his seat on the bench of the Grant
Street Police Court yesterday morning he
had seventeen reckless cyclists before him.
That was an increase of seven over last
Sunday.
Several of the riders had taken an early

spin for the purpose of racing to the Island
for breakfast. They were captured before
they got to Parkville and arrested. In
court to-day they pleaded guilty and were
fined Seach.
There were about half a dozen tandem

scorchers In the party and they fared the
same as the others, Justice Steers refus¬
ing to follow the precedent established by
lustice Tteale last week, of fining tandem
scorchers $2.50 each ebacuse two were on
one wheel.

FIGHT ANOTHER FIRE.
Breaks Out While Most of th®

Naval Reserves Are Asleep,
but They Act Quickly.

Discipline Admirably Maintained and
Cool and Collected They Quench

the Blaze in the Hold.

IN LINE ON THE QUARTER DECK.

Capt. Erving Compliments the Men as the
Cruise Ends, and Says Stricter Dis¬

cipline Will Be Maintained
Next Year.

The old sloop of war Portsmouth, aftcf
an eight days' cruise with the battalion
of the East New Jersey Naval Reserve
aboard, dropped anchor in the North River
off the Weehawken basin about 1 p. ra.
yesterday, after a cruise that will be mem¬
orable in many particulars.
The fire brigade of the old ship bought

its second fire during the eight days' trip
early yesterday morning. Just after day¬
break a fire started in the hold under the
boiler. Most of the crew were asleep, but
the alarm was given quickly and the
young men were piped to their stations in
double-quick time. They maintained disci¬
pline admirably, and the fire .ipparatus
was soon playing on the flames, which had
gained but slight headway.
Both officers and men went coolly about

their duties, and soon the last spark was
extinguished. The damage was trifling.
The fire was caused by lack of a free circu¬
lation of air between the woodwork and
bricks of the boiler.
The reserves, under the command of Cap¬tain Washington Erving, completed a cruise

such as no other naval reserve in the
United States has done. They made a trip
in their own ship, manned solely by their
own men and officers. The naval militia¬
men were very green at the start, an<
matters, of course, did not go as smooth)
as they would have had the crew beeu
more used to sea life, but the men were
willing and anx'-»us to learn and soon most
of them were fair sailors, and now will be
more than glad to go next year.
Before the men left the vessel Captain

Erving had them called to the quarterdeck,
where be thanked them for the work done
and complipiented them on the way that
It was accomplished; also on their gen¬
eral behavior despite the fact that the
discipline was rather lax. He udded that
next year It would be more strict, and the
next more so.
The Portsmouth will lie in the North

River for a few days and then will be
towed to Sandy Hook to remain until next
Summer.
