CORONERS TO ASK FOR
BETTER FAGILITIES.

Want Their Office to Keep
Pace with Other City

Departments.
Present Force Unable to Do lts
Work and Many Cases
Neglected.

WAS CARLYLE HARRIS INNOCENT?

Professor Witthaus Says Such Is Possible,
as He Was Convicted on the Evidence
of an Incompetent Drug-
gist,

The Innblilvy of the Coroner’s office with
its present bampered facilities to meet the
growlng regulrements of that department
wig forclbly presented last nlght by Coro-
ner Tuthill to a meeting of physiclans and
ety offlcinls. At this mesting 0 Wovement |
was started for froming a LI to be pre-
sented to the next Legisliture, with o view
to Inereasing the efficlency of the Coroner's
office. 1t wius shown that Decarnse of the
ek of proper fuellitles hundreds of loml-
clde cases were nllowed to pusg nimost un-
noticed.

Coroner Tuthill bod ealled the meeting,
he gaid, “'to bring about more friendly rela-
tlons between various: oty officials; the
medical professlon and the Coroners’ office.*
He was at one tlme, before he took the
offlce, n mest vigotons opponent of the de-
partient, and worked to have it abolighed.
That he bns experlenced a very declded
chauge of views wus ghown list night,
_The Coreners' conrt room lu the Criminnd
Court bullding was well filled when Dr
Tuthill arvose to explain the object of the
meeting. e esdd the Tmporfance of the
Coronets” office was not uhderstood.

“While other department have had thelr
working forces locreased and have kopt
poce with the grownlg poptlation,” he
knld, “the UCoroner's office Lus the same
force and same facllities it hod in 1872,
When the office was formed at that time
there were four Coroners avd four Coro-
ner's physleinng. The only addition which
has been made to lts force in twenty-four
years has besn a night clerk, This clty
alionld be ashamed to say that It hes no
pathological snd chemlesl laborntory In
connection with the Curoner's office. For
this pregson this offioe has been [nstro-
wentel o securlig only two convietions In
polaonlug ecases slnees 1868, while 1t is cer-
tuln that peoplé are murdered by polson
almost eveary wedk,

“The reason of this Is that as we are
glven no laboratories, snd no respeect for
pathologiets aod chemists, it i8 Jwpossible
for us to definltely fix a case of murder by
polson.  Wish the small fores of four coro-
ners dnd four physicigns, over 5,000 lu-
quests aod 2,016 nutopstes were held last
year. Now we propose to frame & bl and
présent it to the next Legislature to remedy

The Indiferenee, too, munifested for
the oroner’s office by publlr officiuls s
maryelons, but we propose a campalgn for
1he education of cltiseus nnd officlals. The
bringing of the offiee up to modern needs
I8 fibsolutely necessary.
