Coney Island Jockey Club May
Try to Bring the Two

Cracks Together.
Such a Race Would Set at Rest All

Question as to the Merits
of the Youngsters.

TWIN CITY HANDICAP RUN TO-DAY.

Requital and Buck Massie Will Divide the
Honors in the Famous Event, and

Should Provide a Great
Contest.

There is a strons: probability that the
Coney Island Jockey Club will offer induce¬
ments for a special race between Ogden and
Ornament, who ran first and second, as

named, in the Futuritj'. At ail eveuts an

official of the club intimated as much yes¬
terday. Since it became necessary to de¬
clare off the special sweepstakes for three-
year-olds, the Sheepshead Bay people have
been castins about for some attraction for
the present meeting that will be just a bit
out of the ordinary. On account of the
dearth of good material among the three
and four year olds and in the aged division,
it seems Impossible to arrange a race in any
of these classes that would fill the bill. A
meeting between Ogden and Ornament,
therefore, appears to be about the only
chance for such an event, providing, of
course, that the owners of the colts agree
to run.
As yet no proposition has been made to

either Marcus Daly, owner of Ogden, or C.
T. Patterson, owner of Ornament. But
both are game sportsmen, and it is not un¬

likely that they would be willing to try con¬

clusions if the club were to make it worth
while for them to do so.
There is no doubf that a great deal of

dissatisfaction exists as to the running of
the Futurity. There is scarcely a good
judge among Eastern racing men but be¬
lieves that with a stronger jockey up and a
more favorable position at the post Orna¬
ment would have won. Sloane is a very
clever rider, everybody admits. But It is
extremely doubtful if he can handle a big,
sluggish, heavy-headed colt like Ornament
as well as Taral or Sims, for example. Be¬
sides. Ornament was handicapped by going
on the rail, which on Futurity day was
heavy and cuppy.
The Ogden people, on the other hand,

appear to think that they have almost a
second Domino. They hold that their colt
won with plenty in hand, and to judge
from their feeling in the matter, it is
reasonable to suppose that they would not
be at all averse to another meeting with
Ornament. On form, when everything is
considered, the colts seem to be very evenly
matched. Both are game as bulldogs, and
a meeting between them would no doubt
arouse as much enthusiasm as the famous
match between Domino and Dobbins,
which grew out of the Futurity of 1893 and
which resulted in a dead heat after a furi¬
ous drive through the stretch. On that
occasion Taral rode Domino and Sims had
the leg up on Dobbins. It would add a
great deal of interest to the proposed
match between Ogden and Ornament if it
might also provide another meeting of
these jockeys, between whom a keen rival¬
ry has always existed.

The Twin City Handicap, to be run at
Sheepshead Bay this afternoon, as usual
gives promise of a splendid contest. It is
true that outside of Buck Massie, Requital
and Belmar the field has not much preten¬
sions as to class. But these three alone
ought to put up a great race. Requital's
Eerformance In the Realization, in which
e carried 119 pounds and ran the mile and

five furlongs in 2:49 2-5, time near the rec¬
ord, stamps him as probably the best three-
year-old we have seen since Hanover's
year. Still, apart from any consideration
of the scale of weight for age, it is a great
task. to ask any three-year-old to shoul¬
der 11G pounds and meet aged horses at
weights at which the latter may be ex¬
pected to run near to their best records.
