Dog Atincked the Lndd.
The walst of Mrs, Kluckmeyer's dress

was torn from the neck down. Blood was
flowing from hepr back and arm, Her
skirt, too, was badly ripped and stained by
the biood from a wound on her kuee,
Buddenly the doz let go. He growled
and turned on RHeno. The boy pressed

both tls knees agalnst the dog's ribs, and
clung firmly to his ears.

“Get up, mother, and hurry out of the
room," cried Reno,

Mra, Kluckmeyer dragged herself into the
kitehen, followed by Joe Lelgh, and there
they closeted themselves, leaving Reno to
battle with the dog.

Reno worked the dog over to where the
clothes basket lay. With u qulek movement
he let the dog go and grabbed the hasket
to defend hlmself, The dogz made & bound
for the boy, but the lad drove him off with
the basket. Three times the dog sprang at
Heno, but each tlme he struck the bnsket.

He Declares Marie Is Immoral
and Was His Bad Angel in
the Old Country.

It Must Be Decided Whether the

Wife of an American Citizen
Can Be Deported.

SHE DENIES  HIS ACCUSATIONS,

Tells the Authorities It Is Because of an
Infatuntion for Another Woman
Her Husband Maligns Her
Character.

A falr-haired, sweet-faced woman, about
thirry-five years old, Is detained at BElls
Island awalting the report of the Inves-
tigating Commliitée of the Special Board
of Inquiry, as to whether she s a gond
woman or not. She ls Marie Schwarz, wife
of HRobert Behwarz, of No. 8 Whitehall
street, this clty, private secretary to the
German Consul at this port,

Mrs. Schwarz arvived last Wednesday on
the North German Lloyd steamship H. H.
Meler. Her husband makes the charge of
Immorality against her, Dby reason of
which she Is detalned. He asks the Ellls
Island nuthorities to prevent her from land-
ing.
