KEARNEY'S EXCITEMENT OVER IT.

As the Transcontinental Relay Approaches
the East Interest Increases.Enormous
Crowds Gather to Learn the Latest

News from the Relay.

That is why they wear their Bryan buttons
with such a brave and confidential air.
They wear their relay buttons, too. just as
folk have been doing all along the line. A
relay button in the right lapel, a Bryan but¬
ton in the left, near the heart, that lias
been the mode from the Pacific Coast to the
core of the country.
There is one thing about Kearney, even

if it has lost its boom, It Is a ripping bi¬
cycle town for Its size. Everybody rides a

wheel here. They have a fine track here
too, and a brigade of as speedy riders as

may be found in any town of this size In
the length and breadth of the land. In¬
deed, the preparations they made for
pacing the couriers east of Kearney were
more elaborate than at any point since
Alameda County. California.
Round about the section manned by the

men of Kearney, the packet has been
speeded and paced by no less than two
fleet tandem teams, the only tandem
teams that I have seen since the relay rode
out of Reno, Nevada, last Wednesday after¬
noon. The story of the day has been the
story of many other days I have spent In
relay towns waiting for the packet to ar¬

rive. It has lacked some of ihe exciting
features of such places as Terrace and
Ogden, where a local feud threatened to
Involve the relay In bloody complications,
and Ogden, where that same feud resulted
In the abduction of the packet by an un¬

authorized route, but the strictly healthy
excitation of Kearney has been a relief
after those acute episodes.
The Western Union office has been, as

usual, the central point of attraction, for
the company has all along gone out of ita
way to give the news of the relay to the
public, and bulletins from the relay sta¬
tions further west were posted here within
a few minutes of the towns at which the
relays changed.

Half the distance has been covered in
the Journal-Examiner Yellow Fellow Trans¬
continental Relay Ilace.

It took just a few hours over a week to
da this half, 1,700 miles, that embraced
some of the hardest riding that wheelmen
ever attempted.
Mountains, bridges, tunnels, swollen

streams, blistering deserts, flooded plalp,
and they did it in a week.
This half of the continent will give them

good roads and easy grades. It does not
ike a prophet or a mathematician to fig-
9 that from Kearney, Nebraska, to Gov-

»uoi-s Island, New York, "Will be a smarter
Journey than from San Francisco to Kear¬
ney.
They just hummed across Nebraska yes¬

terday. They were at Sutherland at 8:44
in the morning.
Quarter past 2 in the afternoon saw the

"?.ckage at Gothenburg. Two hours later
was ot Lexington; two hours more, and

Ogallala saw the message pass.
At 9:36% o'clock last night the message

had reached Chapman, 1,775 miles from
the start, and less than 150 miles from
Omaha.

Lost In Nebraska,
Kearney, Neb., Sept. 1..The admirable

nnd renowcnd "Bag" Erswell finished his
division and his relay at 6:17 this evening
In a smother of dust and a whirl of excite¬
ment. His last gesture was to tear the
packet from his shoulder with such zeal,
divorced from discretion, as to catch W. C.
Mills, one of his trailers, a stinging blow
on the mouth.
Half a minute later the postal message

was stamped, and Otis Pierce, a local
scorcher, was flying with it on the road to
Gibbon, thirteen miles away. That was the
end of Ersrweli's connection with the relay,
a connection that was more than gratify¬ing to both sides.
Erswell was decorated with a few morebruises since the night before, but be was

so dirty that they did not come to lightuntil he had washed himself. Of the thingsthat happened since he dropped off No. 2
at North Platte last night, he told of manyall In a rush, whereof the most notable is
this: "Bug" went to bed when* lie got to
North Platte between 10 and 11 o'clock,!but when midnight struck he was awak¬
ened by the telegraph operator, who had an
urgent message for him. The package had
been lost! Two men, a courier and trailer,
had left Chappell with it at 9:57. I remem
l>er seeing them waiting at the Chappelldepot when No. 2 stopped there, and Ers¬
well had remarked, after talking to them,
that they were husky fellows both, and
woqld do good work. Well, what befe!
them was tnat after riding within a mile of
the next relay station they met a farmer
driving In a wagon, and asked him if they
were on the right road to ISig Springs.
"Why, you're a matter of seventeen miies

