It
begueathed an estate valued ac $100,000 to
hig son, Rudolph Gleos, and eut his daugh-
ter off with $500.

"My reason for not making better pro-
vislon for my daughter,” says Christian
Gles In his will, “is that of lute years she
has been constently annoying’ me. and
within the past yvear or two hns brought
sults agalnst me, belieylng that tmy physl-
eal Heabtlh would preyent me from (de-
fending tlie ectlons,”

The will was redd to Mlss Gles at her
home, No, 258 West Twenty-fifth street,
yesterdny afternoon.

“I ‘have nothlng to say,” she remarksd,
“further than that 1 never hnd any trouble
with my father to eguse him to disinherit
me. He ond 1 were on good ternms: before
be dled. I will contest the will, as 1 be-
Heve that uwndue infuvence was exercised
over him by Interested persons.’

Jouseph AL Bpratt, attorney for Miss Gles
In ler actlons sguinst her dead parent,
Bold:

“The distribotion of the property s very
unjust. Miss Gles was very kind to her
Tather. Now after having devoted the
best yeirs of her life to hls care shé has
béen cut off with a few dollars. 1 am not
prepared fo =ay there will he & contest,
but have cvery reason to believe that Mlss
Gles will make an effort to gain her just
and rightful share.*
