DEATH CUE TO II
DRUGGIST'S BLUNDER.

Jacob Meboldt Killed by a

Dose of Oxalic Acid
Bought for Salts,

Apothecary Timmermann Misun¬
derstood the Order and

Supplied Poison.

A Girl Who Came for It Spoke Im¬
perfect English and He Thought

She Asked for Acid.

THE PHARMACIST IS ARRESTED

He Supposed the Child Asked in German for
" Klee Sal tz " Instead of the Lax¬

ative Which Sounds Some¬
thing Like It.

Because a girl did not speak good Eng¬
lish her father died yesterday.
Jacob Meboldt, a prominent resident of

Williamsburg, sent his daughter to a drug
store for Carlsbad salts, purposing to
break up a cold. He took one dose of the
powder she brought. Now he is dead and
the druggist, Charles F. Tlmmerman, is
under arrest, pending a coroner's investi¬
gation.
The mistake was as stupid as Its result

was terrible. The girl speaks only broken
English. The druggist thought she wanted
oxalic acid, the German name for which
sounded to him something like Carlsbad
salts, and he gave her this poison without
questioning her closely, and gravely wrote
the entry the law demands when a sale of
any deadly drug is made.
The purchase was made last Saturday

night. Meboldt lived at 13 Bremen street,
In Williamsburg. Near by, on the corner of
Melrose street and Bushwick avenue, is
Tlmmermann's pharmacy.
For a week Meboldt had suffered from a

severe cold. He had tried various prescrip¬
tions to break it up and finally somebody
recommended the salts.
Saturday evening he went out on the

trolley cars. As he left the house he called
back:
"Wife, send one of the eWMren to Tlm¬

mermann's for some Carlsbad salts. They
tell me a good dose of that will cure this
cold of mine."
Mrs. Meboldt sent Annie, their twelve-

year-old daughter, for the laxative. The
child returned in a few minutes with a

package. Nobody in the house thought to
look at the label. The wife turned the
white granular stuff into a tin box, which
had been used as a receptacle for salts,
and. placed it In a trunk. The paper in
which the supposed salts had been wrapped
disappeared, thrown away probably.
Meboldt did not return home until 3

o'clock yesterday morning. He went to
bed. and did not awake until 10:30 in the
morning. Then he called his w ife and
asked her to prepare a dose of salts for
him.
She took a teaspoonful of the contents of

th£ tin box. mixed it in half a cup of
warm water, and handed it to her husband.
He made a wry face over the dose, but

swallowed it.
A moment later he exclaimed: "Mamma,

that doesn't taste like the other salts!"
After a few minutes he was seized with

violent cramps, and soon became uncon¬

scious. A hurried call was sent to Dr.
George F. Leyle, at No. 71 Jefferson street,
and when the physician arrived he saw

Mr. Meboldt was suffering from poison.
Mrs. Meboldt brought the box containing

the oxalic acid, and Dr. Leyle recognized it
at once.
When Mrs. Meboldt was told that the

powder was poison, and not Carlsbad salts,
sbe fainted, and it was a long time before
she could be revived.
Antidotes and emetics were administered,

but they did no good, as the poison had
already begun to act. After an hour of in¬
tense agony, death came.
Dr. Leyle at once notified the police of

the Hamburg Avenue Station, and Detec¬
tive Wilson was sent to investigate. At
the drug store Timmermann told him the
girl had asked for oxalic acid, and when he
a.sked her what she wanted it for, she said
it was for cleaning metal.
Timmermann said he . had labelled it

poison, and made an entry in his book of
the sale, which he showed to Detective
Wilson.
When the case was reported to Coroner

Nason, he issued a warrant for the drug¬
gist's arrest. A detective went to the
store and learned that Timmermann had
left for a day's outing.
When he returned at night he was ar¬

rested. Annie Meboldt, who purchased the
poison, insists she asked for Carlsbad
aSho speaks very little English, and when

questioned she could not even pronounce
oxalic acid.
Dr. Leyle said last night that Timmer¬

mann told him the girl had asked for "klee
saltz," the German for oxalic acid.
Meboldt was prominent in German cir¬

cles and a number of societies. Among the
number were the Suabian Volks Fest, of
which he was secretary. This society con¬
cluded last night a four-day festival at
IUdgewood, Long Island. Meboldt was also
a member of the Executive Committee and
president of the sick benefit society con¬
nected with the organization.
Until three months ago, when it was

destroyed bv fire, Meboldt conducted the
Saenger Hail, Ewen and Meserole streets.
He was a native of Germany, forty-three

years old.

