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Republic for the common good will
vote for Bryan. Equal rights for all,
privileges for none; that is true De¬
mocracy.

THE MISSING LEADERS.
The convention of New York Demo¬

crats met yesterday at Buffalo, organ¬
ized and adjourned until to-day. Even

correspondents of newspapers now en¬

gaged in the effort to strike Democ¬

racy down describe it as a gathering
of men full of enthusiasm and ani¬

mated with a single purpose.namely,
the hearty ratification of the Chicago
ticket and platform.
The famous "leaders" it appears,

however, are not at Buffalo, and some

of our contemporaries who have for

years been accustomed to describe
these gentry as "the boys," and to

refer to them as "Dave" or "Billy." or

to ask them where they got it, are now

solemnly pointing out that the absence
of these statesmen indicates that the
Democratic party has estranged its

wisest and its most patriotic leaders.
But the very absence of the old-time

leaders shows that the Buffalo Conven¬
tion is more than usually representa¬
tive of the Democratic voters. The
bosses stay away because they cannot

control the convention. They have lost

control because the voters at the cau¬

cuses voted down the boss-made dele¬

gates and sent delegates of their own

to the State Convention.
When the Democratic Convention to

select delegates to Chicago was held
at Saratoga last June a certain emi¬

nent statesman, who now absents him¬
self from Buffalo, said in intimate chat,
"It has required the most pitiless in¬

sistence upon party discipline, the
most unrelenting exertion of the power
of the machine to prevent the silver
sentiment among our delegates from

making itself felt." At that convene

tion the leaders were all present. Hill
and Whitney, Sheehan, of Buffalo;
Hinkley, Fellows, Flower and the rest

mingled with the automatons who

thought themselves gathered in delib¬

erative assemblage, and made without!
reference to the delegates the platform
whicfi will be repudiated at Buffalo to-1
day. But from this later convention,
where party discipline is properly
ranked below conviction, and where
the machine is without power for the
defeat of the people's will, the "leaders"
are absent.
We think it is a good sign when the

Democratic party in New York breaks

away from those who have dominated
it so long that they have come to think
themselves the party. It is unnecessary
and would be foolish to underestimate
the value of the work done for the

Democratic party.If not for Democ¬

racy.by the gentlemen now conspicu¬
ously absent from its council, but we

believe that when they return to it

after brief absence they will be all the

more valuable leaders for their new

discovery.that once In a while the
voters insist on dictating the way by
which they shall be led.

THE DEFRAUDED CHILDREN.
In the wild and semi-civilized West

there are many towns In which an un¬

educated child is hardly known; in
which there are no buildings as fine

or as large as the schoolhouses, and

in which the whole gamut of educa¬
tion, from the kindergarten to the uni¬

versity, is open to all. It is hardly fit¬

ting that New York, the richest city
of the Western Hemisphere, and the
second richest of the world, should lag
behind provincial villages in its facili¬
ties for training the minds of its chil¬
dren.
The fact that twelve Jhousand boys

and girls in this metropolis have been
forced to look for their education on

the streets because the city to whose
government their parents pay taxes

does not have room for them in its
choolhouses is a shameful blot on our

cl ric reputation. Education Is compul-
bc ry in this State, and yet the people
a e refused the opportunity to obey
t Le law. The Herald has done valua¬
ble work in exposing this anomaly and
demanding a remedy.
The trouble seems to be that we have

gone too much on the hand-to-mouth
plan in providing school accommoda¬
tions. We have tried to keep Just bare¬

ly even with the demand, and the re¬

sult has been that any accidental
check to the building programme, such
as a strike or a delay in selling bonds,
has swamped us. We ought to allow
ourselves, a comfortable margin of
safety, so that whatever emergency
may happen no child hereafter shall
be defrauded of his education.

A CONDITION AND ITS CAUSE.
Free silver, we are told, means ruin.

