
WHERE IS CHARLES
PALIHSSIIULTED?

He Is in St, Lake's Hospital
with a Broken Jaw and
Other Serious Injuries.

Says He Received Them from
a Beggar in Central Park to
Whom He Refused Money.

Told an Entirely Different Story in a

Dowtown Pharmacy Tues¬
day Night

THEN HE ACCUSED A GANG OF ROUGHS.

Police Doubt Both Stories and Believe That
Wounds Were Inflicted During

an Ordinary Barroom
Brawl.

Because he refused to give money to a

street beggar, Charles Palmer now lies in

a cot at St. Luke's Hospital, on Morning
side Heights and One Hundred and Thir¬
tieth street. He is suffering with a broken
jaw, badly lacerated tongue and other in¬

juries that will confine him to a bed for
some time to come.
Just exactly in what manner the whole

thing occurred, not even Palmer professes

that he had better go to the hospital at
once. The man started off, and when he
reached the door he returned and told Mr.
McGarigle the following story:
"I was assaulted by a gang of five or six

roughs. They jumped on my back from
behind some trucks that were standing in
the shadow of the Bridge. They tried to
rob me, and just as I broke away one of
them hit me twice, once 011 the eye, and
again on the face."
An investigation of the occurrence a few

moments after failed to find any one who
had seen or heard of the assault. The po¬
liceman on the beat said he was near the
spot the alleged assault occurred at the
time the man said he was injured. He also
said that if the man was injured in the
locality he said he was, it must have been
in a barroom brawl.

MANY BOLD ROBBERIES.
Old Man Assaulted.Servant Girl's Fight with

a Thief.Midwife's House
Invaded,

The police on the east side of the city
have within the past forty-eight hours been
having a busy time with robbers. At 7
o'clock on Tuesday evening George Wis-
ner, a gray-haired man, sixty-one years of
age, who is employed in doing small car¬

penter jobs in Bellevue Hospital, was at¬
tacked by a highwayman at First avenue
and Twenty-third street, who tried to se¬

cure his watch. The robber had induced
the old man to exhibit his silver timepiece
by asking the hour of the day. He then
made a grab for it, but Wisner held on.

"Give me that watch or I'll knock your
brains out," cried the thief. Wisner strug¬
gled and yelled loudly, whereupon he was

struck a blow 011 the forehead that cov¬
ered his face with blood, while the high¬
wayman ran off in the direction of the
river and was not caught.
Fannie Clark, a domestic, in the employ

of Samuel Gottlieb, at Hester and Norfolk
streets, saw a man at 11 o'clock yesterday
morning in a bedroom wrapping up a quan¬
tity of silverware. She grasped the burglar

I
am not able to swallow or talk.

to know. In his lucid intervals he has
endeavored to tell, or rather write, the
story, for he cannot talk, but he says he
knows nothing outside of the fact that he
was assaulted by a beggar to whom he
refused to give money.
The assault, according to Palmer, oc¬

curred last Tuesday night in Central Park.
Palmer runs the elevator in St. Luke's
Hospital, and had left there to go to his
home. He entered Central Park from West
Ninety-sixth street about 9 o'clock, and had
not proceeded far when he was accost'-d
by a short, thick-set, dark-complexioncd
man, who asked for enough money to pay
for a bed. Palmer refused the request
and was then assaulted. That is all he has
been able to remember, except that some

time after the assault he took a drink cf
brandy, but he says he does not know

whe/e he got it.
Nearly two hours later he staggered into

St. Luke's Hospital and fell as soon as he

had entered the door. He was at once

recognized by Chief Clerk Spence and re¬

moved to a ward where his Injuries were

attended to.
Since then he has been unconscious most

of the time, but yesterday he had several
lucid spells. It was during one of these
that he was seen. He could not talk, for

his Jaws were tightly bandaged, and he

wrote a request for a pad and pencil.
When they were handed him the first thing
he wrote was:
"Shall I lose my job?"
The danger of being thrown out of a po¬

sition seemed to worry him more than any¬
thing else, but when his mind was set at
ease on that point he tried to write and
tell the story of the assault. * At times his
mind wandered, but he stuck to his work,
and finally wrote the following*

"I feel awful. It's a blessing I was not
killed. I was coming home across Central
Park. I went in the Ninety-sixth street
entrance. I had not gone far before a
man accosted me and asked me for bed
money. I refused him. He then abused
me and struck me twice in the face,
knocking me down. He tried to find my
money, but fortunately I had $4 pinned
in my vest pocket, so he only got a little
loose change. He left me shawling on the

frass, more dead than alive for a time,
f I should get worse, which I hope will

not be so, I should like you to send for
Father Johnson, but not at present.

