HE HANGED HIMGELF.

Remarkable Death of an Athlete,
Whose Chin Caught
in a Strap.

Rigged a Substitute for a Flying
Ring and Put His Head
Through It

THEORY IS
Coroner Thinks He Killed Himself, but His
Parents and Friends Say It Was
an Accident—An Un-
timely Dezth,

SUICIDE DISCREDITED,

Patrlck” Weleh, twenty-five years old, of
No. 10T Jnckson street, Patevson, was
found late Tuesdny night hanging dead
from a beam In the loft of Lis ¢mployer’s
barn, The Tase was at first thought to be
ane of galelde, and In that bellef County
Physlelnn Walter B. Jolhnson granted o
certifiente. Tt is now Dhelleved by many,
bowever, that death was due to n very
peculinr aceident.

Weleh worked for John Donohue & Boug,
carpet manunfacturers, and frequently at-
tended’ to the horges. Tresday night Le
left the sbop for the stables, on Upper
BN gtreal, at Goo’clogk, At 10 o'elock he
hnd not reached home nnd his farvher grew
auxiouns, uwe the young uwan wis seldom
ot lite at nlght., He oinde Inqulicies at
Donoliue's hopse and the two went to-
gether to (he stables. The horses liad been
but partially atiended to, and young Welch
was nof vistble. A @earch was made in
the Aoft and hig oaked body was found
suspended by o tle strap (rom o Dbesm.
His clothes were plled neatly near him
and a lagge pril of fresh water was oloae
at hand.

Connty Physlelan Johnson looked upon
the case as one of sulelde and the body was
removed to the yonng man’s home. A
possible motlve for the act swis the young
mitn's grief over the death of his mother,
whieh occurred some weelks ago. His et
ployer, relntlves and gymuasiom friends,
however, have an entirely different theary,
and one that Is very plausible In view of
the clreumstances. Welch wos n prominent
and active member of the Poaterson Turn-
Versln, though not o star performer. He
frequently proctised gynwmnsties of various
kinds In the loft of the barn, and it 18
thought he was dolng so Toesdny evenlog.
He had divested himself of his clothing
and provided the waiger for a wash angd
rub downeto be taken at the econcluslon
of hiz exerclsing. His favorite exercise
was on the flying rings, and his friends
belleve that as he had none Lé arranged
the tie strap s a substitute. Then he
putled himself up as he was accustomed 1o

do in the gymnasinmn, putting his head

through the loop and bolding on by his
chin, doing the bhead swing, to test the
strengfh of the muscles of the neck. 1t
Is surmised that while dolng this the lunp
slipped and strangled him.
