First Wife Shows a Marriage  Certificate
in Which Her Husband's Name
Was Written Incorrectly,
put She Explains It

16—Thait Jomes J,
MeQrendy, once a popnlur aetor, who was
killed by a runaway bhorse In fiont of his
hotel In Hilton recently, left two wldows,
or at least two who belleve they are hls

Stelln Barr MeCrendy, the deconsud’s gov-
ond wife, with whom he llved ot the tlme
of Hls death, was predent as administratriz
of the estate, letters having been grauted to
her by the court some tlme ago. The other,
Mrs. Ida M. MeCready, was present to haye
these letters revoked, on the ground that
shie was the legnl widow of the deceased.
Slie wna represented by Willlam 8. and
Frank Clark, of New York Clty.

Mrs. MeCready No. 1 testified that ghe
first met MceCready at Fox Lanke, Wia,,
about twelve years agn. He at the time
wias an actor and she was playing juvenile
porta in small travelling companies. On
June 2, 1885, when they ngnin met in
Brooklyy, they weut o the Clty Hall and
weéte there mareleld by Judge Courtuey,
She presentet a marrlage certlficate In cor-
roboration of fier testimony, sHowing that
John James MeCready and Ida M. Tlall hod
been married on the date and by the Judzge
named above.

When asked by Prosecutor Crane*how It
fws tliat the certiBente read John James
MeCrendy, while the decopsed's ganme wis
James John, the witness replled that 1t
was a cleriedl error of the Judge's, amil that
his attention was ealled to It ab the time,
bur he simply remarked that It msde no
difference, gs John Jumes and James John
were one and the snme. For that reason
It Wik not altered.

“Continulng Her testimony the witness sald
that she angd her husband lved together of
three months on Puinam avehue, Brook-
lyn, and that be then went on the road
with a thestrieal company, while she went
to the home of her parents In Wisconsin
Ehe later went on the road slso, and several
months  after leaving Brooklyn they miet
agnin In Chiengo, and both travelled with
Harry Lugey's compiny, They separated
again in Mloneapolis eignt years ago, and
she never saw him sfterwnrd.
