GIRLS' COLLEGE BURNED.

Students Formed a Fire Brigade, but the
Flames Conquered, Reducing Mt. Holy-

oke Institution to Ashes.

South Hadley. Mass., Sept. 27..Fire de¬

stroyed the main buildings of Mount Hol-

yoke College to-night, involving a loss of

$100,000. All the dormitories were burned,1
rendering homeless for the time being over

three hundred youug women.

The fire started at 4:30 in the drying
room, under the gymnasium. It was dis¬

covered by Miss Bliss, a student. Who was

In the gymnasium. Last year the girls
organized themselves into a lire brigade
for proteetion against possible fire. The

brigade was speedily summoned by Miss

Bliss, but the pumps refused to work.

The girls lost their heads and began to

rush around the building, hysterically.
The Fire Department In Holyoke was

notified by telephone, and three engines
were sent up. but they were of little ser¬

vice. A stiff breeze from the northeast
fanned the flames toward the main build¬

ing. and at G o'clock the massive structure
was in ruins. Much of the furniture was

removed, but over one hundred trunks
stored in the attle and containing the girls'
Winter garments were destroyed.
Besides the dormitories the buildings

burned were the gymnasium, dining hall,
engine and boiler house and electric light
plant. The handsome library building was

saved by good work on the part of the fire¬

men.
The burned buildings will be replaced

with a new and more modern structure.

So each woman
indignantly said to herself: "Well, that
child's mother is too lazy to carry her."

It was a man who first got a vague idea
that Annie was really lost. She was then
Industriously crawling across the walk be¬
side the lion house. Her little white mull
bonnet was on the back of her head, and,
.delighted, she was gazing here and there.
As the man watched her this very young
explorer made her way across the walk,
and stopped before the cage where the
alligators lay blinking. Alligators have the
reputation of being fond ofi babies, but
those in the Zco did not seem to be much
interested in Annie, nor was she in them.

Francis Reynolds,
John Fox and Joseph Seanlan have all been
liberated by Justice Fotts, owing to lack of
evidence, and they refuse to talk of the af¬
fair. All were in Reynolds's house asleep,
except Seanlan, on the night of the shoot¬
ing. He came in on hearing the cry for
help. t

tello's recovery. He has a vigorous consti¬
tution and has stood the shock of removing
the slug without apparent bad effects.
Dr. Varlck showed the slug to a Journal

Six Desperate Prisoners in
Newcastle Jail Make

Their Escape,
While the Warden Dealt. On©
Knocked Him Down and Got

Keys and Pistols.

Two of the Desperadoes Would Not
Walk, but Held Up Two Citizens

Who Had a Wagon.
DEFIED PURSUERS FROM A TREE.

Finally They Descended, and After a Short
Chase Were Caught.Their Four

Comrades, However, Are Still
at Liberty.

Wilmington, Del., Sept. 27..The boldest
Jail delivery that lias ever occurred in
this section was committed at the county
jail at Newcastle last night. Six desperate
convicts brutally assaulted Warden Reed,
and, relieving him of his keys and revolver,
made their escape from the prison. They
were Bonnie Harris, William Duncan,
alias "Larry the Yorker;" Thomas Gibbons,
alias "Cleveland Jimmy;" "Brooklyn"
Whalen, and another, whose name has not
yet been ascertained.

It is customary with the management of
the Newcastle .Tail fo allow the prisoners to
stroll u]) and down the corridors for an
hour every evening. Last evening Warden
Iteed went into one of the back cells to
play cards with some friendly prisoners.
Harris and his comrades were parading
the corridor at the time, and they quickly
planned their escape.
While Warden Reed was seated at a

table in the cell dealing the cards, Harris
and Gibbons walked in and exchanged
greetings with him. The latter, not sus¬

pecting trouble, went on with the game.
Harris gave Gibbons the cue, and the lat¬
ter struck Reed a terrific blow, knocking
him senseless to the floor.

Got Awity In Safety.
They then rifled his pockets and took the

keys of the corridor door and two revol¬
vers. Duncan and Harris took charge of
the pistols. Gibbons led the party, and
after getting out of the coridor safely
they made their way to the jail yard and
scaled the wall by means of ropes. They
were not gone five minutes before a pris¬
oner iii the jail gave the alarm. Then
the whole town learned it and the citizens
started in pursuit of the fugitives. All the
prisoners but Duncan and Harris ran

straight out of town and escaped.
Duncan and Harris did not want to walk,

and right on one of the main streets of the
city they held up and assaulted Oscar Rid¬
ings and Samuel T. Ford, when they
refused to allow tliein to ride on their
wagons. When they got to the Newcastle
Commons Duncan and Harris found the
officers at their lieels, and they speedily
climbed a tree, and, with their revolvers,
held the officers and a crowd of one hundred
citizens at bay until it suited their con¬

venience to come down.
Once on the ground they attempted to es¬

cape, but were captured after a short chase.
Three of the prisoners now at large are

members of the Folly Woods gang of high¬
waymen, whose headquarters are near this
city. Previous to their arrest, a year and
a half ago, they had committed thirty-five
burglaries in the State and secured in less
than two years over $15,000 worth of plun¬
der. They are the most notorious criminals
in this section. Sheriff Gillis has offered a
reward for their capture. Warden Reed
Is in a critical condition.
