BULLISH FEELING fa
FELT N THE GTRELT.

Effect of the Recent Unpre-
cedented Inflow of For-
gign Gold.

Speaks Volumes for the Neces-
sity for More Money Existing
in the United States.

Has the Foint Been Reached When
the lmportation Will Be
Suspended ?

REVIEW ©F THE WEEK [N STOCKS.

Differing Opinions as to the Possibility of
Qbtaining Advanced Prices for Cotton
and Wheat in the Foreign Mar-
kets at This Time.

Thore have been slight but perceptible
symptoms of n change In the finnneial sit-
uttion during the past week.

Recentiy prices have been rising and In-
terest rntes declinlng, the inevitable conse-
quence of the flond of gold Intp this coun-
try. Wall Street lg aeenstomed to talk of
miltlons with a light breatn, but the enor-
mons additlon of 345,000,000 to our stock
of money In one short month ls something
of which Wall Street speaks with bated
breath. It hns no precedent, sud speaks
volumes for the tertible necessity for more
money exlsting o thizs country. The me.
quisition of this new meney In &0 ghiort a
perlod has been reflected In as remarkabls
n changs In the fioancial situnflon. The
interest mies have gradunlly decltined, and
capitnl hns agaln sought securitles and
erops for fnvestment. An advance of 10 to
25 per cent In the prices of securities, of
10 cents In the price of wheat and propot-
tlontte ndvaneces In otbher staples has been
witnessed slnee the gold import began, Af
the same tinie, interest has been rising and
prices have boén decHning in the natloos
which hinve been shipping th New York the
mwerch needed mouey, The leve of Invesl aent
vnlues has been gradually approaching an
rquilibeinm in the nations partleipating in
the readinstment of money supplles. The
Bank of England has been artificially ald-
Ing this resuwit by ralsing the officinl rate
of digeount 1o 3 per cent., while both the
Government Banks of France s England
have advanced the price of gold. The ad-
Jusiment of conditlons has not yet renched
n point which bhas been sultlelent to stop
the flow of gold across the ocean, but the
netlon of forelgn exchange indicates that
the polnt Is near at hand.

The engngements of gold for import bave
been decreasing In amount during the prsi
weelk and riates for forelgn exclinnge nt the
gume (lme finve advanced. Smialler enjage-
ments menn & decreased demamd for ex-
change, and et the rates of exchonge have
nidvanced. This slanifies that there Is a
less supply of bills drawn agalnst exports
of crops und created by foreign loans.

In the gealn, cotton aml provision mar-
kets the dimloution of the export demand
econflrms the indleatlona of the forelgn ex-
chinge markel. The greater ease of mones
permits hohlerz_i of the erops already moved
1o demand higher prices from the forelgn
purchaser. Whether whent and cotton will
be foreed to n lower basls or the forelgn
purchnser foresd to pay the higher prices
demuanded remalns to be secn.

The feeliug in Wall Btreet Is at present

very bulllsh, and It Is st stch o time that
the Iarger professional operators selze the
opportunity to take profits. There hus un-
auestionnbly been  some heavy realizing
during the pnst week of stocks hought =
month ago at very low prices. Colnoldent
with thls vedllzing hos been a yevival of
Interest on the part of the publie In specu-
lation, snd the outside Luying,  as It Is
termed, has been sufliclent to overcome sell-
ing by professionn]l operators, nnd earTy
stocks stendlly wpward to & higher level.
Theére Lave been some s=pecifie rensony for
the sale of stocks during the past week,
outside of any genoral Influonces which
might have been anticlpated.  The August
statementz of net mmlugk by the great
ralivonds ave due this week. Augnst wns
the point of lowest depression during the
Bumuer, and the Granger thllrogds wepe
sulferiog ar Ahat  thoe from low frelght
rates, forcedl by a war between the com-
punies.  Tteduced rates caused a parrower |
