m THE RULE HAS BEEN APPLIED.

!though Identical with That Which Appears
in the English Jockey Club's Consti¬

tution, Its Interpretation
Here Is Not the Same.

A startling innovation will be introduced
o the turf world by the Jockey Club iu the
ourse of a few weeks.that is, the publica-
ion in the Racing Calendar of the forfeit

list.
Originally the forfeit list included only the

names of those turfmen indebted to the
various associations under the jurisdiction

?he Jockey Club since 1894, but it is said
a careful sifting process will first

e from the list those that are consid-
tied as hopeless for present or future pay¬
ment. After this process has been com¬

pleted the list in its entirety will be pub¬
lished, dating back several years before
1894.

It is probable that a chorus of Indignant
protests will greet the Journal's announce¬

ment of the publication of the forfeit list,
and a number of damage suits will be the
first fruits of the Jockey Club's new move.

In this country no turf authority up to date
has dared to print it for public circulat'on,
the fear of damage suits and a mistaken

policy of conciliation toward the horsemen
having restrained them. In England, how¬

ever, the publication in the Racing Calendar
f the forfeit lists of both the Jockey Club
ad National Hunt Committee is a yearly
^ture.
he Jockey Club have evidently deter-
ed that a limit of endurance has been
.bed and that the publication will be
the best interests of racing. As a mat-
of fact, the publication by the Jockey

of the indebtedness of any named
on, while not calculated to increase his

financial credit, cannot in the opinion of
well informed lawyers, render the publisher
liable to damage suite, provided that the
debt can be proved a just one.

This, however, is as yet a matter of
opinion, the points, as far as this particular
case is concerned, never having been ad¬
judicated upon in thiri country. It is not
likely, though, that the legal advisers of
the Jockey Club, who Include such able
lawyers as Elihu Itoot, Joseph Auerbach
and I>e Lancey XicoJi, would tsanction the
publication if there were any real danger
attached to the act.
In connection with the forfeit lists, a

rather uninteresting subject to average
racegoers, but most interesting to the
pensous whose names adorn its pages, a
knotty point has recently arisen, it has
been the rule of the jockey clubs of the
country for a number of years not to per¬
mit an owner whose name was in the for¬
feit list to enter or start a horse until all
forfeits were paid, and, furthermore, not
to permit the purchaser of a horse whose

-r <*»»«* might be in the forfeit list to
.nter or start tils purchase except upon the
payment by the purchaser of all the for-
t'eir.s due by the former owner.
This ruling at first sight would seem a

hardship, if not an injustice, as a perfectly
innocent party might, through it, lose the
entire value of liis purchase. Its object is
to prevent "fake sales," by means of
which persons in the list might race year
after year without payment to the asso¬
ciations of their just debts. It would
seem, however, that the ends of justice and
the real interests of the Jockey Club would
be better served by permitting the pur¬
chaser to pay the forfeits due upon his
purchase, and to thereafter enter and start
him.
Strange to say, though the English Jockev

Club's rule and that of the Jockey Club
are identical in construction and word for
word the same (the former's rule beingincorporated bodily in the Jockey Club's
ruies), th(> iuterprotation of the EnglishJockey Club of this rule Is exactly con¬
trary to that of the Jockey Club. That is,
the former will permit the purchaser to
pay the forfeits due upou his purchase,
and thereafter enter and start him, not
compelling him to pay the forfeits due bythe former bwner. as the rule is inter-

¦ted and enforced here. How can two
lies of highly intelligent men inter¬

pret the same rules so differently? The
presumption is in favor of the correctness
:)f the English Jockey Club's interpreta¬tion of the rules, as it framed the rule it¬
self.
Moreover, a further investigation of the

aoiut shows that a case hinging upon the
interpretation of the rule was decided
n-arly twenty years ago by the Stewards
of the American Jockey Club of Jerome
Park in accordance with the English in¬
terpretation, and consequently adverselyto the view of the present Jockey Club.
The gentlemen who gave the decision were
L>. I>. Withers, August Belmont, Sr., and
A. C. Monson, whose names are honored
by all American turfmen.

