
The Insurgents' Torch Has
Devastated the Once
Luxuriant Province,

Planters Dare Not Grind Cane.
Fearing the Threat of the

Revolutionists.

Gomez Marches Where Troops Are
Scarce and Where Fields

Need Burning.
A BLOODY FIGHT NEAR CALIMETE.

After a Three Hours' Battle Between the
Men of Gomez and the Spaniards the

Latter Admit a Loss of Eighteen
Killed and Sixty Wounded.

[From Our Staff Correspondent.]
Havana, Dec. 31..The war has evidently

settled down to conditions such as existed
before the big raid except that the scene

has been transferred from the eastern
provinces to Matanzas and Santa Clara.
There is but little likelihood of a big

battle in the near future, although the two

big armies are on the march in a compara¬
tively small area Not that there occurs no

fighting at present. Not a day passes but
reports come in of brushes between the in¬
surgent cavalry and Spanish infantry.
Usually as the cavalry retires it leaves
burned sugar fields in its track.
A bird's-eye view of the once luxuriously

productive province of Matanzas now would
show a-sorry sight. Black, barren fields
and charred remnants of plantation build¬
ings everywhere. The threat that if any
of the planters attempt to grind the cane

their places will be destroyed by the rebels'
torch is well understood in this province,
and few dare to act defiantly.
The owners are powerless. A planter

named Marenuis, of Apeztegnia, who is

part owner of a large property in Central
Constancia belonging to an American com¬

pany, not long ago made up his mind, de¬

spite the rebels' threat, to try to make all

he could of what was left. He mourns al¬

ready the destruction of eighteen of his

colonias.
Four forts have been garrisoned since.

Marenuis will arm and maintain five hun¬

dred men in them in order to keep the

Insurgents off Constancia.
The patriots hate him because he is the

acknowledged leader of the Conservative

party. They will not fail to give his army
a chance to give battle.
In many parts of Matanzas most strin-

trcnx nrpea.iitions are being taken against

spies and rebels. Nobody is allowed to
ride on horseback on the public highways
after 6 o'clock.
These measures cause special hardships

on owners of small lots in the towns. The
authorities compel them to build stone
walls around their property and to cut

away all the lower branches of trees, so

that no cover for lurking insurgents shall
be possible.
A pretty good fight took place yesterday

at Calimete between a battalion of Gen-,
tral Navarre's army and some of Gomez's
men. At first the insurgents charged the

Spanish. The tables were turned after an

hour's battle, when the Spanish charged
the insurgents.
At a critical juncture General Juarez

Valdez came up with a fresh detachment of
troops and saved the day for the Spaniards.
The insurgents left only two dead on the
field, after a three hours' battle, but the
loss was undoubtedly greater, as the Span¬
ish admit on their side eighteen killed
ajid over sixty wounded.
Reports have come in to the effect that

the insurgents are gathering around Car¬
denas. Precautions against an attack have
been taken by General Campos. \
It is impossible from the present move¬

ments of the insurgent army to determine
what is the future plan of Gomez.
He orders a rest one day, a march
to the south or east or west or north on

other days in any direction where
the troop,s are scarce, or where sugar
cane needs burning.

Another Report of tlie Calimete
Fig-lit.

Madrid, Dec. 31..A dispatch from Ha¬
vana to' the Imparcial says:
"Colonel Perera, with 250 Spanish

troops, made an attack upon Maximo Go¬
mez, at the head of a force vastly more
numerous than that of the Spaniards, atCalimete. The Insurgents' cavalry made a
charge upon the square formed by the
Spanish troops, and for a time the situa¬
tion of the Spaniards was critical.

.'After three hours' fighting, however.Generals Navarro and Suarez, with their
commands, arrived, and the insurgents re¬
treated. The Spaniards had nineteen men
killed and sixty-three wounded. Gomez
tried to make a stand at Marqulto and
again at Iioque, but was driven from both
positions."

Mere Troops for Cuba-
Madrid, Dec. 31..Two thousand Spanish

troops embarked at Cadiz last evening for
Cuba.

CUBA'S ADAMLESS EDEN.
General Pando Sends the Men of San¬

tiago to the Penal Co'ony
in Africa.

