PLANNING BANKING LAWS.

Representative  Walker Discusses
Legislation’ Contemplated by the
House Committee.

Washington, Jan. 1.—Mr. Walker, of
Muassachusetts, the chanlrman of the House
Committee on Banking and Curreney, be-
ing usked to-day what banking legislation
his committee wonld be lkely to formu-
Ixte at this session, said:

“From my conversgtions with members
of the committee, it Is obvious that we
shall do pothing thot will not meet the
gpproval of the sound sepmse of the ecoun-
try. The comumlttee Is composed of fualr-
mitidedl men, They will not attetupt to
troduce new roles for controlling the
banks in any bl tley may report. On
the other hand, they recognize that they
are not teachers or profegsors to formulnte
correet theorles or practioes In a bill that
the pust action’ of Congress shows canliot
become a Taew.

“Prest, they will attempt to declde the
prinelples of finntce crpstnlllzed futo Soun-
einl eustoros, the violation of which has
cansed the anomalons: conditions of the
present. Second, they will declde the bost
thing to be done under the existing peril-
ous condifions to put the fAnfdnces of the
cotntry on a safe and solld fonudation,
Lad the committee the power to do it
Thiwd, they will report to the. House n
bill that will "vonform as nenrly to the
lm’lvli:‘es of the safest and most successful
wanking system of the world sa they can
devise, and have rmf chanee of being en-
acted Into law by this Congress, !
