TAXATION FOR WAR.
Some of the wise heads in the coun¬

try have been studying an effective
"war taxation," so as to be

..eady with propositions in case the un¬

fortunate dispute between England
and this country should not be set¬

tled without a resort to compulsory
measures. It is remarked that the ex¬

penses of the "civil" war reached
about $1,000,000 dally, In addition to

the expenses of the ordinary peace
establishment, and it is reasoned from
this that a war nowadays, because of
the vast cost of modern guns, iron¬
clads and explosives, would cost con¬

siderably more. There would therefore
be occasion for the levy of between
$200,000,000 and $300,000,000 annually in
new taxes. In 1866 $500,000,000 was

raised with comparative ease, and it

ought to be easy now to raise more

than double that sum from sourcea of
taxation which readily suggest them¬
selves.
A prominent statistician remarks

that one of the first items of internal
revenue taxation subject to Increase
would probably be the tax on beer,
which could be made toyyield $32,000,000
more than at the present by the simple
doubling of the rate. The "stamp
act," of course, looms up at once as a

war measure; but the public of to-day
would be loath to see re-established
all / the petty taxes upon machines,
perfumery, bank checks and every
conceivable class of negotiable paper.
It is thought that a stamp tax, un¬

popular as it might be, would probably
yield $60,000,000.
The collectors of tax statistics waive

aside as entirely impracticable the
notion of Senator Mills, of Texas,
that the advent of war would re¬

quire a constitutional amendment per¬
mitting the levy of a tax income in
proportion to the wealth. But they
are more than open to suggestions for
taxing patents. In Prance the patent
tax yields $40,000,000 annually, and
there is no reason to doubt that a

similar tax here, where Inventive
genius is so much freer from hin¬
drances, might afford as much as

$80,000,000 or $100,000,000. This patent
tax, added to $60,000,000 from stamps,
$32,000,000 from the brewing industry,

and, say, <.110,000,000 increase In cus¬

toms, wr uld give a gratifying total,
and there is reason to suppose that
without resorting to the more offen¬
sive class of special taxes the desired
sum necessary for the extraordinary
expenditures of war could be obtained.

Senator Sherman learned the art of
flaying so well when he was writing
his books about his Republican com¬

petitors that he practised it beauti¬
fully on Mr. Cleveland and Mr. Car¬
lisle in reviewing their syndicate policy
yesterday.

LET SKY SCRAPERS ALONE!
The tall building may be said to be

firmly grafted upon metropolitan man¬

ners. No amount of opposition to it
on aesthetic or other grounds could
ever reconcile New York to get along
without it. Our gaze is no longer
suited to the city sky lines of the past,
and an edifice only eighty feet high
would seem dwarfish to us. The pros¬
pects are that instead of a restriction
of height upon buildings for general
business purposes, these structures
will go on crawling nearer and nearer

the clouds. The modern man wishes
to see how much profit he can derive
from the regions of the air.
These colossal monuments, with their

elastic and firm steel frames, with
their thousands of windows and their
elevators which make all floors equally
easy of access, are destined to become
popular even in cities which now re¬

ject them. A distinguished French
architect has given his testimony in
favor of these gigantic hives of in¬

dustry. Light and air and a vast out¬
look are obtained by these enormous

towers of industry, as they never could

be In buildings restricted to a height
of seventy or eighty feet.
The Legislature of this State is not

likely to pass a law restricting the
erection of the high buildings which
have done so much to remedy the in¬
conveniences of New York's conforma¬
tion. '¦

Is Alfred Austin expected to cele¬
brate the exploits of the British South
Africa Company? It would be a trying
task.

A BRITISH OBJECT-LESSON.
Long ago it was predicted that the

chartered South Africa Company would
be the cause of a scandal which might
shake all England. It certainly has

got Great Britain into a pretty pickle
by the mad aggression of Dr. Jameson
in the Transvaal, the

^
Boers having,

with their accustomed spirit, repelled
the invasion, and, it is rumored, court-
martialed and shot the leader. Em¬

peror William of Germany has sent

them a congratulatory telegram, and
all Europe is laughing at England for

having received a just and weil-merit-
ed reproof for the practice of her im¬
memorial grabbing policy. The Gov¬
ernor of Cape Colony has been obliged
to disavow the expedition, and Eng¬
lishmen are asking why the Duke of
Fife does not withdraw from the di¬
rectorate of a company which has so

cruelly embarrassed the country.
The thirst for gold is the cause of

the present difficulty, just, for that
matter, as it is at the bottom of the
boundary dispute in Venezuela. Uncle
Sam can afford to smile at the predica¬
ment of the British, who, just as un¬

expected disclosures concerning the
Venezuela boundary dispute seem like¬
ly to compel them to back completely
out of the haughty position assumed
by Lord Salisbury, are giving an ob¬
ject-lesson to the world of the danger
of attemping to play their game of
grab and bluster where there are inde¬
pendent white men to oppose them.

