DEATH TO CIGARETTE COMPETITION.

St. Paul Makes a Magnificent Showing of
Earnings, Which Keeps Its Stock

Firm.The Market Gener¬
ally Heavy.

The stock market yesterday was gener¬
ally heavy, with the exception of Tobac-1
co, which was phenomenally strong and
advanced 5%, points. It was currently re¬
ported that the war between the American
Tobacco Company and the plug tobacco
manufacturers has been terminated by mu¬
tual concessions. Some arrangement, ac¬
cording to report, had been reached where¬
by the plug tobacco manufacturers would
not engage in the manufacture of cig¬
arettes, and the American Tobacco Com¬
pany would cease its efforts to gain con¬
trol of the plug tobacco market. The price
of the leading brand of plug tobacco of the
Tobacco Company was advanced yester-
day, lending color to the current rumors.
The action of the Tobacco stock for

over two weeks has portended important
favorable developments. During the panic
it resisted the collapse of values more
than any other stock in the market, on
account of heavy buying from insiders.
It broke to 63 after the passing of the
last quarterly dividend, and yesterday sold
at 84, an advance of 21 points in a few
weeks in the face of a panic.
There Is reason to believe that the com¬

pany has proposed peace to its rivals on
favorable terms. If the arrangements are
consummated, it is understood that the
dividends will be resumed on the common
stock, and an extra dividend of 8 per
cent declared as a compensation for the
passing of the dividend on the common
stock last month.
The general market opened weak on ac¬

count of the belief that the bond issue
would be delayed until next -week. London
also sold stocks on account of the troubleIn the .Transvaal.
