THE REIGN OF TERROR NEAR MARDIN.

Constantinople, Dec. 22,—The Turklsh
Minister af Washington I8 reported to have
Etated to Secrctary Olney that Ottoman
troops nre proteciing Amerlenn misstonaries
agninst Armenlan rloters, und that the mis-
sionaries bave thonked the Government for
this. 1t Is perbaps unnocessary to state
thitt not the sllghtest foundition exlsts for
the statement that Turkish troops huve any-
where protected milsstonuries from Arme-
ninan rioters, or that missionaries have
thanked the Government for doing this.
No misslonnries Nove been in perll from
and nous have reported seeing or hearing
of Armenlun rioters,

A letter doted Muapdin, November 25, 1805,
gives detalls of rioting and pillnglng in that
vielnhty. It says that troubles in those
marts began on the Inst of November, when
rloting began o Diarbekic after the noon
prayers.
