LALOR'S MOTHER N JAIL

Police Think They Have Addi-
tional Evidence That She
Is a Murderess.

Insured Her Son's Life, and Is Known
to Have Quarrelled with
Him Lately.

REARRESTED AND HELD WITHOUT BAIL

Her Daughter Explains Some Discrepan-
cies as to Time In Mrs, Lalor's State-
ment and the Blood Stains
on an Apron,

The Distriet-Attorney, Coroner and police
of Long Island City have narrowed down
thelr suspects of the Lalor murder to two
persons—Mrs, Minnle Lelor, the mather,
atd Jobn Fleischaouer, the intlmate friend
of thé murdered man. The doings and
wherenbouts of all the others concerned
at the timie Willlam Lalor was hacked to
denth heye been accounted for to the sat-
{sfaction of the pollee,

Mra, Minule Lalor was the flrst to dis-
cover her murdered son’s body, Thuoraday
morning, In the house at No. 400 Jackson
avenpe. She suys she found the body ot
§:15 a. m., but It was after 11 a. m. before
she notlficd the police. In the meantime
slic went to her daughter's house, accord-
ing to the only story she has told so far.
She fatls utterly to account for the rest
of the Intervening time.

Oue ¢f her aprons, with bloed stalns on
It, was found Fridpy In the hotse of her
daughter, Mrs. Anthony Fostell, On the
strepgth of that Mrs. Lalor was arrested,
but wus subsequently released on ball by
Judge Ingram.

Sbhe was rearrested yesterday because of
new and important evidence secured by
the detectlves. The lutter clalm that this
evidence not ounly strengthens the pre-
sumption that she commlited the murdet,
but Indicatés ithe motive for the desd.
