The combinition of plug tobakco manu-
facturers organized in Bt. Louls about six
months ago, for the purpose of fighting
the Cigarette Trust, otherwise known as the
American Tobnoeo Compuny, Is prepaving
to wage a bLitter wiar on tha Trost In [te
Tastern strongholds, and the alstribution
of the 1,000,000 18 the prellminary skirmish.

. The new comblnation In@ludes the Drum-
mond Tobaceo Company, the Leggetts, the
Lorillards, 1% J. Borg and otbher big pros
ducers of plug tobacco. It was organiged
at the Laclede Hofel, in 8t. Louls, lost
August, nud was the result of an allezed
violation on the part of the Trust of an
ngreement mode with the plug tobacco
mwen yot. to enter Into 'competition with
them in thelr own territory ln the sale of
plog aud smoking tolincéco,

FIRST MOVE IN THSE FIGHT.

The Drummond company was selected ag
the fighting representative of the alllance,
and 1t immedlately crected a fectory with
U capacity of bulf & wmilllon clgareties
diliy. Qniy one brand was mgde at first,
and the elgarettes were boxed in lote of
twonty and sold for flye cents. As _pn
exirn inducement, ong Copper cent was en-
closed in each box. For the past three
months the West and Southwest have been
figoded with these clgarettes, much to the
detriment of . the Amerienn Tobacve Com-
pany’s trade in those soctions. )

At g meeting 4 month ago the plog to-
bacco mien declded to earry the war Into
the Hast, but the movement bss been de-
layed, because of the Inabllity df the Dyom-
mond factory to kesp up with i{s orders.
The capltul of the concern was, therefore,
{tigreased by the combine, §0 &8 1o enable
1t to double its ontpnt.

The frée cigarettes will be put out In a
systemstic wiy, and scon there will be no
YSREOT _whl; the poorest newsboy should not
Lave his cigaretie before breakfust,

combine is losing money by stlling a good
