Speculation Fluctuated Rapidly
Within a Range of Two to

Three Points.

Decline of American Stocks in Lon¬
don Had a Depressing Effect

at the Opening.
HEAVY BUYING OF SUGAR STOCK,

Advices from Washington Indicating an In¬
crease of Fifteen Per Cent Duty on Raw
Sugar.The American Refining Com¬

pany's Annual Meeting To-day.
Speculation In stocks yesterday was wild

and unsettled. The market fluctuated rap-
Idly within a range of two to three points.
The majority of stocks had a downward
trend, and made net losses, while others
were firm and scored gains. All sorts of
wild rumors, favorable and unfavorable,
were afloat, and received temporary ratifi¬
cation in the market by sharp reactions
and rallies. Perhaps the dominating influ¬
ence was the political imbroglio abroad
over the South African situation, and the
general movement of the market might be
described as weak and feverish.
The opening was weak, on account of

the decline of % to 2 points of American
stocks in the London market. The differ¬
ence between the New York and London
markets afforded a fine opportunity for ar¬

bitrage transactions. Arbitrage brokers
bought Louisville & Nashville and St. Paul,
while they sold other international stocks.
The market quickly recovered from the

temporary weakness, as buying orders came
in from those who believed in the efficacy
of the popular loan as a restorative of
financial confidence. The rally was

strengthened by a rumor that the New
York banks were arranging to immediately
deposit $25,000,000 gold in the Treasury, in
exchange for greenbacks, to fortify the
Treasury gold. This report arose from the
deposit of $500,000 gold in the Sub-Treas¬
ury by a national bank. It was absurd on

its face. The bank making the deposit
needed greenbacks, and was not actuated
bv any philanthropic motives.
When this rumor had expended its force

and it became known that $3,050,000 gold
had been withdrawn from the Sub-Treas¬
ury, $2,200,000 of which was for export, the
market again reacted, only to swing up¬
ward again under the lead of Sugar, which
advanced under heavy buying for Washing¬
ton and local inside account. The advices
from Washington indicating an increase of
15 per cent duty on raw sugar were cer¬

tainly not favorable to the stock, as such
an increase would-cut down the margin of
profit on refined sugar. It was probable,
however, that Washington speculators, as
formerly, were made freely acquainted with
all inside information relative to the manip¬
ulated movements of the stock.

ANNUAL MEETING TO-DAY.
The American Sugar Refining Company

holds its annual meeting to-day. It will be
the first since the Democratic Congress be¬
gan Its attack upon the Sugar Trust. The
earnings of the company are consequently
a matter of conjecture. The brokers buying
the stock yesterday claimed to have Infer;
mation that a statement of earnings would
be made public to-day and would show a
substantial surplus after the payment of
the dividends for two years. The Sugar
Trust managers are very shrewd, however,
and for effect upon the Republican Congress
might show poor earnings under the W ilson
Tariff act.

ing at the close, which was weak, but well
above the lowest prices of the day.
Among the stocks which resisted the gen¬

eral weakness of values were Manhattan,
which advanced lft points; General Elec¬
tric 1%; Tobacco common and New lorl;
Central, 1; Western Union %; Leather pre¬
ferred, %, and St. Paul and Burlington,
which closed practically unchanged. The
International stocks, with the exception of
St. Paul, closed lower, Southern Railway
preferred showing the extreme decline of
1V8. Pacific Mall was also weak, dropping
lft for the day.

It was quite apparent that if the Eu¬
ropean political difficulties had not. dis¬
turbed the local market stocks would have
advanced despite gold shipments. The
country Is beginning to realize that the
popular loan will be a success and its con¬
fidence will shortly be reflected in the stock
market. Declines in some inactive stocks
were very'great.

WARING HAS A NEW IDEA,
Wants to Form Debating Socie¬

ties Among His White-
Clothed Subordinates.

The Men Urged to Criticise Theif
Superiors and Discuss Any Sub¬

ject They Please.

MEETINGS TO BE HELD !N SECRET.

Commissioner Will Receive and Perhaps
Adopt Suggestions from the Men

Regarding Pay, Matters of
Discipline and So On.

The white-clothed corps of Street Com-
missioner Waring are to be organized into
a debating society. On off days, when they
are not shovelling snow or chasing scraps
of paper, they are to hold conclaves and
display their forensic abilities. A man-
Jute to this effect was issued from Colonel
George E. Waring's headquarters, in th%
old Criminal Courts building, yesterday af¬
ternoon. Here is the way the Colonel's
latest manifesto is phrased:
"In order to establish friendly and useful

relations between the men in the working
force and the affairs of the department, I
shall be glad to see some organisation
formed among the men for the discussloa
of all matters of interest.
"This organization will be represented by

five spokesmen in a Board of Conference,
In which the Commissioner will be repre¬
sented by the Deputy Commissioner, the
general superintendent, the chief clerk, one
district superintendent and one stable fore¬
man. It Is suggested that the men who
gather at each scctlon station and the men
at each stable (with tie boardmen fromthe nearest dumps) elect one of their
number to represent them In the GeneralCommittee of forty-one (thirty-two from
section stations and nine from stables),and that this General Committee elect the
five spokesmen by whom it is to be repr^.sented iu the Board of Conference.
"The General Committee will meet In a

