The best reason for beleving that
war between Eaglend and Germany
is a pogsibliity, ¥ not a probability,
liea in the cireumstanee that the dis-
pateh sent by Emperor William to
President Kruger, congratulating him
upon the defeat of Jameson's expedi-
tion by the Boers, was ‘not an lmpul-
sive action on the part of that hot-
headed young ruler, but a carefully
consgidered measure, and the result of
a pre-arranged policy. The wictory
over the British South Africa Com-
pany’s freehooters was, in fact, only
the pretext for which Germany had
been walting to give notice that she

He assures
them on lls sacred honor that & fright-
fil and mysterious monster has
“grasped with greedy fingers the prod-
tet of thelr toll;'" that "t is seeking
‘no ¢ by artful methods and devilish
mhj_ﬁmpng to increage thelr burdens

Portralts of a dozen prominent Amer-
lcan citizens who #are guilty of being
rich adorn the pages of Mr. Howard's
beok, and tha originals of these llke-
nesses, whom he terms the “Twelve
Apostles of Wealth,” are the special
objects of his wrath. Taken collecs
tively, they represent what Mr. How-
ard eatls the "“American Plulocracy,"”
which has “cursed the land with =&
thousand tils apd has in stors for the
peoplé many more woes."

To the eareful reader of the boolk it
will always De a matter of keen re-
gret that the author falled to specify
which of these gentlemen he meant to
designate as the “Canker Worm," his
neglect leaving It in doubt whether
ha intended the honor for Mr. Car-
negle, for Mr. Morgan, for Mr. Pull-
men, or soms one of the other nine,

Having demonstrated that “Plutoe-
racy,” as he vaguely definesg It,'is re-
sponsible for all modern ills in the
whole range from mumps 10 an over-
production of potatoes, and from pov-
erty, Intemperance or a short hay
crop to a Tredsury deficit or spinal
weakness in the Monroe Doctrine, Mr,
Howard pulls from the malled sleeve
of his Quixotle armor the preseription
by which he proposes to cure all these
grievous allments. The people must
got "a move on' They must wvote
agalnst the “Canker Worm' and. all
his tribe untll “they are swallowed up
in the Red Sea of the people's wrath.”

of his imagination.
