really to authorize him fo.buy a steamer to
send an expedition to Cuba,

WAS TOO LONELY TO LIVE.

Josephine Friedman Attempts to Asphyx-
iate Herself with Gas and Will
Frobably Die.

Josephine Friedman, a pretty elghteen-
year-old, girl, who only arrived In this
country from Hungary four months ago,
attempted sulclde last evenlng at the home
of Mre, Saltzer, on tlie second floor of the
tenement at No. 240 East Third street,
She bhad detached a rubber tube from m
gans stove, and, placing It In her mouth,
songht death by asphyxliation, Before at-
tempting to take her own life she had
locked & threc-year-old boy In an adjoln-
Ing poom, so that the escaplng gas could
not rench him.

‘Mrg. Baltzer does not live with her hus-
band, who, she says, ls a gambler, and
bus never contributed to her support. For
years she has run a “sweat shop'" In the
back roonis of her apartments, by which
means she earns enough to care for her
three  children—Hester, nlue years old;
Samuel, aged séven, and Morris, aged thiree,

When she engaged Josephine Friedman
four months agoe to look after the chil-
dren, the young Hungarian glrl seemed In
good spirits. She did not have a friend in
this country, however, and mnde few ae-
qualntiuces, She gave evidenee from thme
to time that ber surroundings were not to
her taste, but she never spoke of sulcide
and never give expredsion to ber dissatis-
factlon.

Three days ego, according to Mrs, Balt-
#er, the girl began to complain of hend-
ached and fever, and she kept on com-
plalnlthg until yesterday afternoon, wheu
shortly after & o'¢loek she took the chlldren
Into the front room to amuse them wlille
thelr mother with seversl women employes
worked sewlig machites In the rear. When
about an hour had elapsed Josephine sent
the two older chlldren out Into the street
io play while she remnlned bebind with
the ehlld Morris.

Notlving that gas was escaping from the

front room, the janitor forced open the
door about 5:30 In the afterncon, and was
almost overcome by the volume of out-
rushing gas. He found the girl lying at full
length on the floor. One end of the robber
tube lending from a gas burner lay within
an lnch of her month, from which It hag
evidently fullen, nnd the girl was uncon-
selous. “An ambulance was summoned, angd
she was token.to Bellevue Hospltal, where
it a late hour last night she was still
unconsclous. Little hopes are entertalned
of her recovery. .
In the meaptime Mre. Saltzer began cory-
ing for her boy Morrls, who she thought
had surely been sulfocated. The ltile
fellow, however, was found in the adjoln-
Ing bedroom, the precautlons which the
girl had taken to ?1‘6*("11: the goas reaching
film having proved effective. Tt was evi-
dent that the glrl had become despondent
over her loneliness ln a strapge country,
and that she had In the most dellberate
manner planned her suiclde.

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DR. DEPEW GLAD OF THE ACTION:

He Thinks It Will Benefit the Combine by
Having the Court Point Out the
Weak Spots in Its Con-
struction,

United Stntes District-Attorney Maofar-
lane filed a Dbill of complaint yesterday In
the United Btintes Distriet Court agalnst
the thirty-two rallway compuanles compris-
ing the recently formed Jolnt Traflic Assocla-
tion. The chlef allegations of the complaint
nre that the assoclation exists In violution of
gectlon 5 of the Interstate Commerce act,
and nlso violates the Antl-Troat act of July
2 1500, known as the Sherman Anti-Trust
law,

The eomplalnt 18 exceedingly voluminous,
and Ineludes & ¢complete copy of the agree-
ment entered luto by the presidents of the
thlrty-two rallways, which Is to practically
establish both a trafic pool and a poel of
earnings. It 18 set ferth that sucl an
sgreement; intending to combiue ail eompe-
titlon and pool all traflie of the wvarious
trunk llnes which earry on the larger part
of the rallway Interstate traflle 1s o direct
violntlon of exlsting laws, and prays that It
be declared null and voeid, and that the va-
rlous partles to the ggreement be perpetn-
ally restruined from operating under it

At the time of Hilng the complaint the
District-Attorney gave notice that he will
make o motlon on January 17 for an Injune-
tlon to restraln the romxds from further
preparations to put theagreement Into foree,
The aotion was begun under lnstructlons
from Attorney-General Harmon.

Dr. Channeey M. Depew was apparently
very much pleased when Informed that the
aetion hnd been begun. The New York
Central rord, of which he ls president, is
the practical head of the new sssoclation,

and is vitally luterested in Its welfare,

“We nre vers snxlous,” Dr. Depew sald,
“to have o court puss upon the subject. It
18 withln the ronge of possibifity that we
may have committed some slight errors of
a minor character, and to have a court point
out sny sudix ﬁrﬁu'rs that might exist would

lense us mightly."”
