OLD JUSTICES STAY OUT.

Their Removal by the Legislature Has
Been Declarsd to Be Valid by
Justice Gaynor.

Justice Gaynor, of the Suprema Court,
Brooklyn, declded yesterday that the leg-
Islative aet creating Pollee Miagistrates
and Justices of Speclal Sesslons for New
York Clty 1s valld, The same act legislated
the Police Justices out of office,

With a view of testing the law John J.
Ryan, of this elty, who wos a Police Jus-
tice before the law was passed, issued m
wiarrant for the arrest of Johm Quinn, who
was aecused of abandoning hls wife. Jus-
tice Haggerty, of Brooklyn, indorsed the
wartant permitting an oflicer to arrest
Quinpn In that eclty. Quinn's conpse! pro-
cured a wrlt of habeas corpus, and the case
was argued before Judge Gaynor, who
y«ifélterdnr orderad Quinn’'s release. He
said: =

‘I am of oplnlon that the sald statute
abolishlng the office of Pollee Justlos is
vallid. Concededly, before the Constitution
of 1804 was adopted, the Legiglature had
full power over the tenure of Police Jus-
tices in New York Cliy. It was able to
shorten It or abolish it altogether,

“But it Iy elalmed that sectlon 22 of the
Judiclary article of the sald Constitotion
yut the terms of oflce of the then exlsting
ollpe Justlees beyond the power of the
Legislature, It is ss follows: ‘Justlees of
the [u_'am.' and other local judiclal officers
provided for in sectlons 17 and 18, In office
‘when this artlele tekes affect, shall hold
their offices untll the expiration of thelr
respective terms.”

“Réference to the history and terminoel-
ogy of prior Constitutions shows that this
im)\'lnlnn wns adopted onl{ out of cdution,
est n questlon might prise whether the
general effect of the reyiglon might not oust
snch judicial officéra from their offices. It
grew ont of that over cantlon common to
constitutional and statatory revision. It
was not meant to Interfere with the power
of the Legislature over such Pollée Jus-
tices.” -

vides for the constroction of two additional
trueks on the- “L' rond =tructure, to he
nsed by the trolley rofds ruunlug through
Fulton street.  Mp. Parfitt also proposes to
erect an *L" road structure through Wash-
Ington street, from the Dridge Statlon to
«the jJunction of Fulton and Washington
streets.

THE TRIAL TO BE HELD ON JAN. 14

Commissioner Wright Says There Is No
Politics in the Case, the Warden's
Accusers Being of His Own
Political Faith.

A copy of the charges agalost Warden
John Fallon, oi the Tombs Prison, was
served on hlm yesterdny. Assistant Cor-
poration Ceounsel Turner has, however,
thrown out six of the elght charges made
sgainst IPallon by the keepers under himn.
The charges afe as followa:

Junusry 10, 1806,
John Fallon, Wanlen of the Clty Prison:

Yon will take potice thet cause for your re-
moval from- the office of Warden of the City
Prison is bereby ossignod o this, to wit: Thet
you are iocompetent ond have been guilty of
conduet Inconsistent with your position as such
Wharden, and you are hereby required to uttond
before me on Toesdny, the 14th day of Januury,
1806, In the offfce of the Warden of the Clty
Drison, otherwise lknown as the Tombs, at the
corner of Frankilin and Centre strests, In the
Oity of New: York, at 11 o'clock Iih the forenosn
thereof, them and there to answer the nccom.

Steamship Companies, with the Exception
of American Line Owners, Will
Not Help to Pay.

The trapsatiantle steamshlp eompanles,
with one exception, have refused to acoept
Second Assistant Postmuaster-General Nedl-
gon's propuositlon to share In the expense
of operating a specinl mall dispatch boat
between Quarantine aond New York. Several
conferences between the represcntatives of
the compauies and between Mr, Nellson and
Postimaster Duyton have been held during
the past week, but nll that has been accom-
plished §s the aceeptance by the Interna-
Uonnl Navigution Compuny, which operntes
und owns the Amoerican and Red Stur lines,
of the plan propessd by the Becond Assist-
ant Postmaster-Genernl for faciltating the
dellvery of forelgn mnlls on thelr arcrival
Rt tils port.

Mr. Nellson desires n specinl bont, fitted
up with modern applinnees for etnmping,
sorting and packing mall matter to mest
moll stedmers ou thele arslval at Quaran-
tine. He nrgues that, as 50 per cent of the
forelzn mill arriving st this port 18 des-
tined to other cltles and sectlons of the
country, by haviog It sorted and packed
and made ready for disteilifitlon on Ha
