
GOPF SCORES
MAYOR STRONG,

Met at the Banquet Board,
and the Recorder's Stric¬

tures Were Severe,

Said He Had Made Many Mis¬
takes and Neglected the
Men Who Elected Him.

. Those Who Conducted the Reform
Campaign Treated with Less Con¬

sideration Than Political
Opponents.

POOR APPOINTMENTS AND POLICY.

Heads of City Departments Listened in
Silence.Could Learn a Lesson in

Harmony from the Common En¬
emy, Tammany Hall.

Two ^eeks ago last Friday night Richard
Deeves, a well-known contractor, gave a

dinner at the Waldorf to several friends.
On the same night.indeed, on the same
occasion.Recorder Goff said some very
frank things about Mayor Strong.
The Recorder's fiery speech created a

sensation.
After it was all over the guests agreed

that the matter must be kept strictly se
cret. But yesterday It leaked out, though
all the gentlemen who had heard Mr.
Goff's remarks refused to discuss the sub¬
ject.
Recorder Goff and Senator Favey had

been set down for speeches of a happy na¬

ture. Senator Favey carried out the pro¬
gramme, and Recorder Goff did not.
He devoted nearly all of his time to dis¬

cussion of the present local administra¬
tion. He spoke earnestly and Mayor
Strong, who sat only two chairs from him,
listened attentively.
The Recorder prefaced his remarks by

paying a tribute to the Mayor's honesty of
purpose. But that honesty of purpose, he
said, had not prevented Mr. Strong from
making very serious mistakes. He had
made mistakes in the selection of his ap¬
pointees and he had made mistakes in the
management of his. employes. He had made
mistakes in his general political policy. In
his efforts to make himself popular with
both parties and half a dozen factions of
parties he had lost his popularity with all
parties. He had neglected the men who
had made him Mayor; the men who had
carried on the reform campaign which cre¬

ated the present Administration had been
treated with less consideration than had
been shown to his opponents.
Just what the Recorder followed these

preliminary remarks with the gentlemen
who were present will not say. It certainly
was direct and to the point. It is believed
that the Recorder left no room for doubt
as to the identity of the Mayor's appointees
at whom his remarks were directed.
Many of the heads of departments under

Mayor Strong were present, and it may
be that among them were some of the men

of whom the Recorder did not approve.
"Wfectfcer th">y \T?re there or set; the Re¬
corder did not, it is said, hestitate to ex¬

press his opinion most freely.
The Mayor had also made a serious

blunder, the Recorder thought, In falling
to Insist upon harmony in his departments.
It had become notorious that his appointees
were pulling In different directions, and
that the best Interests of the city, In con¬

sequence, were jeopardized. There was a

lack of harmony and concerted action,
and New York suffered accordingly. Mayor
Strong's administration had not furnished
the nicely geared, well-oiled machine that
was necessary to an economical and proper
administration of the community's affairs.
The present administration had not come

up to the public idea of reform in the
true sehse of the word.
He thought the Mayor should have exer¬

cised a more general supervision over the
various departments and kept some of the
heads within bounds. He considered that
a lesson could be learned from their com¬

mon enemy, Tammany Hall, as far as or¬

ganization was concerned. Under Tam¬
many Hall's regime the heads of depart¬
ments worked together, and produced In
many Instances splendid results. The pub¬
lic had expected, perhaps, more from a

reform administration than they had a

right to expect, but they had received less
than they had a right to receive.
One gentleman who was present at the

pleasant affair characterized the remarks
of the jurist as an excoriation of His
Honor. There are others who say that he
was mild and peaceful. Certain It is, how¬
ever, that before the Recorder had been
talking five minutes the dinner had lost
the jolly and convivial character which
had before characterized it.
The Mayor, in his reply, said that he had

appointed gentlemen in whom he had, and
still has, great confidence. He should not
be held answerable, though, for the power
of removal had been taken from him July
1, and he could not effect any changes even
if he desired to do so. Under such cir¬
cumstances he did not consider that he
was In any ^tvay to blame, even If there
were faults In the existing conditions.
General C. H. T. Collls, Commissioner of

