"OLD FUST" IN JUBILEE,
Presbyterians Begin a Celebra¬

tion of Their Founding in
the New World.

The Society Organized 181 Years
Ago, and a Half Century Ago the

New Church Was Built.

SERVICES TO LAST THREE DAYS.

Musicai Programme ir. t'nu Morning, the
Sacrament of the l.ord'g Supper ir.

the Afternoon and Music
Again at Night.

It would have been hard to crowd another
soul into the "Old First" Presbyterian
Church yesterday morning, so well attend¬
ed were the opening exercises that began
the three days' celebration in honor of the
fiftieth anniversary of 'the erection of the
edifice at Eleventh street and Fifth ave¬
nue. *

Founded in 1719. on Wall street, which
was then the outskirts of the New Amster¬
dam, and by the old Scotch Presbyterians,
it was for more than a century one of the
city's conspicuous objects of interest, and
it was known from one end of the then
sparsely settled colonies to the other as
the pioneer of Presbyterianlsm irf' the New
World. In 1845 the city had grown, and
Presbyterianlsm had so increased its in¬
fluences that the need of a larger, more

complete and distinctive church further up¬
town led to the erection of the meeting
house that now stands at Eleventh street
and Fifth avenue.
The fiftieth anniversary was begun yes¬

terday morning, and for the occasion the
pastor, the Rev. H. Duffleld, had prepared
a-n elaborate programme extending over the
three days, and so designed that each
branch of the church work should have its
share of the honors attaching to the ju¬
bilee.
Services began with a Wagnerian pre¬

lude entitled .'Vorspiel." Then the hymns
779, 695 and 930 were sung by the congre¬
gation, and they were followed by the
anthem from Marston, "The Soul'a De¬
sire:"
My soul longeth, yea, even fainteth for the

courts of the Lord.
My heart aati Wf-Bealt cr.'evui tor tiie living

God.
Yea, the sparrow hath found a house and the

swallow a nest for lierself, where she may lay
her young, even thine altars, O Lord of Hosts,
my King and my God. Blessed are they that
dwell iu Thy house, they will still be praising
Thee.
"Be Thou Faithful Unto Death," a se¬

lection from Mendelssohn, wast then sung
by the choir, and the musical service was
concluded by Bach's Fugue in G Minor as
a postlude.
During the morning the Rev. Howard

Dufflield, the pastor, told the story of the
foundation, the success of the church from
the first, even against what appeared to
be almost insurmountable dlflioulties. The
Church he said, had always played a most
important part in the stirring times through
which it has lived, first, in the Revolu¬
tionary War, then in the W/nt of 1812,
and later in the Civil War. But, above all
else, in Christian works of icharity and
benevolence it has excelled.
The afternoon, services consisted of

Duboi's "Cantilone" as a prelude, Macy's
anthem, "The Home Light," and Handel's
postlude finale in B flat.
The Lord's Supper was at 4 o'clock, and

at 5 o'clock benediction meeting was held.

NO MAN IS A LITTLE GOD,

Dr. Parkh-urst Has Something to Say About
Human Conceit.

"I can appreciate that there Is no depth
to which I might not have suuk in sin had
I been surrounded at birth as are those of
at least one-third of the population of this
city," said Dr. Parkhurst in bis sermon

yesterday morning. His subject was "Hu¬
man Conceit."
"The world is full of people who have

a keen appreciation of themselves, and
think that they are different and better
than others," he continued. "There is al¬
ways a difference in persons in the matter
of heart and brain. jNo man is exactly like
his fellows. It is this very Inequality be¬
tween men that keeps society moving. No
man should consider himself a little God,
even with a small g."
Dr. Parkhurst spoke of the habit of tht

rich and prosperous to look down upon
the poor. He said that such a thing was

wrong; that persons should not be proud
and consider themselves better than others
simply because God had blessed them with
richer gifts. "Neither," said he. "should
the poor be abject and cowardly, ^b-
jectness Is as bad as pride."

DR. PETERS ON MARRIAGE.

Love, Purified by Religion, He Says, Is
the Life of It.

Dr. Madison C. Peters, at the Blooming-
dale Reformed Church, Sixty-eighth street
and Western Boulevard/ took for his text
last evening the wedding at Cana and
Christ's presence there. "Marriage, the
reminiscence of Paradise," said he, "re¬
ceived a reconsecration at this joyous fes¬
tival. it is a significant fact that Christ
began his miracles at a wedding and not
at a fuaeral. It was a practical rebuke of
tha. aneticlsm which scorns the social af-
fectio and whl<,v Spw make life a

ghostly austerity, as If men were heavenly
by becoming unearthly.
"The bridal scene at Cana encourages

you to make Christ one of your guests.
Love purified by religion is the very life
of marriage. But religion in a home will
not make up for everything. Some of the
best people In the world are the hardest to
get along with. Marriage is an unmitigated
curse to those who spend half of their
time standing on their rights, and the other
half In making up. Love is never tyranni¬
cal. It is never stubborn. It serves.
"The most dangerous infernal machine

is.the last word. Never speak to any
one outside of oue another's faults. Tell
meddlers to mind their own business, and
never return a. gossip's call. Let yourwedded life be blessed by the charminglittle amenities which characterize yourwooing days. Look to the littles. Estrange¬
ments are growths. It is the little rift
witMn the lute that by and by makes the
music mute."

