fmportant political resulis may depend
upon the pollcy adopted, the Administra-
tlon dpes not intend to be “left" In pluying
this game. Senntor Sherman, chalrman of
the Benaie commlites, bas declared that
the belligerent rights of the Cubans *will
be eventually recognized.” Secretary Olucy

For muuy years 1t has been (he proctlce
of the Natiounl Democratic Committee to
meet on the 22d.of Februdry, the anplver-
sary of the birth of Waushiugton, to name
the dote and place of holdlng the Natlonal
Canventlon.

The plan discussed contemplafes & spe-
cial message to Congress on the lmportance
of restoring peace and orvder in Cuba.

WATCHING LENNON'S TRIAL.

Builders and Architects Deeply Interested
in the Outcome.

The outcome of Lhe trial of Willlam P,
Lonnen, charged’ wilh munslaughter, In
ecannectlon with the Orehard street disas-
ter, wlich I8 in progress before Justice
Smyth in the Criminal Branch of the Ro-
preme Conrt, is being watehed with inter-
o8t by bullders and architects. TFlve Ia-
borers were buried In the debris, and ten

otherds were geverely Injured.

Asslstant TMstriet-Attorney Lewis, who
has been studying the various methods of
constrooting bulldings, it is sdald, will con-
tend that the plans as allowed by the
Bullding Department were changed witheut
the copsent of the Superintendent of Bulld-
Ings, and that the ‘siructure was one story
higher than It shonld bave been.

Deputy Bullding Superintendent Vreelan
on  erosg-examingtion {gatcrﬂay. testide
that the walls of the lldjgﬁ were bullt
up onl! 61 feet @ Inches, while the plans
called for a height of B5 feet. He algo sald
that the plans called for a five:story bulld-
ing. Lawyer Newburger and Mr. Lewls
go'g into a squabble over this, Lennon's
counsel contended that the helght of the
hullding :gouid e measured {rom the base-
menf wall, which was the foundation of
the steacture, Justiee Smyth was cowm-
pelled to quiet the lawyers.

FACTS 'AND FIGURES TO PROVE IT.

Thers is no longer any doubt that the
Cuban Insurgenis have bought two slenm-
ers and that negotlations are now golng
ol for the purchase of a fhiml. This was
admitted yesterday by no less an authority
than Dr. Charles Gareln, the son of Gen-
eral Callxto Garcla, who has jusi veturned
trom Tampa, Fla.

Dr, Garcin recently returned from Fa-
vaua, where he secretly published pam-
phlets In behulf of the Cuban cause till he
was discovered and expelled from the
country. He and his father are now en-
gugad In secret business for the Cubuan
Junta In this city and Florlda. First of
atl, he sald, General Garcls did not go to
Tampa to organlze a flibustering expedi-
tion there and, as was reported, gave it np
bepause he was too closely watcned.  The
General went there, he declared, for the
purpese of organlzlng plubs such us exist in
this elty for the collection of funds, and
had been very successtul. His father, he
sald, atarts to-doy for a secret mission.

“Yes, we have secured one vessel In
Liverpool and aoother at Rotterdam, and
we soon will have a third," eald Dr. Gur-
cla,

Afterward, howeyver, she
told other gtorles of & conflicting nature,
and lute Wednesday nlght she told the po-
liee that sbhe would not say unything
agalost Tobin when called &5 & wilness,
aud she kept her word.

“l know wpothing about this explosion,"
ghe went en, “and I am npt making any
churge against this wan. I don't want to
do It, and T won't. I don't know any rea-
son wWhy he should want fo injure me, as
1 nlw:!{-u treated him kindly."

She denled that he had ever threatened
her Hfe, buf admitfed that Toblu Lad
nsked him to marey him within {hree
weeks of ber husbund's deatli.

Litwyer Vun Coti, copnsel for Tolin,