off it," said the rustic, sleepily. "Just cut
across them lots to the south, and if you
have luck you'll strike a trail a few miles
oft' that wiil take you there."
So they shouldered their wheels, these

devoted youths, and trudged on through
wild and woolly territory in the Cayotte
people's darkness. At midnight, when the
farmer arrived at North Platte, the operatorasked him If ht had mel the couriers on
their way toward Big Springs, and where¬
upon the farmer's h^art misgave hljn, for he
had, by some mental process known only to
himself, conceived that the couriers had
asked him the road to Julesburg instead of
Big Springs.

I hoped that he writhed with shame as
h»' told his story. He told It, and that was
why "Bug" was aroused out of the first
sleep he had known during many days of
exciting toll and buffeting with the ele¬
ments. He jumped up. of course, and triedto straighten things out over the wire.There was no word from the lost ones, how¬
ever, until they reached Julesburg. over in
Colorado, whither they had trudged thewhole distance.
At Julesburg they mounted their wheels

:igain and took the road to Big Springs.Their relay station was at a ranch several
miles west, of the Springs, so they accom¬plished their relay by walkihg one side'
and riding two other sides of a largo andentirely superfluous triangle, after ridingto within a mile or two of where their careof the packet ended. That meant a nightof delay for the packet and a night ofanxiety for Erswell. He strove hard to cut
down time on the rest of his division, and
how far he and the rterry men succeeded
Is shown by the hour which lie pushed the
packet through Kearney to Manager Dick¬ey's division.

Like an autumn leaf blown by the west
wind the packet flies through the veryheart of the country, seven days and sixhours out from the shores of the Pacific,not counting the hour's variation of time.

Kearney's I'riil" of Position.
Kearney is very proud of being the exact

centre of the United States, and Kearney
Insists upon that point very strongly. Its
geometrical relation to the country at largeIs lust as much a matter of concern toKearney as Is the BarthokH statue to New
York or the Golden Gate to San Francisco.
Hence Kearney assumes an attitude of es¬
pecial interest in regard to the Journal-
Examiner Yellow-fellow relay. Not since
the boom has Kearney been so gay.
They tell you, these good people of Kear¬

ney, that they were a city of fifteen thou¬
sand four years ago. whereas to-day they
«mn muster not much more than a third of
the population that marked their heyday.

Around these bulletins the townspeople in
general, and the bicycle sharps in particu¬
lar gathered all day long to discuss the
conditions of the road, direction and ve¬
locity of the wind, the capabilities of in¬
dividual couriers * and their bearing upon
the time at which the packet might be ex¬

pected to arrive. About the roads there
was a conflict of opinion. Some called
them good and a few called them horrible.
After gathering all the data obtainable on
that point I came to the conclusion that
what a prairie wheelman calls a good road
would give a New Yorker or San Francis¬
can cycler the cold shivers, complicated
with the curvature of the spine. If there
be not more than four or five miles of
walking through deep sand in a relay of
twenty miles, your prairie courier con¬
ceives himself to be the most fortunate
among qren.

Riders Who H .d
To Swim to Make

Their Schedule Good,
Kearney, Neb., Sept. 1..When Lem.

Deitrlck slung the packet over his shoulder
and started off down the road toward Fort
Steele, t was not only pitch dark, but a

blinding rain was being driven by gusts of
wind in what seemed to be every point of
the compass. White dug away, as becomes
a pacemaker, peering into the blackness
through his gold-bowed glasses.
At first he rode blindly, but after three