TYNl, TIE "NO. I,"
ARRESTEDJN FRANCE.

Said to Have Been Concerned
in the Murder of Lord

Cavendish,

Crime Was Committed in 1882,
the Victim Being Chief Sec¬

retary for Ireland.

The Suspected Man Arrested in
Boulogne by an English

Detective.

HAD BEEN WATCHED A LONG TIME.

The Prisoner Admits His Identity and In¬
criminating Papers Are Found.

Had Recently Been Associated
with Dynamiters.

London, Sept. 13..P. J. Tynan, the no¬

torious "No. 1" of the Irish Invlncibles,
who was so frequently mentioned during
the trial of the persons charged with the
murder of Lord Frederick Cavendish, Chief
Secretary for Ireland, and T. H. Burke,
Permanent Under Secretary, in Phoenix

Park, Dublin, on May 6, 1882, was ar¬

rested at Boulogne, France, at 4 o'clock
this morning on a warrant issued in 1882.
Tynan is also charged with being con¬

cerned in the manufacture of dynamite
bombs for use in England. It has been
learned that he arrived in Europe in Au¬

gust, when he debarked at Genoa. He pro¬
ceeded thence to Pails, where, it is al¬

leged, he associated with the Irish dyna¬
mite faction.
He arrived at Boulogne Friday and ex¬

pounded Fenial views ^t the hotel bar. He
had bqou watched since he arrived in

France by an English detective, who this
morning placed him under arrest.
The officer pointed a revolver at his her£

and threatened to shoot him If he inade the

slightest resistance.

Tynan was speedily secured. He subse¬

quently admitted his identity.
In his possession were found a consider¬

able sum of money and a number of in¬

criminating papers. He will be arraigned
before a judge in Boulogne to-morrow, with
a vie wto securing his extradition. It Is
stated that his arrest Is connected with
the arrests of Bell and Wallace, the former
having been captured in Glasgow and the
latter In Rotterdam.
The Quick: Work of the Assstmsins.
Lord Frederick Cavendish and Francis

Burke were assassinated in Phoenix Park
on the evening of May 6, 1882.
Lord Frederick had gone to Dublin to be

present at the formal eulogy of Lord

Spencer, the new Viceroy of Ireland, and
he and Mr. Burke, on the evening of the
date mentioned, went out for a stroll in

the park. There were many people in the
enclosure. Lord Frederick and his com¬

panion passed some bicyclists near the
Phoenix monument, and were noticed by
them.
The wheelmen rode around the shaft, and

when they returned to the road found the
Chief Secretary and Mr. Burke lying there
dead. Lord Frederick had been stabbed in

many places, and Mr. Burke's throat had
been cut.

Tynan was one of the men charged with

complicity in the crime, but made his

escape and came to New York, where he
has since lived.

Miss Avery was a great
favorite in society and very stylish.
Young Cooley and Miss Avery had been

constant companions for several years and
their devotion to each other had caused no
end of comment in the village. Every one
presumed that they were engaged and their
marriage was ouiy supposed to be a matter
of time, but that they had been married
secretly last Winter no one dreamed for a
moment.
The Avery family speud their Summer

months at Ocean Grove. Mr. Avery being
a devout Methodist. That probably ac¬
counts for the fact that the marriage was
so!emnized at Belmar, near Ocean Grove,
the young couple being well acquainted
with that section of the country.

Charles Govin, Native Ameri¬
can, Was Brutally Mur¬

dered in Cuba.

Captured, Tied to a Tree and
Hacked to Death wiih Ma¬

chetes by Soldiers,
Colonel Ochoa Gave the Order,

After Destroying Govin's Creden¬
tials and Passport

SECRETARY OLNEY'S PAPERS IGNORED.