Perhaps it might even bring the coun¬

try to a condition that could be truth¬
fully described in such terms as these:
Our financial and business condition Is

at this moment one of almost unprece¬
dented depression. Our great industrial
system Is seriously paralyzed. Production
In many Important branches of manufac¬
ture has altogether ceased. Capital Is
¦without remunerative employment. Labor
is Idle. The revenues of the Government
are Insufficient to meet its ordinary and
necessary expenses. These conditions are
not the result of accident. They are the
outcome o/ a mistaken economic policy de¬
liberately enacted and applied.
It happens, however( that we have

not free silver at present, but the gold
standard. The description just quoted

is taken from the letter of acceptance
of Garret A. Hobart, Republican can¬

didate for the Vice-Presidency. It pic¬
tures the condition of the country
under the policy which Mr. Hobart's

party proposes to perpetuate. It is

true that the candidate attributes the

unpleasant situation he describes to

tariff reform, but we have just as

much right to attribute it to the state

of the currency. "It is a condition, not

a theory, that confronts us," and the

country would like to have the condi¬
tion changed.

It is only by the most strained and

unnatural reasoning that the almost

unprecedented depression which Mr.

Hobart so vividly portrays can be

ascribed to the reduction of the tariff.
It began over a year before the McKin-

ley law was repealed, and two months
before the Congress that eventually
repealed It had even come together.
But its connection with the various

steps in the establishment of the gold
standard is direct and logical. It be¬

gan with the scare over the fall in the

price of silver caused by the closure of

the Indian mints, in June, 1893. It was

intensified and prolonged by the stop¬
page of silver purchases in November
of the same year. The gold standard

has been the direct cause of all the

apprehension about the Treasury s gold
reserve, which has been at the bottom

of the malarial condition of business

for the past three years. Monometal¬
lism and distress have gone hand in

hand. Mr. Hobart admits the distress;
the people are probably intelligent
enough to identify its cause.

A Republican contemporary proudly
remarks: "Sheridan, in his memoirs,
says that when he rode down from
Winchester to Cedar Creek, summoned
by the roar of doubtful battle, and
drew near to the shattered and re¬

treating columns of his army, the first
man he met that he recognized was a

young Ohio lieutenant engaged in the
task of rallying and reforming the

Union lines. That young lieutenant
was William McKinley, and his exhi¬
bition of valor and judgment on that
occasion did much to stay the retieat
until the dashing presence of Sheridan
himself turned back the flying columns
and wrested victory from defeat."
When Charles Lamb was rebuked for
reaching his office so late in the morn¬

ing, he responded: "Yes, but think hoto
early I go home in the afternoon." Ac¬
cording to the statement quoted, Major
McKinley appears to have been the
first man to leave the battle. Was this
to make up for having been the last

to enter it?

The esteemed Evening Post has re¬

ceived what it regards as "Cheerful
News from South Dakota. * The dis¬

patch which elates it sets forth that a

Republican poll of the State "shows a

free silver majority of less than 3,500.
This includes about 3,000 enfranchised
Indians. "It is thought," says the

cheering telegram, "that many of the

Indians may be induced to vote for
McKinley, possibly enough to give the

electoral vote of the State to him."
The resisting power of the enfran¬
chised Indian of South Dakota has not

as yet, so far as the country knows,
been measured, but when the agents
of Mark Hanna present to the aborig¬
inal mind the arguments for "honest
money," reinforced by the customary
roll of the same, the test, we trust, will
not be so satisfactory to the virtuous
Evening Post as it would like.

The bids for the three new battle

ships authorized by Congress at its
last session assure us these fine "v essels
well within the legal limit of cost. The
Union Iron Works of San Francisco, by
luck or clairvoyance, was able to

gauge its tender so nicely that the four

per cent margin allowed it over the
lowest bid will just secure it the con¬

struction of one of the vessels. None
of the bidders thought it necessary to

stipulate for gold payments. These

shipbuilders are keen business men,
accustomed to take every chance into
account. If they had thought that
there was the slightest foundation for
the talk dbout a fifty-three cent dollar
they would have protected themselves
against that risk. The fact that they
did not think it worth while is pretty
conclusive evidence that the whole
scare is a humbug.