"I think he .was an Italian, very dark,
thick-set, black mustache. He struck me
fearfully. If I had been in a drunken
brawl I might have expected it, but I was
alone and not drinking. I took a little
brandy after it was done, or I should not
have got home."
The closest kind of questioning could not

elicit anything more. He professed not to
remember how he had made his way from
the park or what he had been attacked with,
whether with the man's fist or some in¬
strument. He was positive that he had
not taken the brandy before being at¬
tacked and declared that he had not
touched a drop after leaving the hospital.
He was also very particular about not

having Father Johnson notified unless he
got much worse. He Is a slender man,
below the medium height, thirty-nine years
of age, and was born at Upton, Northamp¬
tonshire, England, where his mother still
lives. His injuries, while not necessarily
dangerous, will confine him to bed for
some time.
A man answering the description of

Palmer entered Perry's Pharmacy on Park
row on Tuesday evening about 10 o'clock
and claimed that he had been assaulted by
some toughs in rFankfort street, near Rose.
When he entered the drug store the side

of his face was badly discolored. His
tongue was also cut. He asked that some¬
thing be given him to stop the bleeding,
and informed the clerk that he worked at
St. Luke's Hospital. Mr. McGarigle, a
clerk, looked at the man's tongue, and, see¬
ing that It was very badly cut, told him

by his coat, and her screams attracted the
attention of Mr. Gottlieb, who ran to her
assistance. The man aimed a vicious blow
at Mr. Gottlieb with a chisel, and broke
the hold which they had upon him. As he
was running up Hester street he was cap¬
tured by Policeman Higglns, of the Eld-
ridge Street Station. When searched, a
llmmy, three chisels and a bunch of skele¬
ton keys were found upon him. He gave
the name of William Levine, and said he
had arrived in this country from Hamburg
on Saturday. He was held in $5,000 bail.
Mrs. Max Rumer, of No. 50 Suffolk

street, is a midwife. Shortly after 9
o'clock yesterday morning a man entered
her apartments and said that a friend of
his desired her services. He gave Mrs,
Itumer a fictitious address and she left the
house. The man then engaged Mr. Rumer
In conversation, and also \gncceeded in
sending the servant girl from the rooms on
an errand. \This done, he asked Mr. Rumer
the time, and when the latter exposed a
handsome gold watch he tore it, together
with the chain, from the owner's pocket
and ran into the street, his victim in pur¬
suit. Detective Braun, of the Delancey
Street Station, saw the thief running and
gave chase, capturing him six blocks away
from the scene of his crime. In Essex
Market Court he gave his name as Israel
Brles, twenty-eight years old, of No. 115
Ewen street. Brooklyn. He said that he
stole because he was starving. He was
held for trial.
Central Office Detectives McManus and

Dorreau arrested George Howlett In a Third
avenue concert hall on Tuesday night upon
complaint of Rose Feltman, of No. 204
Forsyth street. The young woman's story
was that a man accompanied her to her
home Saturday night. She put a gold watch
and four diamond rings valued at $160 in
her trunk, leaving the keys within reach.
The man, she says, chloroformed her, and
took the property. The woman pointed out
Howlett to the detectives, and he was ar¬
rested. He claims that he Is a stranger
here, having reached New York from Wash¬
ington Monday night. He was held for ex-
amlnation.

PLANS FOR THE NEW BRIDGE;,

Bids for the Great Tower on the New York
Side to Be Opened Oct. 7.