Otto Zeigler Came to Grief in the Two-
Mile Handicap, and Fractured

Arthur Gardiner yesterday emerged from
the "also rans" in the National Circuit
races at Trenton, N. J., held in connection
with the Interstate Fair, and won the mile
open in a finish not of the inches variety.
Especially successful were the record at¬

tempts, and both John S. Johnson and
"Jimmy" Michael lowered previous figures.
Johnson went the route in 1:47, with pac¬
ing supplied by two "quads" and a trip-

50 yards; A. Gardiner, scratch; W. R. Landis,
100 ynrds; H. C. Clark, 00 yards.
Though the gaps were closed before a

mile had been covered there was a con¬
stant change of leaders, and the pace
never became a loaf. The finish saw a
track covered with men, and the work of
the judges was far from easy. Evidently
they overlook Gardiner on the outside,
who plainly occupied a money position.
In the first heat of this race Otto Ziegler,

one of the most popular riders on the cir¬
cuit, met with a fall that resulted in
a broken arm. The spill happened on
the backstretch, and exactly how it came
about is hard to tell. Some one crowded
Mosher against Ziegler, and both went
down.
Another spill characterized the second

heat, Longhead and Diclcerson falling near
the tape on the first mile, but neither be¬
ing seriously hurt. In the same heat
"Hun" Lindley, of Trenton, made hi*
debut as a professional, riding info second
place from the 130-yard mark.

START TO FINISH.
The Fast Black Schooner Romped

Home a Winner by a Good
Margin.

Captured the Larchmont Club's Trophy
and Earned Twelve Thousand Dol¬

lars for Her Admirers.

COLONIA IS OUT OF COMMISSION.

The Champion Hauled Down Her Colors
Just Before the Racing Yachts

Were Started Over the
Course Yesterday.

The schooner race yesterday between
H. W. Harris's Quissetta and W. Gould
Brokaw's Ainorita resulted In an easy
victory for the rakish black yacht, making
it two straight, thereby winning the Larch¬
mont Club's silver trophy and causing
more than $12,000 to change owners

through her magnificent performance.
Amorita was out early stretching her

new bobstay, which had caused a great
deal of the trouble during Saturday's race,
but by 11 o'clock her headgear had been
set up taut and trig, while the other pre¬
liminaries were completed in the usual ex¬

cellent manner in which Mr. Lovejoy and
his associates conduct their regattas, and
which has made the Larchmont Club fa¬
mous as the best racing club in the United
States.
An interesting ceremony was witnessed

shortly before 11 o'clock, the crack-a-
Jack schooner of the year, Colouia, which
was riding at anchor in the offing, with
her colors mastheaded and a string of
nineteen winning pennants at her star¬
board fore spreader, fired a gun and went
6ut of commission, her flags fluttering
down to the deck like wounded birds. The
salute was answered from the gun on the
lawn in front of the clubhouse, and

spreading her sails for the last time this
season, stately Colonla started for her
Winter quarters at City Island.
Owing to the light wind the Regatta

Committee held back the starting signal
until noon, at which time a good sailing
breeze had sprung up, which held true

during the entire afternoon.
The course signalled from the commit¬

tee boat was No. 1, which, with a wind
a trifle north of east, made the first leg
a thresh to windward. Quissetta, as

usual to windward, was first across the
line, with "Whiskers" Gerry at the wheel.
Mr. Brokaw was sailing the white schoon¬
er and "Dicky" Sherlock attended to the
canvas in the absence of "Hank" Hafif.
Both boats crossed on the starboard tack,
carrying in addition to their lower sails
babyjlb topsails, while Quissetta set in ad¬
dition a small maintopmast staysail.

bow and eating out to windward in a

manner that gave promise of an easy vic¬
tory and crossed Amorita's bows at 12:24.
Quissetta luffed around the mark at

1:14:45, and in less than twenty-five sec¬
onds had her li^ht. sails sheeted home,
making a beautiful picture under the
cloud of snowy canvas. Amorita did not
set her balloon jibtopsail, but instead
guyed her spinnacker well forward and set
their balloon maintopmast staysail.