Santiago de Cuba, Dec. 2 Key West,
Fla., Dec. 31..Great alarm prevails here on
account of the latest measure taken by
Lleutenant-General Pando. The towns and
villages of Palma Soriano, San Luis, Dos
Caminos, Songo, Cristo, Dos Bocas and San
Vincente, all in the American Railroad line,
have been left Inhabited by women, chil¬
dren and a few Spaniards. All the Cuban
men of said places havo been arrested and
lodged in the jail of this city. Tlie steam¬
er Baldomero Yglesias, sailing from this
nort this morning for Africa, took many

prominent persons from this city, Guanta-
namo and other towns to hard labor in
Ceuta. About fifty men were brought here
this morning; from Cristo accused by the
priest of said place, who is a bloodthirsty
Spaniard, of geetting ready to rise, kill the
garrison and poison the water and bread.
Everybody thinks It is an infamous cal¬
umny.
On the 13th Inst, the Tamal. the only vil¬

lage that escaped lire in Baracos district,
vvas taken and burned by Leader Iluen and
ais party. At the beginning of the attack
Spanish Colonel Taniora, with 500 men, ap¬
peared with the object of defending the
place and its forts. The tight lasted two
hours, after which time the Spaniards re¬
treated to Baracoa, losing 19 soldiers killed
and 60 wounded. The rebels had 3 killed
and 11 wounded, and captured from the
troops 20,000 cartridges and 30 guns
that were in the fortresses. More than
one hundred men, useful for the war,
joined Ituen's party, forty of them volun¬
teers with arms and ammunition.
The column of General Canellas had so

many wounded in the battle of Ramon de
las Saguas on the 12th inst., that owing to
the difficulty of carrying them, on the 17th
they had not reached Guantanamo. It
was a complete defeat for the Spaniards.
This harbor is full of Spanish men-of-war,

who watch the Cuban coast from here to
prevent expeditions from entering the isl¬
and.

SLAUGHTER AT MALATIA.

Wholesale Butchery Committed There by
Mussulmans, and Not Kurds.Three

Thousand Victims.

Prom Malatia, Armenia, a letter has
been received in this city which was writ¬
ten by an Armenian who witnessed the
massacre which began there on October
22 last and was continued for five days.
The letter is written in the Armenian lan¬
guage, and is addressed to the writer's
brothers, who live in Philadelphia. One
of the latter came on to New York to con¬
sult with Dr. Markar G. Dadirrian, of No.
73 Lexington avenue, concerning portious
of its contents. The following translation
of the letter was made by Dr. Dadirrian,
who considered that it would be impolitic
to publish names, aud they are therefore
omitted:
"My Dear Brothers.To-day I write you

such news as will pour tire into your
hearts. Oh! oh! how can my tongue move
in my mouth and my pen be guided by
my lingers to transmit such frightful
news? But what use is there in my ob¬
serving silence? Others will write. It is
better, therefore, for you to learn the
worst from me.
"To-day is the twenty-fifth day that we

have had almost nothing to eat and no
place to sleep. They stole everything and
burned our houses. They butchered our
father and our brother. When the massa¬
cre began I was in the fields, and hid
myself in the bushes and woods for eight
days, without food. Often the bullets
whistled past me.
"When all was quiet I returned to the

city. I found mother and my children
alive. I wiped the flowing tears from
their eyes day after day, and this duty
was more than death to me. All who
were left alive were eagerly praj'ing for
death.
"We went to the house of a relative. It

had been spared, because it stood among
houses inhabited by Turks, and they were
afraid to set fire to it for this reason. I
bought some hay and cotton and we made
two beds and comforters. There are four¬
teen of us, and we have only the two beds
among us. We get only five loaves of bread
a day. That is not enough even for the
children. This is our present condition.
What will happen later we do not know.