Ten thousand dollars a day for War¬
ing and his brigade! And Monday
night the rain cleaned the streets for
nothing.

The work of national defence is going
forward. A bill for $87,000 to provide
for defences at New York, Boston and
other seaports was introduced in the
House yesterday.
Contractors and tailors are still ob¬

stinately holding out against each
other in the great strike in Brooklyn.
Evidently the "co-operative shop" is
destined to arise before many weeks.

The Brooklyn trolley companies de¬
clare that they view the prospect of a

three-cent fare with undisguised aver¬
sion. Who cares? Let us have it, all
the same.

A cold wave in the weather Is com-,
ing, and it looks very much as if there
was to be a cold wave for bond syndi¬
cates, if Senator Elkins's resolution
passes.

That great humorist Ignatius Don¬
nelly wants the three political parties-
Democratic, Republican and Populist.
to meet and agree on a common plat¬
form for the good of the country. It
would be dangerous for Ignatius to be
as funny as he can.

It is gratifying to observe that a
bill has been introduced in the Assem¬
bly repealing Section 267 of the Penal
Code. When this is out of the way,
people will be able to sell fruit and
flowers on Sunday in New York City
without being treated as if they were
criminals.

Mad King Otto, of Bavaria, who is
to be deposed in order that his uncle,
Prince Luitpold, who has long acted
as regent, may ascend the throne, has
one of the principal pleasures left to
him that he has derived from king¬
ship. In the prison-palace where he is
confined his attendants will continue]

to address him, as before, as "Your
Royal Majesty Otto Wilhelm Luitpold
Adalbert "Waldemar, King of Bavaria,
Pfalzgraf of the Rhine, Herzog of Ba¬
varia, of Franken and of Suabia."
This recitation of his titles always
gave Otto the keenest delight; and
during the first years of his confine¬
ment he used frequently to ripg his
bell for the pleasure of hearing his
servants Inquire what were the wishes
of His Majesty. It is something of a

travesty upon the theory that attrib¬
utes divine origin and right to kings
that mad Otto's relic of royalty is
about all there is left to most others
of the European sovereigns. The deri¬
vation of the word king, from the
Saxon word "konig," or "cyning,"
which comes from "can," intimating
power, or "ken," knowledge, does not
apply as it did when the word was in¬
vented. A man may still be a king,
and possess neither knowledge nor
power, both qualities being invested
in the parliaments which his people
elect. All the kings of Europe still
possess, however, the prerogative of
being addressed by grandiose titles,
though it .is only a matter of time in
the march of civilization when even
that felicity will be denied them.

GEDNEY TOOK CHLORAL.
He Was One of the Prominent Members

of the Orangfe County
Bar.

Middletown, N. Y., Jan. 3..Herbert Ged¬
ney, a prominent Orange County lawyer,
doing business in this city, Was found
dead in his office this morning. An empty
bottle, which had contained chloral, by his
side, told the cause of his sudden taking
away. Gedney was one of the most talent¬
ed attorneys in the county, but a few years
ago he became addicted to drink and his
downfall was rapid. He was born In 1832,and was admitted to the bar in 1875. bo-
coming at once partner with his father,Judge Gedney, in the practice of law at
Goshen.
In 18S8 the senior member of ,the firm

died, and soon after the junior member
went to the bad. Whea he came to Mid¬
dletown, In 1893, his friends did everything
in their power to bring back to him his
lost prestige. He had of late been drink¬
ing, and he took chloral to quiet his
nerves. It is presumed he took an extra
dose last night and it proved fatal. Yes¬
terday afternoon he made arrangements
for changing his office from the Nearing
building to one owned by Combs & Wilbur,
and had made an engagement to meet their
representative in the evening, but failed
to do BO.
He did Lot return to his home last night,

and this morning his wife went to the
office to learn the reason. She found the
door locked, and. securing a key and ef¬
fecting an entrance, found her husband
cold In death. He was a learned man, and
after his coming 1o Middletown spent not
a little of his leisure time in penning ar¬
ticles for the press in defence of the Epis¬
copal faith and in endeavoring to impress
on the minds of the young the perils that
attend the use of intoxicating drinks. He
leaves a widow and two young daughters.

SIX BODIES RECOVERED.
Workmen Still Toiling in Biting Frost at

the Ruins of the Wireworks
Fire in St. Louis.