room to be provided for them at 2 p. m.
on the second and fourth Wednesdays ofeach month. The members will not have
their time docked for this. Their meetingswill be secret, and they will be expected to
discuss with perfect freedom everythingconnected with their work, their relations
with the Commissioner and his subordi¬
nates, and all questlous of his discipline,duties, pay, etc., In which they are Inter¬
ested, or which their sections, stables and
dumps may have submitted to them.
"The Board of Conference will meet at2 p. m. on the third Wednesday of each

mouth, or as near to this date as the ex¬
igencies of the work will allow. The ten
members of the Board of Conference will
be on a perfect equality. It will establish
its own organization and rules of procedureand will elect Its permanent chairman and
secretary.
"By this means Colonel Waring hopefc

to settle all the little difficulties amoughis men."
In further explaining his scheme Colonel

Waring said:
"I think it will be a good thing for the

men. There are always occurring disputes,
more or less trivial, it is true, and the
meu will have the satisfaction of knowingthat a ready means of redress is at hand.
The men understand the details of theii
work better than we do, and most of them
are capable of making suggestions.
"The men will be privileged to make any

suggestions they please, and I do not
doubt that some of them will be worth
accepting. We can't get Into these men's
heads and divine their ideas; we want
them to speak out. Who knows but that
when the plan gets to working smoothly
the public may not be the beneficiary?
There are great possibilities in the plan, I
think."

"Is it yor,! Vdea to lncu. - tas.
debate in your men?"
"Not exactly, but at their meetings they

can take up any subject they choose and
handle it as they see fit."
"Is it compulsory on the men to form

this organization?"
"Oh, no; they are at perfect liberty to

ignore It. I have made a suggestion only.
an unofficial suggestion, you understand.
No, I have not consulted the men about
it. and do not know what they think.
They can go ahead and organize, or they
can leave the matter alone. I have out¬
lined the general scope of the organiza¬
tion; they will have to do the rest. Sup¬
pose, for example, the men are com¬
pelled to work overtime without pay.
They will want to know all about it, of
course. Well, their five spokesmen can
come before the Board of Conference, or
they can come to see me, but I hope that
all "such matters will be settled In the con¬
ference. I will, of course, have the veto
power."
TO ADVISE POOR PEOPLE.
Hew They May Escape Unjust Exactions

Under Cover of the Law.
The Rev. Dr. Braddin Hamilton, who

for the past three years has occupied the
position of public minister, has, with tho
assistance of a number of philanthropists,
formed a corporation under the name of
"The Reliable Legal Advice Company,"
and has opened offices on the sixth floor of
the United Charities building, Fourth ave¬
nue and Twenty-second street. The objects
of the company are to furnish legal ad¬
vice and assistance to the public at a small
office fee, and to give advice to wage-
workers as to where to deposit their sav¬

ings to the best advantage and with abso¬
lute safety.
The company is non-sectarian, and the

officers are Dr. Hamilton, president; John
H. Iugraham, of the R. T. Wilson Banking
Company, of No. 33 Wall street, treasurer;
ex-Judge Charles De Kay Townsend, sec¬
retary and advisory counsel; Edward Lau-
terbach, chief counsel, and George W.
Alger, counsel.
Mr. Alger will be on duty iu the offices

of the company every day from t* o'clock
a. m. to 4 o'clock p. m. for the purpose of
giving legal advice to the needy.
As a clergyman Dr. Hamilton had charge

of the religious services in the city prisons,
at the penitentiary and the asylums en
Blackwell's', Ward's and Randall's islands
and in all the public institutions in the
city, and from his lntercoures with the
working classes in the lower part of the
city saw the necessity of lawyers with
whom worthy people could consult.
Archbishop Corrlgan, Rabbi Gotthell,

the "Rev. Dp. Faunce, of the Fifth Avenue
Baptist Church; the Rev. Dr. Parkhurst,
of the Madison Square Presbyterian
Church, and the Rev. Dr. Johu Hall, of
the Fifth Avenue Presbyterian Church,
have indorsed the new company.

TO RULE VIRGINIA RAILROADS.

A State Senate Bill Proposes a Commission
to Fix Their Rates

Richmond, Va., Jan. 7..A biil was ln»
troduced in the Virginia Senate to-day
which proposes to create a railway com¬

mission with unusual powers. It is to be
composed of three members, at a salary of
$2,500 each, to have power to fix rates for
all railroad, caual. express an<l telegraph
companies doing business in this State.
There is already u Railroad Commission¬

er in Virginia, but he has no power to tlx
rates or arbitrary authority of supervision
of the business of transportation compa¬
nies. Tho idea elaborated in the measure
introduced to-day has for years been fought
against by the railroads. A somewhat sim¬
ilar measure was introduced at the session
of the Legislature four years ago, but
was defeated by the railroads.
At the legislative investigation which

grew out of Gej|eral Fitzhugh Lee's contest
with Thomas Martin for the United
States Senator-ship in 18!to, it was ad¬
mitted In evidence that the leading rail¬
road corporations of the State contributed
large sums of money to the Democratic
campaign fund of that year. It is hardly
probable that the Railroad Commission bill
introduced to-day will meet with any better
fate than its predecessor of four years ago.