Public Works, was among the guests. He
said yesterday that he recalled Recorder
Goff's address perfectly.
"We were all discussing municipal re¬

form," he said, "and the Recorder gave
his Ideas on the subject. I followed and
seconded a great deal of what the Re¬
corder said, e pecially the benefit that
might result from having the heads of the
various city departments meet at times
and discuss different measures before tht>m.
Colonel Cruger expressed similar views,
though I think both Colonel Cruger and
myself misunderstood Recorder Goff to a
sertain extent.
"I do not think the Recorder meant for

an instant to create any ill-feeling about
the matter, and I do not think any was
manifested, though the address has been
the subject of much discussion. It was a
clever address and was very carefullylistened to. When Mayor Strong made his
reply he did not mention Recorder Goff's
lame."
General Collls said he could not charac¬

terize the address as a bitter attack on the
present administration, and did not think
the Recorder intended it as such.
Mayor Wurster, of Brooklyn, who was

also at the»dinner, said the address Im¬
pressed him as one containing excellent
idvice.
"Coming as It did from a man undoubted¬

ly qualified to give advice on such a sub-
he said, "it imprison* ^

something worth considering. It may have
been bad taste on Recorder Golf's part, but
having been elected on the reform move¬
ment, and being a man of broad views
and wide experience, I presume he thought
he was competent to speak as he did. I
think he was sincere in what he said, and
said it for the good of the Administration,
though it may not have been the most
pleasant thing for some people to hear."
Mayor Wurster added that the suggestions

advanced by Recorder Goff, he thought,
would have a strong tendency to be pro¬
ductive of beneficial results if followed.

Colonel S. V. R. Cruger, of the Board
of Park Commissioners, said he was pres¬
ent at the dinner and spent a very pleas¬
ant evening. He regarded Recorder GofTs
address the star feature of the occasion,
as it was both humorous and satirical.

"It was very witty," he said, "and full
of fun. I do not think he intended It as
an attack on auy one He seemed sincere
in what ho said, and while he gave some

sharp knocks they were softened with hu¬
mor."
Colonel Cruger said he would not go over

the address, as it was only intended for
those who were present and they heard it.
He did not see that any benefit would re¬
sult from giving it to the public.
Richard Beeves, the contractor, of No. 309

Broadway, who is president of the New
East River Bridge Commission, and who
gave the dinner, expressed considerable in¬
dignation because any curiosity had devel¬
oped concerning the Recorder's address.
"There was no ill feeling created by it,"

he said, "and any one who claims there was
lies. There seems tj> be a desire on the part
of some one to cause an ill feeling between
the Mayor and the heads of some of the de¬
partments, and its wrong. There was noth¬
ing said that could be construed as an at¬
tack on anybody or anything. It was a

pleasant social gathering, to which I in¬
vited the Mayor and heads of departments,
and I think we all had a pleasant time. I
regret very much that any talk has been oc¬
casioned by it."
Corporation Counsel Francis M. Scott

characterized the Recorder's address as an

extremely interesting one, satirical at times
and humorous at times. He had heard that
the address was the subject of consider¬
able discussion in certain circles and had
heard various opiuions expressed about it.
"I would not call it an attack," he said,

"and do not think it was intended as
such."
This is interesting because Mr. Scott Is

supposed to be the result of Mayor Strong's
effort to propitiate Grace. It is believed
that Mr. Goff referred to Grace when he
spoke of the Mayor's foolish propitiation
of unimportant factions.
Mayor Strong was asked if he regarded

the Recorder's address in the light of an
attack on his administration.
"Why, no," he replied. "Why should I?

There was nothing unpleasant said that I
recollect." j
He added that he had always been friend¬

ly with Recorder Goff, and did not think
that he meant any offence by what he
said.
Recorder Goff Is silent.

"BAT" SHEA'S NEW MOVE.
Secures an Order for the People to Show

Cause Why He Should Not Have
Another Trial.

Albany, Jan. 11..The People must show
cause why "Bat" Shea, the murderer of
Robert Ross, at Troy, shall not be granted
another chance for his life. Supreme Court
Judge iMayftam, fcfes
so decided. Attorneys Norton and Hitt,
counsel for Shea, went to Schoharie this
morning and called on Judge Mayham at
his chambers.
The Judge readily decided to accord a

hearing on a motion for a new trial, on the
ground of newly discovered evidence, the
confession of John McGough, who is serv-

Robert Ross s brother. Judge Mayham is¬
sued an order pompelling ihe People to
show cause why a new trial should not be
granted Shea. He fixed January 25 as the
date for the hearing at his chambers in the
village of Schoharie.