THE CHURCH A FAILURE?
Dr. Eaton's Claim of What Christianity

Has Accomplished.
In the Church of the Divine Paternity

yesterday morning Rev. Dr. Charles H.
Eaton preached on "The Failure of the
C&urch.
"Let us nsk if the church is a failure,"

said Dr. Eaton. "It certainly Is if its ob¬
ject Is to be a defender of an exclusive
system of dogma or ecclesiastic organiza¬
tion. The church has failed to Bind men
together in one organisation, and 1 am
glad of it.' The interests of truth are best
subserved by many organizations.
".The Christian Church has succeeded in

making charity and brotherly love the
highest ideals of the age. If the workingman criticises the church, as he may have
the right to, let him remember that thechurch is responsible to a very considera¬ble extent for the efforts which have been
made to reduce the hours of labor and in¬
crease the returns of labor; that thechurch is responsible for the enforcementof more rational and wiser liquor laws,and that the policy of the present policeadministration, while it may be open tocriticism, has added three million dollars
to the deposits of the workingmen in the
savings institutions of this city, and thatthe church has stood as the chief defencefor one day in seven as a rest day."

HUMANITY, PRINCE OF PEACE.
Dr. Gottneil Says That in Civilization We Are

Behind the Ancients.
"The Prince of Peace" was the subject

of Dr. Gotthiel's sermon yesterday morn¬
ing in the Temple Emanu-Ei. "Who is this
'Prince of Peace?' " dald the speaker. "How
came he by the title? He certainly is not
one of the crowned rulers of Europe. They
are silent as to peace, but all are looking
to their arms, except the Sultan of Turkey,
who is anxious to maintain peace. At the
end of the nineteenth century disputes are
arising between nations, and we are be¬
hind the first century in civilization, be¬
cause war was then the results of natural
conditions of the time. Christianity does
not know peace to-day. I say that the
Jewish messiah is the 'Prince of Peace.'
To us the messiah means humanity."Its influence will not come to us miracu¬
lously, and no judge will separate us into
sheep or lambs and send one to perditionand the other to the place of undeserved
happiness. The school-master who instils
learning and godliness into the child is tv
'Prince of Peace.' The woman who goes
into the slums and ministers to a sufferingsister Is a 'Prince of Peace.' The man who
throws away idleness and devotes some of
his time to helping his £ellow-men is a
.Prince of Peace,' Anything, spiritual or
otherwise, that tends to uplift man, de¬
serves to be called the 'Prince of Peace.'
"During Christmas week we heard much

of the sentiment, 'Peace on earth, good
will to men,' but It has quickly passed
away, judging by current events."

JUDGE NOT EXCEPT IN LOVE.

Rev. Mr. Chamberlain on the Meaning of
"Judge Not That Ye Be Not Judged."
Rev. Leander T. Chamberlain preached

on "Judge Not That Ye Be Not Judged," at
the Scotch Presbyterian Church, yesterday.
In part he said:
"Reasonable criticism, without offenslve-

ness, Is essential. The welfare of society Is
preserved by present rebuke. Many men
are held from flagrant and open sin only by
fear of public opinion and rebuke.
. "And tUat honest criticism of the acts of
our fellow men was never intended to be
forbidden is shown by that attendant saying
of Christ, 'Wherefore by their fruits shall
ye know them.' One of the great forces for
good. In the midst of a constant prone:iess
to degenerate is the stern condemnation
that good men pronounce on evil.
"We are not to judge with self-righteous

arrogance. We are not to presume too
much 011 our ability to read the heart. We
are forbid cherishing a censdrious disposi¬tion. We are to be charitable and give in¬
nocence a preference. But the criticism of
our fellow men, and rebuke when it will
help them, is our duty. We are not. to break
the bruised reed or quence the smoking flax
by harshnes and over-severity. Judgment is
forbidden only when indignation surpasseslove;"

NEW MARRIAGE TIE EVOLVING.
Two independent Wills Must Be in D»ep

Sympathy to Harmonize.
Professor Felix Adler, in speaking on

"The Ethics of Marriage," in Carnegie
Hall, yesterday, said that the great gain
to society from the increasing recognition
of woman's equality with man was at¬
tended by a corresponding loss.
"The problem of marriage," he said, "is

how two minds, often different In texture,
quality and contents, shall become of one

mind; how two wills shall be made one
will. The solution of this problem was
far easier at a time when it was be¬
lieved that according to the decrees of
nature and the commands of God, one of
the parties ought to be subordinate to the
other, when it was believed 'that the man
is the head of the woman, as Christ is tht
head of the church.'
"Under such conditions it was not doubt¬

ful' which of the two parties ought in the
last analysis to yield to the other; but
when two equal and Independent wills
are pitted one against the other, there
must be deep sympathy if there is to be
unity.
"The almost incredible headway which

the divorce movement Is making. in this
and other countries shows tliat this
sympathy is wanting.

An hour,
later, when the doorman went his rounds to
awaken the prisoners, preparatory to their
appearance in court, he found Kelley lying
on the floor of his cell. dead.
Coroner Dobbs was notified, and Deputy

Coroner Weston, after examining the body,
said that death tvas due to brlght's disease
and alcohol.
At the address given by Kelley, Henry

Mann, the owner of the house, said that
Kelley had rented a furnished room there
about two months ago. Kelley, he said,
drank occasionally, but never complained of
feeling ill.