or four miles there was revealed from the
vast shuffle of gloom a vague white thread.
That white thread he knew was the alkali
road, stretching through the sage brush
plain, and as he followed its winding, Its
dips and rises, his mind grew to accept
what was white as his only safety, and
what was black as his only terror. That
mental attitude was Trailer "Bug" Ers-
well's undoing. It happened that a creek
not many miles west of Fort Steele had
been swollen to a torrent, and was dash¬
ing down from the mountains. It had
gathered into its embrace and swept away
the frail bridge whereby the wagon road
was carried over the stream.
In the blackness of the night the torrent

gleamed white just as the road gleamedwhite, and with the rain stinging his face
and the wind whistling about his ears Ers-
well forged ahead so ably and so energeti¬cally that he forged over the bank and
found himself floundering in twelve feet of
water before he could utter a shout of
.warning, and the next moment Deltrick
was on top of him, yellow fellow and all.
They reached Fort fSteele partly by rid¬

ing and partly by walking along the dirt
and delivered the packet, which was soak¬
ing wet like themselves, to the courier who
was waiting for it. Then some good Sam¬
aritan of a woman washed their clothes,
which were plastered all over with mud,
and in the small hours of the morning thev
flagged a freight train and rode with their
bicycles to Laramie.
You might think Erswell woi^ld want

some sle^p after that, but no. After swal¬
lowing some breakfast while the freight
was switching in the yard, he jumped into
the caboose again, with the intention of
reaching Granite Canyon in time to carry
the packet into Cheyenne.

EVERYBODY TALKING RELAY.

The Great Journal-Examiner Transcontinental
Race on Everybody's Tongue.

As fast as the big bulletins displayed the
news of the relay yesterday it was'carried
in all directions and furnished food for
conversation all over the city. When the
dispatches of the past few days told of the
wild enthusiasm of the Western towns the
matter was viewed incredulously by many
New Yorkers. But as the relay approaches
on its Eastern course it is evident that in¬
terest is growing.

It Is predicted by those who claim to hold
the pulse of Interest in New York that the
relay bearing the postmaster's and war

message will be received here with as wild
a burst of enthusiasm as ever characterized
any event of yachting, horse racing or foot*
ball.
The bulletins lost a/grea,t deal of their

sensational character yesterday, for the
riders are now welt' out of the zone of
cloudbursts, coyotes and landslides, and
are getting down to just the kind of
country that is dear to the heart of the
record breaker. From Kearny, Neb.,
which claims the distinction of being the
exact midway of theh continent, the relay
will slide over almost continuously level
roads, and will probably rush into New
York far ahead of schedule time.
Without doubt the great, relay is ac¬

quainting us with all of the best racing
talent in the country, for each State seems
to have furnished Its swiftest men that the
least of the glory might not be theirs when
the record of the race is ail summed up.That the record of this race will stand
for a long time seems to be the verdict
generally among wheelmen, for the won¬
derful time thai is being made, in the face
of every obstacle, is due to the wonderful
enthusiasm that exists from the noveltyof the project, and It may be a long time
hisfore men may offer to risk their lives in
a game of such danger.

"Where are those missionaries?"

approval and appreciation for the
protection afforded to tlie American
missionaries in China. What we

have done and how little we have
done on our part is nothing hut the
dnties of onr Government, while the
missionaries, as you have so ably
expressed, have not sought for pecu¬
niary gains at the hands of our

people. They have not been secret
emisaries of diplomatic schemes.
Their labors have no political sig¬
nificance, and the last, not the
least, if I might be permited to add,
they have not Interfered with or

usurped the rights of the territorial
authorities.
In it philosophical point of view,

as far as I htfve been enabled to ap¬
preciate, Christianity does not dif¬
fer much from Confucianism, as the
Golden Rule is expresed in a positive
form in one, while it is expressed in
the negative form in the other.
Logically speaking, whether these
two forms of expressing the same

truth cover exactly the same

ground or not, I leave to the in¬
vestigations of those who have
more philosophical tastes. It is, at
tlie present, enough to conclude
that there exists not much differ¬
ence between the wise sayings of
the two grer.test Teachers, on the
foundations of which the whole
structure of the two systems of
morality is built. As man is com¬

posed of soul, intellect and body, I
highly appreciate that your emi¬
nent boards, in your arduous and

American Board of Commissioners for For¬
eign Mission, the Board of Foreign Mis¬
sions, Presbyterian Church; the American
Baptist Union, the Board of Foreign Mis¬
sions, Reformed Church of America; the
Missionary Society, Methodist Episcopal
Church; the Domestic and Foreign Mis¬
sionary Society, Protestant Episcopal
Church; the American Bible Society, and
the International Y. M. C. A.