Now That the Truth Is Revealed for the
First Time, Will the State Depart¬

ment Take Action Concern¬
ing This Outrage?

Consul-General Fitzhugh Lee at Havana
has had the murder of the American,
Charles Govin, by Spanish troops, officially
brought to his notice. This outrage upon
a native-born citizen of the United States
must command the immediate attention of
the State Department, now that the facts
are made known for the first time in these
columns.
Major Julio Rodriguez Baz, of the Cuban

army, has arrived in" New York with the
orders for the Junta from General Lacret
and Commander-in-Chief Gomez. He brings
the flrsV authentic reports of the tragic
deatlif of .the newspaper correspondent,
Charles Govin.
loung Govin was .a New Vft-ker by birth,

well known in this city, and li'ved for two
seasons before he went to Coba at No. 145
Mrest Twenty-third street. At tht* time of
his death he was correspondent o\* the
Jacksonville Equator-Democrat, to prove
which he bore a correspondent's certificate
Indorsed by a notary public of Key West.
Mr. Govin's father was for many years Col¬
lector of the Port of Key West! a member
of the Florida Bar, and at one time Amer¬
ican Consul at Leghorn. He has many
relatives in this city, Brooklvn and Key
West.
Govin, who had gone to the insurgents

in search of the truth, fell into the hands
°' !'le Spanish Colonel Ochoa July 9. He
carried absolutely no arms, and besides hi*
credentials had an American passpo.L ^
feigned by Secretary Olney. His murder is
vividly described in Major Baz's state¬
ment made to the Journal:

Major Baz's Statement.
"Early in July I commanded a small

force in the province of Habana, and
marched in co-operation with Major Va¬
lencia in whose troop Mr. Govin found
himself on his way to join General Maceo

On the morning of the 9th of July
Major Valencia's troop of forty men skir¬
mished with the column of Colonel Ochoa,
at Correderas, In Jaruco District, near
Habana. On retiring from force of num¬
bers Major Valencia found himself hemmed
m by the advance guards of two columns
unexpectedly advancing in support of
Ochoa. Mr. Govin. as Major Valencia told
me, had been requested to remain with the
main force; but, filled with enthusiasm, he
lingered to take a near view of the ad¬
vancing Spanish infantry.

"On finding his force surrounded. Major
_

alencia at once gave the order to scatter
'each man for himself,' and retired with
two of his aides under cover of an arroyo,
but Govin was nowhere to be found. Time
was not to be lost. The little troop, ac.~
ustomed to tight pinches in a country full

of Spanish soldiery, dispersed like the
mist.
"We were," «aid Major Valencia, "Ju

an almost level country, with a small hiU
to our right, to our left a rolling pasture
shut m by a stone wall, almost hidden in
wild pineapple and brush. The Jaruco
road ;aj before us, upon which Ochova's
troops could be seen approaching.. Behind
the hill at converging augles come the two
co-operating Spanish columns.

Had No Guide.
"Mr. Govin was well mounted, but un¬

accustomed to the prompt movements of
insurgent forces, he was left without a
guide. He rode up the little hill only to
see Spanish, troops advancing from three
directions, and an open country about him.
His last movements were watched by seven
of Major Valencia's soldiers, four white
men and three negroes, who had lost their
horses in the skirmish early in the day and
could not escape with the rest.
'They crouched in the heavy under¬

growth of pineapple that skirted the stone
wall of the Jaruco road. These men wit¬
nessed his death and reported it to Major
Valencia after the columns had retired.

'hat those who present themselves shall
be spared, as well as being confident of
his lights as a neutral American citizen
rode boldly up the Jaruco highroad to meet
the column in command of Ochoa.

lie waved his white handkerchief as he
went. The men in hiding beneath the
stone wail saw him join the advance guard
and talk for a moment with the sergeant
in command. He was then detained until
ilie main body of the infantry and the
staff arrived. Then the eye-witnesses
who were only fifty yards away, saw him
led before Colonel Ochoa, who dismounted
and addressed him with vehemence and
gostilation.