"Maine's Big Vote Vindicated Han¬
na" is the way the late Down East
cyclone struck an evening gold stand¬
ard contemporary yesterday. This
may be considered semi-official con¬

firmation of the theory that it is Mark
Hanna who is running for the Presi¬
dency. Nobody seems to be trying to
vindicate Mr. McKinley.

Secretary Carlisle shows a disposi¬
tion to engage in a controversy with
Senator Gorman in regard to Secretary
Manning's dealings with the Treasury
raiders. Mr. Carlisle should go slow.
The gentleman from Maryland seldom
makes a public declaration of this na¬

ture unless he is sure of his facts, and
the last time he was involved in a

question of veracity with the Adminis¬
tration he had his witnesses on hand
when he made the speech which dem¬
onstrated to the American people that
his version of the affair Vas the cor¬

rect one.

The Massachusetts Hannacrats have
come to the conclusion that it is no

longer safe to utilize George Fred Will¬
iams as a good joke.

The position of Senator Hill indi¬
cates that with him it makes all the
difference in the world as to who does
the instructing.

Editor Journal:
A few of us were dining together last

night, and incidentally we talked politics.
In the first place, it is well to inform you
that our little company was not composed
of rich men; yet, without an exception, we

expressed ourselves as being willing to
shed our blood if need were in defence of
the sacredness of Property. I need not
tell you, I take it, N:hat surprise was

voiced, and indignation, too, at the stand
taken by the Journal in this campaign, in
which the only issue, as Mr. Whltelaw
Reld and Mr. Roosevelt have well said, is
the Eighth Commandment.
It is both astonishing and painful to find a

New York newspaper encouraging In the
mob a spirit that one day may lead to se¬

rious trouble.may make necessary the em¬

ployment of the army to secure that sta¬
bility of society which i3 threatened in
this country every four years, and now

more openly than ever before. You affect
to believe that the average voter, the me¬

chanic and laborer and farmer, Is compe¬
tent to pass judgment upon problems so

difficult and intricate as those of finance.
To put that notion into common men's
heads is not only foolish but positively
wicked. Do you not see that you are in¬
viting the spoliation of the better classes-
anarchy?
In my judgment, the great necessity In

this country, now and always, is leader¬
ship. Universal suffrage Is a mistake, but
since we have it all those who speak to
the masses and are capable of intelligent
patriotism should seek to imbue them with
humility and to point out to them the
duty of submitting their minds to those
who are abler and better Informed than
themselves. Despite all the utterances of
demagogues, the real test of a man s ca¬

pacity and character is his ability to ac¬

cumulate property. Those who thus de¬
monstrate their power to tak? care of theii
otfn interests are, it seems to me, obvious¬
ly the most capable of guiding aright their
less brainy fellow-citizens. They are, in
fact, the elite of the nation, and by every
principle of justice and sound policy should
be Intrusted with the task of ruling it.

I am aware that ray views are not those
which are popular at a time like this when
Anarchy, Socialism and Demagogy stalk
unchecked up and down the land, but they
met with the full concurrence of my friends
at the table, every one of whom may be
said to be a representative man, since each
of them holds a more or less reputable posi¬
tion in the service of a bank or corporation.
I am willing, moreover, to accept all the
consequences of my oplnioh that the ordi¬
nary voter should not be permitted unre¬

stricted liberty In the use of his ballot.
No man has a right to vote wrong. As
Charles S. Fairchlld, formerly of Mr. Cleve¬
land's Cabinet, truly said to the honest
money Democrats: "The masses of the
American people cannot take care of them¬
selves and need wise and sagacious leadei-
ship."
Almost daily you hold up to scorn Mi.