At the meeting of the East River Bridge
Commission yesterday afternoon at No.
49 Chambers street the plans for the foun¬
dation of the New York tower of the new

bridge were adopted. The secretary was

authorized to advertise for bids^ for the
work. The bids will be opened on or

about October 7, and a bond will be re¬

quired from the successful bidder in $125,-
000 fo,r the faithful performance of the
work.
The specifications were also approved,

and they provide that the contractor must
begin work on the tower within ten days
after the awarding of the contract and
finish within fourteen months.
The foundation on the New York side

will be laid at the toot of Delancey street
and the East River, and at the foot of
South Sixth street in Brooklyn.

HIGH-GRADE WHEEL FOR $10.

Sailor Parker's Offer Caused His Arrest by a

Bright Yonkers Policeman.
When a Yonkers policeman saw Edward

Parker, a sailor, thirty yeprs old, offering
to sell a $100 bicycle for $10 yesterday
morning he arrested the latter and notified
the police of this city.
Detective Maxon, of the West One Hun¬

dredth Street Police Station, notified E. C.
Boris, a jeweller, of No. 694 Columbus ave¬
nue, of the arrest, and when Parker was
arraigned In the Harlem Court yesterday
afternoon Mr. Boris had already Identified
the wheel as one he had left in front of his
store on Monday evening ana had not seen
since.

PROPOSES A NEW
TRIPLE ALLIANCE.

America, England and Italy
to Suppress Turk¬

ish Misrule.

St. James's Gazette Declares It
Would Be a Powerful

Combination.

Would Deliver Europe from the
Sultan's Influence and

Russian Thraldom.

APPEAL TO THE UNITED STATES.

People of the Republic Can Understand
the Impulse Which Would Drive

Englishmen to War to
" Rescue the Oppressed."

London, Sept. 16..The St. James's Ga¬
zette, in an article commenting upon the
Indifference of the European powers in re¬

gard to Turkish massacres, proposes the
formation of an alliance between the
United States and Great Britain, in which
Italy might join. The article says:
"We are openly threatened with joint

hostile European action if we interfere in
Turkey against the will of the powers.
But there is one combination which British
statesmanship might effect. Two States
which have little to gain from Russia could
act with us and end the tension. The
United States and Italy'are both under¬
stood to be friendly to Russia. Neverthe¬
less, neither is yet too deeply involved to
be able to assume an independent attitude
under British Inspiration. Why should not
England, the United States and Italy form
a new Dreibund?
"Alone of the nations of the earth, the

people of the United States can understand
the impulse which would drive Englishmen
to war In order to suppress tyranny or

rescue the oppressed. Plenty of Americans
would regard with enthusiasm the spec¬
tacle of the Union Jack and the Stars and
Stripes floating side by side in the BoS-
phorus to back up their joint demand.
"It might be expected that the Russian

combination would go to pieces at the mere

aspect of this genuine league of peace, and
the new Dreibund might lead to a fresh
grouping of the powers and the delivery
of Europe both from Turkish misrule and
the dangerous thraldom of Russia into
which it Is sinking."

Russian Warships Gathering.
Berlin, Sept. 10..The Foreign Office is

informed that Russian warships are cruis¬
ing at the entrauce of the Bosphorus.
Washington, Sept. 16..The active inter¬

est manifested by the Navy Department
In Turkey Is indicated by the publication
yesterday of the Naval hydrographic sur¬

vey recently completed by the officers of
the United States ship Marblehead, who,
it is understood, have been making sound¬
ings and other Investigations in all the
poorly charted Turkish harbors they have
visited. The new chart, which is printed
in colors, exhibits all the Important fea¬
tures of the coast line, locating even the
noticeable trees, hillocks, steeples and
ruins ashore, as well as the depths and
channels.

TYPHOID IN THE NAVY.

League Island Yard May Be Abandoned on

Account of Its Poor Sanitary
Condition.