"I would ask you to send us money; but
through whom can you send it? Neither
brokers nor merchants are left. All have
been butchered. But if it is possible to
send us* any money by mail, please swul
us a few pounds sterling at once in order
to save us from starving.
"God saved us to sec these horrors, which

were not seen even by our ancestors. My
dear brothers, how can I describe such
horrors? Grandmother and three uncles
have been butchered and another uncle is
lying in bed dangerously wounded. The
number of killed in our city is more than
3,000 and all the houses are burned. This
massacre was done by c.ur own Mussulman
citizens and neighbors. There were no.
Kurds Tn the city" to take part in The
slaughter."
Dr. Dadirrian said that this letter dis¬

poses of the assertion frequently made by
the Turks that Kurds and not Turks are
to be blamed for the massacres.
"Indeed," added Dr. Dadirrian, "there

can bo no such wholesale slaughter except
by order of the Sultan himself. He orders
that there shall be carnage beginning with
such a day and lasting so long. His will is
supreme. That this is so is shown by the
immunity which the writer from Malatia
and the other few survivors now enjoy.
They are perfectly safe until another
order from Constantinople is received.
"The impression prevails among us Ar-

menians that the manner in which the
European powers arc intervening in behalf
of our distressed brethren has done in¬
finitely more harm than if no step at all
had been taken toward their protection.
There were fewer and comparatively more
desultory slaughters so long as the Ar¬
menians were left to the protection of only
Russia or when only England interfered
for them. The combination of all the pow¬
ers has resulted in nothing but wholesale
carnage and devastation right under the
very noses of our alleged protectors."

EARTHQUAKE KILLS MANY.

During a Severe Shock on the Island of
Sicily Many Fatalitjes

Occurred.

Naples, Dec. 31..A severe shock of
earthquake was felt at Cicciano, near the
city of Nola, in the province of Caserta,
on Sunday.
A number of houses were thrown down,

several persons were killed and many
others injured.

Three Killed in an Explosion.
Scranton, Pa., Dec. 31..An exploding boiler

at Laws Breaker, near Avoea, this morning killed
Alexander Young, Thomas McDonald and Court-
right Wolf, all married men, and who were em¬
ployed at the shaft.

Liverpool, Dec. 31..The failure of two
financial firms was announced on the Stock
Exchange to-day, their suspension being
due to the fall in American railroad stocks
Both were hiinor houses.

Victoria, B. C., Dec. 31..The steamer
Danube, which returned from Alaska yes¬
terday, reports trouble brewing at Sitka
over the murder of a young Indian of the
Killispoo tribe, In connection with which
two men of the United States cutter. Wal-
cott, together with a couple of miuers and
thirteen Kake Indians, have been arrested
The Killispoo tribe have donned their war
paint and taken up arms to avenge the
death of their tribesman.

Washington, D. 0.,* Dec. 31..Russia has
made considerable progress in the sugar
beet industry, according to John Karei,
United States Consul-General at St. Pe¬
tersburg, who has written a report on the
subject to the State Department. The area
under beet culture now amounts to 849 -

910 acres, a gain of 29,855 over last year
From this year's area 0,008,955 tons of
beets are expected, and the quantity of
sugar yielded is estimated at 717,58S tons
an increase of 115,607 tons over 1894

The Dilatory Measures of the Author¬
ities in This Case Under

Suspicion.
FRIGHTFUL DISASTER IN SILESIA.

A Firedamp Explosion in a Coal Mine Near
Breslau Kills Twenty-one Men Out¬

right and Mortally Wounds
Many Others.

Berlin, Dec. 31..The arrest of Baron von

Hammerstein, the ex-editor of the Kreuz
Zeitung and leader of the Conservative
party, is still the all-absorbing topic in the
capital.
The dilatory tactics of the Berlin police

in this case have appeared inexplicable. It
has been confidents asserted that the fu¬
gitive has been enab.ed to elude the grasp
of Justice so long only through the influ¬
ence of men of high standing at court.
Flora Gass, the much-mentioned com¬

panion of the gay absconder, acknowledged
in an interview to-day that she had in¬
formed the authorities of the fugitive's
whereabouts several months ago. She be¬
trayed this and other secrets out of re¬

venge, because Von Hammerstein did not
take her with him on his flight to Tyrol
and Corfu, in which his wife and children
accompanied him.
The bankruptcy of the absconding crimi¬

nal lawyer, Fritz Friedmann, proves to be
a gigantic one. It is now learned that his
debts exceed a million dollars. Much of
his Income and the funds which he obtain¬
ed from friends were lost on the race

track.
A frightful calamity has occurred in the

Wrangh coal mine, in Waldenburg, forty-
three miles southwest from Breslau in
Prussian Silesia.