St. Louis, Mo., Jan. 3..Workmen engaged
to-day in searching the building which was

destroyed by an explosion and fire yester¬
day have discovered three more bodies,
one of them a headless trunk. Last night's
report of nineteen missing has been very
materially reduced by the finding of twelve
of the missing ones, who had been slightly
wounded and had been cared for by friends.
The number of dead, however, is still con¬

jectural, and only a thorough overhauling
of the debris will determine this.
The wreckers are working at a disad¬

vantage, as the temperature is eight de¬
grees above zero and the water thrown
upon the fire has frozen almost solid. One
or the bodies found this morning has been
identified as Norman MacArthur, foreman
of the Excelsior Wire Company.
Two more dead bodies were taken out of

the ruins so badly mangled and covered
with ice that they were unrecognizable,
but are supposed to be L. Ley, shipping
clerk of the Excelsior Iron and Wire Works,
and Joseph Cavoreck. This makes the
number of dead recovered six, and four are
still missing.
Blown One Hundred Feet Away.

Lawrenceburg, Ind., Jan. 3..A boiler ex¬

ploded this morning at the sawmill of
Chance & Kruz, at Manchester. Cotton
Cross, of Lawrenceburg, was blown one

hundred feet or more and Instantly killed,
and Tom Wade and a man named Ulrich,
both of Indianapolis, were seriously in¬
jured.

Fatally Injured by Dynamite.
Milford, Mass., Jan. 3..This noon an ex¬

plosion of dynamite cartridges at Hopedale
fatally injured Giuseppe Luisette, twenty-
five years old. single, and Angelo Marcas-
troppa, forty-three, married. They were
thawing the cartridges at a portable forge
fire. The throats and chests of both meu
were frightfully lacerated.

MARRIED IN THEIR TEENS.

The Young People Eloped, Returned
Home and Were Forgiven.

Union Springs, N. Y., Jan. 3..An elope¬
ment of school children which occurred last
week has Just become known. The roman¬

tically Inclined couple were Miss Bessie
Hofif, of this place, who Is a well-known
young woman, and George Furman, whose
home Is In Geneva, but who was at Ithaca
attending the Cornell Preparatory School.

It seems that last Friday the couple went
to Skaneateles, unknown to any of their
relatives or friends, and were married.
They are both In their teens. They returned
the same evening to the home of the bride,
where they explained matters and, it is said,
met with the customary forgiveness.

KEW YORK'S ARMED FORCE
The National Guard Has at Pres¬

ent Only 773 Officers and
12,389 Enlisted Men.

In Case of Emergency the State Can
Put 560,000 Sound Soldiers

in the Field.

MANY NEW ARMORIES REQUIRED.

General McAlpin Suggests the Organization
of a Regiment of Heavy Artillery.

More Money Needed to Keep the
Guard at a High Standard.

Albany, N. Y.. Jan. 3..Adjutant-General
E. A. McAlpin has transmitted to Governor
Morton his annual report for the year 1895.
He estimates that there are In this State,
subject to enrolment for military service,
800,000 men between the age of eighteen
and forty-five. The State could easily se¬
cure a force of 560,000 sound men, subject
to and fit for military duty. Of this num
ber probably not more than 150,000 have
at some time had military training In the
service or in schools. There may be added
50,000 more of veterans of the War of the
Rebellion and ex-ipebers of the National
Guard above the age limit, but at present
still able to do a certain amount of mili¬
tary service.
General McAlpin says there are citizens in

the State who, because their employes, as

members of the guard, have obeyed the call
of the State, have discharged them from
their employment. Protection should be
afforded to the members of the National
Guard and the Naval Military against such
unworthy citizens of the State, as well as
against discrimination in giving employ¬
ment to members of those bodies. The Con¬
stitution requires that the State militia
shall comprise at least 10,000 men. The
military code says that the guard shall not
embrace more than 15,000 men in times of
peace. The guard now consists of 773
commissioned officers and 12.38U enlisted
men. General McAlpin says:

HEAVY ARTILLERY WANTED.
"The present appropriation makes a fur¬

ther increase of the National Guard inad¬
visable. And yet an Increase seems to be de¬
manded by the times. The General Govern¬
ment had an inadequate force to
man such coast defences as there
are, and a still less adequate force
to man them as they ought to be.
It would therefore seem prudent for
the State to organize at least one regi¬
ment of heavy artillery with a view to
assist the General Government in manning
the defences of New York Harbor. To do
so requires, however, a decided addition
to the present annual appropriation made
for the support of the National Guard.
"I respectfully submit for /our consid¬

eration the propriety of an award by the
State of a decoration to those officers and
enlisted men who have performed in a
calendar year 100 per cent of all the du¬
ties required by law, and orders of their
respective organizations or departments,
such decoration only to be held as long as
the holder performs this amount of duty.
"After giving the subject careful thought

I have come to the conclusion that cities
of less than 30,000 inhabitants should not
be allowed to have more than one military
organization. Experience proves that two
companies will not flourish In such places;
that generallv one, sometimes both, are
lacking In strength and proper material.
The organizations in the naval militia are
in excellent condition, the men numbering
25 commissioned officers and 408 petty offi¬
cers and seamen.