The hearing will take place in the morn¬
ing, and it is thought argument on both
s des will have been submitted before the
close of the day. JuGge Mayham may take
several days in considering the evidence, so
that the decision may not be reached much
before the first of February. It may be
too, that it will become necessary for ail
extension of the reprieve after February 4,
although Judge Mayhain undoubtedly will
make all haste in teaching a conclusion
that Is consistent, in view of the import¬
ance of the case.
District-Attorney Kelly, of Troy, was

served late this afternoon with a notice of
the proposed application for a new trial.
The result of the hearing, of course, can
only be conjectured, as no one knows ex¬

cept the Governor and his representatives
the evidence secured from McGough by
District-Attorney Burlingame at Clinton
Prison.
The written report of Mr. Burlingame

relative to his investigations at the prison
has not been submitted to Governor Morton
as yet, but will be ready by Monday.
Messrs. Hitt arjd Norton are confident that
they will be given all this evidence in time
to prepare their argument on the applica¬
tion for a new trial.

One Imprisoned by Flames
on the Third Floor of a

Planing Mill.

He Jumped, Broke Two Ribs and
Received Dreadful Inter¬

nal Injuries.
Pile of Lumber Fell with Firemen.

One Had a Leg Broken.and
Another an Ankle.

LADDER BROKE UNDER A FOURTH-

Ringger &. Frieberger, the Mill Owners,
Lose Between $50,000 and $75,000,

Partially Insured.Rows of
Dwellings Saved.

Ringger & Frieberger's large planing mill
and sash blind factory, at Hlghpoint ave¬
nue and the Hudson Boulevard, West Ho-
boken, N. J., was destroyed by fire late
yesterday afternoon. Pour persons.three
firemen and an employe of the firm.were
Injured. The loss Is estimated at $50,000,
but as a large quantity of stock was de.
stroyed it may reach $75,000. The insur¬
ance amounts to about $15,000. The mill
was a three-story frame structure, 100x100.
Mr. Ringger was in the office on the first

floor, paying off the hands, at 4:55 p. m.
when a shout of "Fire!" was raised. Rush-
ing to the office door he saw a thick cloud
of smoke pouring from the direction of the
engine room. Several of the hands had al¬
ready run toward Spring street to turn in
an alarm. The flames gained rapid head¬
way. Mr. Ringger and the bookkeeper
grabbed the books and threw them into the
safe, which was then locked. Then they
were forced by the heat to leave, but car¬
ried a desk out with them.
West Hoboken has a volunteer fire de¬

partment. The members were quickly on

hand, however, with one horse, two en¬

gines and three hook and ladder companies.
They were manned by about seventy-five
men, under command of Chief Engineer
Van Skiver.

SAVING NEIGHBORING HODSE8.
The flames had gained such headway

that the firemen devoted their energies to
saving the adjoining property. Several
streams of water were played on a row of
two-story frame houses on Highpolnt ave¬

nue, across the street from the burning
mill, owned by James O'Brien and Hugo
Storer, the fronts of which were blazing.
Many of the tenants carried out their
household effects, but returned them when
assured that their houses would not catch
fire. The heat was so Intense that the
plate-glass windows of William Boch-
roeder's saloon, on the corner of the Hud-
son Boulevard, were cracked and fell to
the sidewalk. The crowd that had col¬
lected outside of the fire lines was forced
to fall back to Summit avenue, a block
away.
When^jthe^flxe started Ernest

was on the third floor of the mTn. Owing to
the rapid headway gained by the flames
he was cut off, and running to a window
he Jumped. He landed in a heap on a

pile of lumber, breaking two ribs and re¬
ceiving serious internal injuries. He was
taken to his home, No. 107% Bleecker
street, Jersey City Heights, in an ambu¬
lance. His condition was pronounced crit¬
ical by Dr. White, who attended all the
Injured.

LUMBER PELL ON FIREMEN.
A pile of lumber, upon which a number of

firemen were standiag, pouring water from
several lines of hose upon the flames, sud¬
denly collapsed. Assistant Chief Engineer
Otto Heutter's left leg was broken and
Fireman Frazer had his right ankle
smashed.
Fireman Zelgler, of Amerlcus Hook and

Ladder, was standing on the top rung of
a ladder, when it fell. Both legs were ln-
jured, and he also sustained severe internal
Injuries.
Engine Company, No. 1, of Union Hill,

arrived about 6 p. m., with their steamer
and soon had several heavy streams pour¬
ing upon the flames. The lack of up to
date apparatus in ,the West Hoboken Fire
Department was commented upon by the
owners of property adjoining the mill.
Fully five thousand people collected to