What Preachers Tlilnli.
Rabbi Gustav Gottheie, of the Temple

Emanu-El. in speaking of Li Hung Chang's
address before the ministers and mission¬
aries and of the difference in the teachings
of Christ and Confucius, said:
"I can very well understand why the

Chinese statesman indulged in this com¬
parison. Without wishing to question his
sincerity in the least, it is not quite unfair
to presume that if he lias been in a coun¬
try where the Buddhist religion or the
Mohammedan religion Is dominant, he
might have said the same thing of Bud¬
dha or Mohammed and their teachings and
influences that lieh did of those of Christ.
You could expect nothing else from a
statesman of the Viceroy's capacity and in¬
sight. He would not be what he is, nor

could he have accomplished what he has,
had he been as narym-minded as most of
the ecclesiastical rulers are, and have been
filled with the idea that Confucius was the
savior of tlie world, and that outside of
the Confucian Church there is no salva¬
tion. And I would like to know in what
Christian country a Confucian missionary
would be tolerated and treated and spoken
of in the terms in which the Chinese Vice¬
roy spoke of the Christian missionaries in
China "

Rev. R. S. MacArthur, of No. 355 West
Fifty-seventh street, pastor of the Cavalry
Baptist Church, has just returned from an
extended visit through China, and he read
the Viceroy's address with much interest.

Taken as a whole the speech expresses
marked appreciation of the work (lone by our
missionaries in China, and we should esteem

The missionaries arrived soon after the.
Viceroy had breakfasted, and at !> o'clock
were admitted. They went Into the parlor
at Thirty-third and Fifth avenue.
Li Hung Chang came in slowly between

two attendants. He wore Ills yellow jacket.
Li sat in the large chair at the table, but
the clergymen all stood throughout the call.
Ex-Secretary Foster presented Rev. Dr.

F. F. Elllnwood. who was to deliver the
address. Mr. Foster told the Viceroy that
the gentlemen represented nearly 8,000.000
Americans. He said that the societies had
sixty hospitals in China. 400 schools. 12.000
pupils, and had helped nearly 500,000 Chi¬
nese subjects.
Dr. Elllnwood advanced toward the Vice¬

roy with a handsomely engraved copy of
his address, bound in black and red seal
leather. Li Hung Chang spread out both of
his palms and received the book upon
tliem. He bowed low: so did Dr. Ellln¬
wood. Then Dr. Elllnwood delivered his
uddrpss.
After the greeting, it said that Chinese

missionaries enjoyed better protection than
In most other countries, and where violence
had been done it was never with the sanc¬
tion of the Government. The educational
work for Chinese, both in this country and
in China, was dwelt upon, and the blessing
of the Almighty was invoked for the
Chinese nation, its Emperor and its Am¬
bassador.
Li prefaced his formal reply with some

remarks which were interpreted thus by
Lo Fing Luh:
"The Viceroy is very thankful for the

kind sentiments you have expressed. He
appreciates highly the philanthropic objects
which you have always In view in improv¬
ing the* souls, the minds, and the physique
of our Chinese people. The Viceroy fully
appreciates that all the American mis¬
sionaries In China have disinterested mo¬
tives. They work only for the good of
mankind."
Then Lo Fing Luh read Li's address, in

English:
Gentlemen.It affords me great

pleasure t*» acknowledge tl»e grate¬
ful welcome to this country offered
to me by you, as tlie representa¬
tive* of tlie various boards and so¬

cieties who have engaKed in China,
in exchanging; our ideas of the
greatest of nil truths which con.