Ma^k Hanna, treating him as though he
were a villain because he is standing forth
like a hero as champion of the enlightened
few against the lmbruted many. The bet-
{er classes have supplied Mr. Hanna wiih
a great fund to educate and persuade the
masses. You Intintate that much of this
fund will be used "corruptly." What then?
If the masses, or any large proportion of
them, are bent on assaulting Property, Is
it not legitimate self-defence on the part of
the better classes to use their means to the
best advantage? It would be the Insanity
of folly to submit to a nation-wide raid of
the mob. I hold it to be perfectly defensi¬
ble to employ methods that Mr. Hanna
is employing, it is right that employers
should give their workingmen plainly to
understand that a vote against the common
interests of capital and labor will be
deemed an act of treason and pun¬
ished by discharge.

The letter below was written by John

Most, the Anarchist, in reply to a corre¬

spondent in Denver, Col., who had sought
his views on the currency question:
C. W. Varnum, Esq., Denver:
Dear Sir: I, like every other well edu¬

cated man, have and expressed the opinion
that at present gold only can be used as a

proper standard of value because Its costs

of production are staple and alike all over

the world, whereas silver is getting cheaper
and cheaper year by year. If, therefore,
the latter might be used as money, not¬

withstanding the facts stated above, it

should be done according to its market

price, 1. e., not 1G to 1, but (at this mo¬

ment) 30 to 1, though that would render

silver money very much inconvenient. The

silver men had better to Invent some new

articles of luxury, make them fashionable
and float all" markets with them. That
would be the proper way to get rid of all
the superfluity of silver and make it useful.

Americans in London.
London, Sept. 9..Exposures of t.ie Gor-

ernment in English newspapers are
very rare, but the bright new Dally
-I.'ill has made a little one with a
very comic side to it. It seems that there
is in London an American named Ram-
sey who runs a little weekly called
the London American. Some three years
ago he wanted a telegraphic address. My
filends at home must understand that the
telegraph is a Government institution
here and the rate for messages, addresses
and signatures is all alike, one cent a word.
1 he Government generously allows a busy
man to adopt one word in place of his full
name and address, and this is what Mr.
Ramsey wanted. Now it very seldom
lappens that a man can select the word
that he likes. I tMed thirty times, and
had each name that I suggested thrown
out, whereupon the British Government
advised me to take the word "Unsullied,"
^hich is what I have to put up with. In
tamsey s case the Government gave him
the word "Kamsin," and Immediately he
began to receive mysterious frequent and
voluminous telegrams in cipher. They were
reports from heads of divisions of the
army in various parts of the world, and I
am told that they were often of great im¬
portance and always very easy to decipher,
so that we must conclude that kr. Ramsey
is either very unenterprising or very con¬
scientious, because Instead of using any
of these dispatches, he toie them up and
threw them in his basket for three years.
He continued to get intimate and con¬
fidential news of the British army all over
the world, until one day he told a Dally
Mall reporter of his experiences, and the
Daii y Mail unearthed the fact that "Kam¬
sin used to be the telegraphic cipher
address of the Secretary of the War Of¬
fice. The explanation was that when
the word was dropped by that official, the

ar Office notified the army of the fact
but here and there, at one post or another,'

The Journal has
been of very great assistance to it, for the
Mai early discovered the extraordinaiy
rtnir m,""3 brightest of American
dailies. The price of this journalistic
wonder is the same as that of the Journal,
but to-day, In announcing the above fact,
the editor says: "The mere half penny
save each day is of no consequence to
most of us. The economy of the reader's
time is of the first importance." It strikes
me that that line about the half penny
Is as substantial a bit of snobbishness as
I have yet run across, even in England.

If children were born with no heads on their

shoulders we might tumble our educational sys¬

tem Into tho sea, but since they are born with

brains we must see to it that the brains are

kept in good working c der. Burn our school
books and there wouldn't be any Republic In a

couple of generations.
No .matter what the excuse is for this neglect,

it is a poor excuse. Nothing can possibly excuse

the lack of schoolhouses.