Washington, Sept. 16..The abandonment
of the League Island Navy Yard, at Phila¬
delphia, is now under consideration in the
Navy Department. Reports have been
made of the repeated recurrence of typhoid
fever cases, and the chances are good that
League Island as an outfitting station has
its days numbered.
Acting Secretary McAdoo has made pub¬lic the full official report bear lng on the

matter. This report has just been referred
to Commodore Howell, commandant of the
yard since June, and it is possible that
Captain Farquhar, now commanding the
Newark, at Key West, who commanded
the yard for several years, will also be
asked to furnish his experience with the
sanitary conditions of the station.

C. A. Siegfried, surgeon of the navy, has
made a report in which he states that the
fifth case of typhoid fever has been sent to
the hospital front the ship Massachusetts.
This vessel went in commission at LeagueIsland, June 10. He says that the Indiana,
which was also commissioned there, had
sixteen cases of typhoid during the follow¬
ing few months. The sanitary evils and
nuisances, he says, which surround that
navy yard are very evident. The sewage
of Philadelphia pollutes the waters of the
Delaware River, and the fever germs are
then sown.
Surgeon Siegfried recommends that fit¬

ting out new ships at League Island be
avoided until that section can be charac¬
terized as being clean, and without its
present uncivilized surroundings.
Secretary McAdoo referred this report to

Surgeon-General Tryon, and the latter has
made a report, which confirms the views
held by Surgeon Siegfried, and he recom¬
mends that, "unless there is decided Im¬
provement In the sanitation of this locality,
naval vessels should be commissioned else¬
where, If practicable."

HACKETT'S BIG FIGURES.
According to His Estimate This State May

Give McKinley 725,000
Majority.

Chairman Hackett, of the Republican
State Committee, has been figuring on the
probable majority this State will give for
MoKinley and Hobart. His calculations are
based on the elections of Vermont and
Maine. They are so startling that even he
apologised before he ventured to make
them public.
He estimates that, according to the Ver¬

mont returns, New York should give Mc¬
Kinley a majority of 725,000. If Maine
figures are taken as a basis, the Empire
State, he says, should declare for the gold
candidate with a majority of at least
630,000.
The chairman spent the greater part of

yesterday at headquarters. When ques¬
tioned as to his views of the situation, he
said:
"The same reasons tthat affected the vote

in Vermont and Maine will affect it in
this State. Mathematicians may work
their braln« on my figures and see if they
can discover any ground on which the
Bryan shouters base their assertion that
New York is uncertain. The faet is that
New York is so certain for McKinley by
so large a majority that I hardly dare make
anv estimate on it at all."
Chairman Hackett had not calculated the

probable New York vote on a basis of the
returns from Arkansas.

Yesterday was tlie tenth anniversary of
the wedding of Commander and Mrs. Bal¬
lington Booth, of the American Volun¬
teers. In the absence of Mr. Booth it was
celebrated in an extremely quiet manner.
Mrs. Booth had made an appeal to her
friends that should they wish to honor her
"tin" wedding, they would send as pres
ents such tinware as might be suitable for
the stocking of Hope Hall, the home for
ex-convicts, which she has established.
All yesterday large parcels of tinware

continued to arrive at the Headquarters of
the Volunteers, Sixteenth street and Union
square, until by evening Mrs. Booth's pri¬
vate office was completely tilled with them.
The donations came from all parts of the
country. Among the, packages received
was a mouse-colored donkey.
Mrs. Booth attended tne wedding of

Captain Sarah Isabelle Mimms and Captain
Edward Apgar Ransom, Jr., which took
place in Newark, N. J., last night at 8
o'clock. Captain Mimms had charge cf
the Newark Volunteers and Captain Ran¬
som commanded the New Brunswick
corps.

TRIED TWO ROADS TO DEATH

Spite of His Knife and Leap into East River
George Ringlets Still Lives.

Longshoremen and ofhers on the pier at
the foot of East Fifth street, at 12:30
o'clock yesterday morning, saw a man who
had been loitering about the pier all night
suddenly draw a knife and plunge the
blade into his neck. Before they could
reach him he had jumped Into the river
from the head of the pier.
Efforts to rescue hfm were futile until

Foreman McGulnas, of the fireboat Have-
meyer, swam to tne drowning man and
kept him above water until he was hauled
into the boat. Thence he was taken to
Bellevue Hospital, where he is held,
charged with attempted suicide.