Early this morning there was an ex¬

plosion of firedamp while all the men were

at work in the deep shaft. As far as can

be learned at least twenty-one workmen
were killed. Altogether seventy injured
have been taken out of the mine, and near¬

ly a score are still missing.
Everything is being done to save the

lives of the rescued and to soothe the ends
of those who cannot survive their injuries.
Heartrending scenes are witnessed at

the mine, from which the dead and injured
are dragged with great difficulty. Men,
women and children stand waiting for
hours hoping, yet fearing the worst for
their entombed relatives. It is believed
that all the men who are still in the mine
are either dead or so badly injured that.
If They are not taken out to-day only
corpses will be hauled up from the depth.

THE CRISIS NOT YET PAST.
The Westminster Gazette Wants a Board

of Conciliation on the Venezuela Dis¬
pute.New Evidence Found.

London, Dec. 31. The Westminster
Gazette says:
"We must not delude ourselves into

thinking that the Venezuelan crisis is
passed. There is a surprising depth and
strength of feeling behind President Cleve¬
land. Lord Salisbury cannot retreat from
his position of refusing to submit the Ven¬
ezuelan dispute to arbitration, and the
Americans will not retreat from the stand
they have taken."
The Gazette, In conclusion, advises that

both agree to leave the whole matter to a
board of conciliation. The countries, It
says, would not be bound to accept the de¬
cision of such a board, but the chance of
reaching an acceptable compromise would
be very great.
Washington, Dec. 31..The State Depart¬

ment has discovered in the Venezuelan
boundary dispute new documentary light of
t|he British contention of ownership west
of tlie Schomburgk line and Lord Salis¬
bury's refusal to agree to arbitration east
of that line. In the opinion of those offi-
cials who are studying the controversy,
this official document demonstrates that
England had no Idea of claiming a large part
of Venezuela until Schomburgk's scientific
explorations had disclosed the great wealth
of the region, and that she then deter¬
mined to make exorbitant claims, trustingthat part of them, at least, would stick.
The newly discovered document consists

of a letter from Viscount Levenson (after¬
ward Earl Granville), British Under Secre¬
tary of State for Foreign Affairs, to Sir
James Stephen, permanent Under Secre¬
tary for the Colonies, written under in¬
structions from Lord Palmerston, Secre¬
tary of Foreign Affairs, for the guidance of
Lord John Russell, Secretary for War and
Colonies. The note is as follows:

"Foreign Office, 18 March, 1840.
"Sir.I am directed by Viscount Palmer¬

ston to acknowledge the receipt of yourletter of the 6th Inst., inclosing copies and
extracts from Mr. Light, Governor of Brit¬
ish Guiana, relative to the expediency cf an
arrangement being made with the Bra¬
zilian, Venezuelan and Netherland Gov¬
ernments, by which the boundaries of Brit¬
ish Guiana may be accurately defined.
"With reference to that part of your let¬

ter In which you state that Lord John
Russell considers it to be important that
the boundaries of British Guiana should
be ascertained and agreed upon, if possible,
and that Mr. Schomburgk's researches in
those parts have qualified him in a pe¬
culiar manner to be of use, should the
services of any person acquainted with the
geography of British Guiana be required
for fixing the boundaries of the British
territory, I am to state to yo^ that the
course of proceeding which Lord Palmer¬
ston would suggest for the consideration
of Lord John Russell is that a map of
British Guiana should be made out accord¬
ing to the boundaries described by Mr.
Schomburgk; that the said map should be
accompanied by a memoir, describing in*
detail the natural features which define
and constitute the boundaries in question,
and that copies of that map and memoir
should be delivered to the Governments of
Venezuela, of Brazil and of the Nether¬
lands, as a statement of the British claims.
"That in the meanwhile British commis¬

sioners should be sent to erect landmarks
on the ground, In order to mark out by
permanent erections the line of boundary
so claimed by Groat Britain. It would
then rest with each of the three Govern¬
ments above mentioned ro make any objec¬
tion which they might have to bring for¬
ward against these boundaries, and to state
the reasons upon which such objections
might be founded, and Her Majesty's Gov¬
ernment would then give such answers
thereto as might appear proper and just.
"Lord Palmerston further considers that

Chief Conlin Hires Two Cracks¬
men with Kits of Drills and
Saws and Braces and Bits.