WHY MEN LOOK SHABBY.
"Trousers are issued as a regular sup¬

ply, but are expected to last for five years;
vet one tour of service during strikes !!ke
those at Buffalo and Brooklyn, and service
in camp quickly use up a pair. As the ap¬
propriation made for the guard is insuffi¬
cient to provide more than one pair for
each man during his five years' enlist¬
ment. the man is poorly dressed and does
not present an appearance to the credit
of the State. I recommend a specla ap¬
propriation for the purpose of providing
new blouses for all and more trousers and
articles of uniform generally, as needed.

"It is desirable that medical and sur¬
gical camp chests be provided for each regi¬
ment and battalion, and suitably smaller
ones for each troop, battery and separate
company, as well as litters of the pattern
in use bv the United States Army, and I
respectfully ask your approval of this and
the appropriation necessary to carry it

He recommends, also, that an ambulance
service be attached to each regiment; that
more ground be secured for the State
camp; that the entire National Guard
should go Into camp every year, and that
the usual camp drills and exercises be per¬
formed also in the several armories.
New armories, he says,

are needed for

Police Auti orize Them to Carry
Revolvers Because of a

Bold Hold-Up.
Highwaymen Board a Car and Try to

Rob a Conductor, Who Jumps
and Runs Away.

FOUND NOCHANGE ON THEMOTORMAN

Three Robbers with Drawn Pistols Not
Quick Enough for What They Came

for, So They Left and Disap¬
peared in the Darkness.

New Haven, Conn., Jan. 3..Trolley con¬
ductors collected their fares to-night with
pistols clutched In one hand or within
easy reach, while motormen gripped the
butts of revolvers with the hand not en¬

gaged with the lever. In fact, all the trol¬
ley crews In the city, especially those who
travel In the suburban districts, became
walking arsenals.
This condition of affairs Is the result of

a hold-up last night on the Edgewood ave¬
nue branch of the New Haven Street Rail¬
way Gompany. From the Westville term¬
inus of the road the track runs through
a lonely wooded district. As Conductor
Heublsch and Motorman Fleming were

bowling along at 9 o'clock last night three
men sprang for the car. There were no
other passengers aboard. The conductor
raised his hand to pull the bell cord, when
suddenly the three men drew revolvers.
"Keep your hand up there, and put the

other up, too, 'n be quick about it!"
With a yell the conductor sprang out

through the door, jumped off and disap¬
peared in the darkness. The highwaymen
were to much surprised to move for a
few seconds. When they recovered the
conductor and the exchecquer were beyond
their clutches.
The highwaymen then turned to the

motorman and devoted a few minutes at¬
tention to the contents of his pockets.
Pay day was some distance off and Flem¬
ing was short of cash. The men goth noth¬
ing for their trouble, and, with deep oaths,
they left the car after jamming the muz¬
zles of the pistols into Fleming's face as a
parting salute.
The motorman ran his car to the terminus,

reversed and came back on the line, where
In a few minutes he was joined by Conduc¬
tor Heublsch. No time was lost on that re¬
turn trip, and the two men made haste to
report the matter to the police of this place
and of Westville. No accurate description
could be obtained of the highwaymen, as
Fleming was too scared to remember, while
Heublsch had not tarried to familiarize with
their features.
As a result of the "hold up" Superintend¬

ent Smith, of the New Haven police force,
to-day visited the offices of all the trolley
companies and Issued permits to all the
motormen and conductors to carry pistols.
He also offered. He also offered to supply
a number from the police armory, which the
company accepted.

EIGHTY~BUILDINGS~GONE7
The Business Section of a New Florida

City Almost Totally Wiped Out and
Many Persons Injured.

West Palm Beach, Fla., Jan. 3..The ex¬

plosion of a gasoline stove in a saloon on

Banyan street yesterday not only caused
the total destruction of the business part
of the city, but several citizens are seri¬
ously and one or two fatally wounded.
This city is a new one, and the Are

swept the frame buildings away like chaff
before a gale. In four hours eighty-six
buildings were destroyed, and the only
thing that saved the outskirts of the city
was the use of dynamite.
The buildings were blown down to pre¬

vent a spread of flre. The loss is roughly
estimated at $300,000. The Seminole Ho¬
tel, Elliot's Hotel, two banks and the office