cern the immortal destinies of men.
In tlie name of my august master,

tlie Emperor of China, I beg to ten¬
der to you his beat thanks for your

mneh esteemed work in the field of
China, have neglected none of the
three.
I need not »ny much ahout the

first, being an unknowable mystery
of which our greatest Confucius
had only an active knowledge. As
for intellect, you liave started nu¬

merous educational establishments,
whieh have served as the best
means to enable our countrymen to
acquire a fair knowledge of the
modern arts and sciences of tho
West. As for the materinl part of
our constitution, your societies
have started hospials and dispensa¬
ries to save not only the souls but
also the bodies of our countrymen. I
have also tA add that at the time of
famine in some of the provinces you
have done your best to the great¬
est number of the sufferers to keep
their bodies and souls together.
Before I bring my reply to a con¬

clusion, I have only two things to
mention. The first, the opium
smoking, being a great curse to
the Chinese population, your socie¬
ties have tried your best not only
as anti-opium societies, to afford
the best means to stop the craving
for the opium, but also to receive
none as your converts who are opi¬
um smokers.
I have to tender, in my own name,
my best thanks for your most ef¬
fective prayers to God to spare my
life when it was imperilled by the
assassin's bullet, and for yonr most
kind wishes which yon have just
now so ably expressed in the inter¬
ests of my sovereign, my country
and my people.
At the end of the address LI nrose and

shook hands with each as they were intro¬
duced by Mr. Drew, in many instances ask¬
ing the ministers how old they were, how
many children rhey had, and how much
they got a month for their services to the
church.
Several of the ministers spoke Chinese,

and to these he spoke pleasantly.
Representatives were present from the

highly the regard in which the eniment China¬
man evidently holds those who have been
doing such noble work in his benighted coun¬
try. Iiut the difference between Christianity
and Confucianism is far greater than he
seems to think. As far as the mere expression
of the Golden Rule in the two creeds is con¬
cerned, there Is but' the difference that in
Confucionism it is stated negatively, and In
Christianity positively.' Itut what a difference
that it! By the role of Confuclous we are
not commanded to do anything, we are only
asked to refrain from doing to another that
which we would not have him do to us. But
Christ enjoins upon us positive, continued aud
benlficent action.
Rev. M. S. Cor, associate pastor of the

People's Church, which holds Its services
in the Academy of Music, was greatly in¬
terested in Li's address, and was impressed
by the future it seemed to open up to the
American missionaries in China.

The great Chinaman's statements are true.
From a philosophical view Christianity does
not differ much from Confucianism. The great
difference in the teachings of the creeds is
nicely shown In the way m which the golden
rule of each is expressed. As stated by
Christ, the rule indicates a persistent, posi¬
tive course of action, -but the idea of Confu¬
cius is one of passive Inaction. So the whole
religion of Christ Is one of continued labor
and self-sacrifice, a religion of action and
emotion, in which the mind, soul aud body
tajse active parts; while that of Confucius is
mental, altogether almost consisting mainly
of abstract moralizings.

It is a part of the agreement that, in con¬
sideration qf the representation on the
electoral ticket, the Populists shall vote
the free silver Democratic State ticket and
for Democratic candidates for thp Legis¬
lature and for free silver candidates for
Congress.
The agreement makes fusion between the

two parties complete in the State. Chair¬
man Holt, of the Democratic State Com¬
mittee, says lie is certain that it insures
the State to the Democrats.

Sing Sing Prison yesterday morning, going
through the usual formalities, which pre¬
ceded his release. He had been in prison
fourteen months for participation in the
Gravesend election irregularities of three
years ago.

He certainly had the appearance of a

man in perfect health. He wore a neatly-
fltting blue serge suit and held a Fedora
hat in his hand.
The formality of giving him his discharge

did not occupy much time. The only out¬
sider present was a Journal reporter. He
received $34.81), of which sum ho had
earned $12.57 during his imprisonment.
\t 8:15 a carriage drove up to the prison

entrance. It contained former Fire CHief
Robert J. Sutherland, of Coney Island, and
former Constable A. Scott Jamison.