The Several Safes Owned by Valen¬
tine & Co. Forced Open by the

Experts in Short Order.

PROTESTS OF COUNSEL DERIDED.

The Contents of the Safes Now Locked Up
at Police Headquarters to Be Used

in an Effort to Prove Their Own-
ersto Be Gamblers.

Several "burglar-proof" safes were
"cracked" yesterday in short order by two
smart young men In the employ of Chief
of Police Conlin. The safes are the prop¬
erty of H. Valentine & Co., who say they
are stock brokers. The police are of the
opinion that they are common gamblers.
Each of Conlin's chosen experts carried a
kit of tools in a little canvas bag.
"That red-nosed dub done his bit in Sing

Sing," a citizen who was lounging at a

lamp post on Twenty-ninth street re¬
marked.
"That other ruby would steal a stove,"

was the comment of the first citizen s
friend.

PROUD OF HIS "PROFESSIONALS."
Chief Conlin seemed proud of the talent

he had secured. He would not tell who the
gentlemen were, nor permit them to do so
themselves. He said as far as he knew
they had taken no hand in the Burden
jewelry burglary, nor In those in Fifth ave¬
nue or Central Park West. But this was
only a theory of the chief, and he con¬
fessed that he was not positive as to its
accuracy. All he did know was that they
were professional men.
During the raid on the Valentine safes Mr.

Conlin was accompanied by Detectives Vail,Savage and Heard and Police Captain Pick¬
ett. Deputy Sheriff Carraher was present
every time a safe was "cracked" to protestagainst such action on behalf of creditors
of Valentine & Co., for whom he held at¬
tachments. The threat of Lawyer Stein-
haidt that he would hold the Chief responsi¬ble in an action for damages if ho dared to
open the safes by force was treated with
derision. Mr. Conlin exhibited the search
warrant issued by Magistrate Kudlich and
ordered his burglars to. go to work.

OPENED THIS ONE QUICKLY.
The safes in Valentine's rooms in the

basement of No. 43 West Twenty-ninth
street were first attacked. The reporters
were excluded while the job was being done.
The order to smash things was not givenuntil Mr. Valentine refused to produce the
keys. A drill was placed over the combina¬
tion lock of the big safe, which reached al¬
most to the ceiling. Three holes were
drilled and after a few sharp knocks the
doors flew open. The job took just twenty-
seven minutes. The small safe was openedin four minutes.
The contents proved to be several largebooks, bundles of stock quotations and alarge quantity of letters and papers that

Mr. Valentine said were of a strictly pri¬vate nature. One document was said to be
the will of Alonzo C. Maynard, a member
of the firm. Everything was packed in a
big bag and taken away by the police.Then an assault was made 011 the two
safes in the office at No. 39 ^\est Twenty-eighth street, and a great crowd assembled
in front of the building to enjoy the fun
Carraher again protested and Stetnhardt

TWO MORE EROKEN INTO.
"Hello, Spike Hennessy! When did you

come down the river?" a young fellov.
shouted through the window as the chief
expert adjusted his bit and brace to the
steel. The big safe was opened in twenty-five minutes and the small one swung on
its hinges in a jiffy. The contents of both
were packed up and the police officials
lumped into a carriage and drove down to
the third office of Valentine & Co , at Nos.
17 and 19 Broadway. The Sheriff and at¬
torney took an elevated train and got there
before them.

, .. . .Valentine & Co. had made.up their minds
bv this time that their safes were not
burglar proof, and Mr. Lender, of that
firm opened the Broadway safe volun-taril'y. This made Conlin feel better and
he treated all the boys to cigars. The con¬
tents of the safe were packed up as before
and all the parties hastened to Jefferson
Market Police Court, where an examina¬
tion was to come up at 3 Q'eiQCt lJefoie
Magistrate Kudlich. The po ice who had
been on duty two weeks at the serial of¬
fices were withdrawn after the safes had
been broken open.
The examination in Jefferson Market was

brief Lawyer Hummel, who appeared for
Valentine & Co.. asked for an adjournment
till Chief Conlin made a return of his do¬
ings under the search warrant. His mo¬
tion was denied. Then sworn statements
were made by Detective W ade, Henry
Foley, Anthony E. Burke and Chief of
Police Murphy, of Jersey City. It -was sub¬
stantially the same evidence given by these
men on the examination of Valentine s
clerks, who were released by Magistrate
^Lawyer Steinhardt made a small sensa¬
tion by asking Burke if James A Britton
had not threatened \ alentine & Co. with
arrest and exposure unless they paid him
.i good sum of money. Burke said he had
never heard any such thing. Mr. Britton
was formerly connected with Anthony
Comstock's Society for the Suppression ofViee^ The hearing was adjourned till Jan¬
uary 7 at 10 a. m.

FOUND INCRIMINATING EVIDENCE.

Work of the Corporation Counsel's Office

During the Past Year Reviewed
by Its Chief.

Corporation Counsel Francis M. Scott, In
his report for the year 1895, says his office
has collected almost enough money in fees
and arrears of personal taxes to pay its own
expenses. During the year 10 4-10 miles of
new streets have been acquired by the city,
at a cost of $1,550,000 in awards for lands
condemned.
The most important proceeding closed was

that relating to the condemnation of a part
of the village of Katonah. Claims amount¬
ing to $1,688,548.39 were presented and
sworn evidence was produced before the
commissioners to the effect that they were
of that value. After hearing the evidence
of the city, however, the commissioners
awarded the sum of $630,653.
Never In the history of the city have so

many proceedings been pending for the ac¬
quisition of lands for new parks, school-
houses, Are engine houses, streets and other
public places.

Title was acquired to St. John's Park, at Hud¬
son and Leroy streets; Washington Bridge Park,
the side hill between Tenth or Amsterdam ave¬
nue, Washington Bridge and High Bridge, for
-wtecb .an awaufl-ofwas-nntae: tfaMUfc-
pronches to the new Macomb's Dam Bridge on
the north were acquired at an expense of $212.-
950.26; the triangular piece of land at the junc¬
tion of the Boulevard, West End avenue and
north of One Hundred and Sixth street was also
acquired.
Title was also acquired to four separate school

sites, involving 33 lots. In five other school
sites, involving about 50 lots, the proceedings
are nearly completed. Proceedings for the ac¬
quisition of land for the parks described below
have been begun and some of them nearly com¬
pleted:

St. Nicholas Park (west of St. Nicholas ave¬
nue, between Ona Hundred and Thirtieth and
One Hundred and Forty-first streets).
Fort Washington Park (on the Hudson River,

between the lines extended of One Hundred and
Seventy-first and One Hundred and Eighty-fourth
streets, and west of the French Boulevard).
Th» Colonial Park (between One Hundred and

Forty-fifth and One Hundred and Fifty-fifth
streets, Bradhurst and Edgecomb avenues).
Riverside Park extension, from Seventy-second

street to One Hundred and Twenty-ninth street,
west of the Hudson River Railroad Company's
trucks.
The Little Italy Park (so called, on the East

River, between One Hundred and Eleventh and
One Hundred and Fourteenth streets, east of
First avenue).
A proceeding has also been begun to acquire

title to the Grand Boulevard, or Concourse, run¬
ning from One Hundred and Sixty-first street
to Mosholu Parkway, aloug the ridge east of
Jerome avenue, and the report of the Commis¬
sioners as to the first section (about one-third)
from One Hundred and Sixty-first street to One
Hundred and Seventy-fourth street, is nearly
completed.
Condemnation proceedings have also been be¬

gun to acquire title to twenty-seven separate
school sites in all parts of the city. These in¬
volve the condemnation of about i25 city lots
of 25 by 100 feet.
In the case of the Harlem Speedway a

large amount of testimony has been tak<>n
The values of the land as claimed by the
property owners and the city differ enor¬
mously, the property owners claiming
$3,(K)0,000, while the city experts value the
land at less than $200,000.

ITALIAN TROOPS IN TROUBLE.
Forage and Provisions Scarce and Disease

on the Increase,
Rome, Dec. 31..The Government is In¬

formed that the additional reinforcements
of Italian troops sent to Abyssinia recently
have arrived at Massowah.
The Abyssinian army is quartered at Dolo.
The Italian troops are compelled to send

out columns for the purpose of obtaining
forage and provisions, and many cases of
dysentery are reported among them.

THE CHILD WIFE BURIED.
A Few Simple Country Folks About the

Plain Casket at West-
field, N. J.

Mary Mack Llgget, the child wife, who
committed suicide at her mother's home, in
the foothills of the Orange Mountains, a
few miles from Westfield, N. J., was
burled yesterday in Fairview Cemetery, in
Westfield township.
The stepfather stood outside the door of

the little front room where the girl's
corpse lay, and emphatically denied the
story that he had kept the girl a prisoner
In their miserable home. Her husband had
left her, he said, and she willingly re¬
turned home with him and remained there.
Sunday evening the little family were in
the front yard, when they heard the vil¬
lage church bell down the road ring.
"I'm going to church," Mary said in

German.
Mack insisted she should not go, as

neither he nor his wife could accompany
her.
"You'll be sorry if I don't go." replied

the girl, and all three entered the house.
The girl went to a bureau in the front
room as the mother and stepfather walked
through to the kitchen. Tuen the girl fol¬
lowed them, and they saw her put a vial
to her lips and throw it down under the
stove. She then returned to the front
room, and the old folks picked up the vial
and saw it was poison. They followed her
at once, and as Mack asked her what she
had taken the mother sat about preparing
a simple remedv to act as an emetic.
Marv threw herself in her stepfather's
arms, sobbing. Harry Beidner, who lives
further up the mountain road, was pass¬
ing along the highway, and was called in.
He ran to town for Dr. Kinch, but when
the latter reached the house the girl was

dead.
There were half a dozen simple country

folks about the plain black casket when
the Rev. Dr. Bice, of the Methodist
Church, New Providence, read the burial
service yesterday afternoon. The features
of the girl showed traces of great beauty
even in death. Some one had brought a

u(TnOrrof o'ltnSciiOTS Siid pktGfrfi itifeTu 1I1
the dead girl's hand, while a wreath of
smilax encircled the head. The towns¬
people said there were many black pages
in Mary's life, even if she was scarcely
more than a child. The better class of
girls were cautioned not to speak to her,
and almost since babyhood she was
shunned.
"Poor girl!" one motherly old woman

said. "No one ever showed her right from
wrong. She was like a wild flower, and
grew up only to be kicked about and
scoffed at. Can you wonder that she be¬
came what she was?"
Mrs. Mack said her husband was never

cruel to the girl, and seldom more severe
than circumstances necessitated.
"What prompted her to commit suicide?"

she said. "Well, I don't know exactly.
She had been thinking over things, per¬
haps, and did not see much happiness in
store for her. That's the only reason I
can give."
THE TREASURY STATEMENT.

It Will Show a Deficit of Fifteen Mill¬
ion Dollars.

Washington, Dec. 31..The figures of
Treasury receipts and expenditures for the
first half of the fiscal year 1896 are now

practically completed. The official state¬
ment, to be issued on Thursday, January 2,
will show approximately that the receipts
for the six months were $167,500,000 and
expenditures $182,500,000, making the de¬
ficit $15,000,000.
For the month of December therecelpts

were light, being $26,250,00(1, and the ex¬

penditures $25,750,000. making sin oxcess of
receipts over expenditures of $500,000.
Because of the heavy interest payments

In January and the maturity of $4,320,000
of Pacific Railroad bonds, it is anticipated
that the month of January will show a de¬
ficit of $10,000,000 or $12,000,000.

Washington, Dec. 31..United States

Treasurer Morgan to-day forwarded 28,786
checks, aggregating $6,749,733, in payment
of Interest due January 1. 1896, on United
States 4 per cent consols of 1907. and bonds
issued in aid of the Pacific railroads.
