REJECTED SUITOR’S ACT.

Daniel Anderson Assaulted and Almost
Killed Annie Rose, Whom He
Had Long Courted,

Duanlel Ander=on, a cook, employed In a
downtown hotel, wound up a two years' un-
successful courtship of pretty Annle Rose,
a lady's maid, of No. 147 East Seventy-
second street, on Thursday evening by mat-
tempting to beat out her bralns.

The asaault took place on the stoop of the

girl's resldence, after the vengeful cook
nad lain In wait for her for several bours.
The weapon used was a heavy glnss bottle,
and the injurles Inflicted were serfons. Ac-
cording to the physician who attended the
soung woman, she hud a perllously close
eseape from death.

Annie Hose is employed by Mrs. J. Risen-

rg. On Thursday evenlog Mra Eizen-
berg went to the theatre and Annle visited
several friends. When she returned home
at 11:0 o'clock she found the keyhole of
the front deor stopped up so that she could
not Ingert her key. While she was trylng
to guln an entraves Anderson, wheo had
concealed himself in the shadow of a tree,
ran hastily up the stoop, and before the
girl conld utter an outcry struck her a ter-
rible Llow on the forehead with the bottle.

Slhie sank on lher knees, hslf blinded by
the blood that flowed from a great gash
near her left temple. Anderson then at-
tempted to drag the girl down the stoop,
but o passing citigen who liud witnessed
the assault called Pollceman Baker, and
Anderson was arret#ted and locked op In
the BExat Sixty-seventh Street Pollee Sta-
tion. The girl's wounds were dressed by
an ambulance surgeon from Mount Sinal
Hospltal.

Mlss NMose went to the Yorkville Police
Court yesterdny morning to press the com-
plieint aguinst Anderson, but lis errival
there waa so long delayed tbhat she went
home. It was later found that Anderson
wns In the Preshyterlun Hospltal, suffering
from a disloented shoulder received while
ﬂ}ruggling with the pollceman who arrested

m.

Miss Rose sald that Anderson began pay-
ing court to her two yenrs ago, but that
she continually. refused to accept his atten-
tiona. He persisted, however, and & few
days ago wrote her, warning her that If
she abandoned him for some one else he
would kill her.

BALTIMORE A NOBLE SHIP.

Commander Day Tells of Her Splendid
Performances.
Washington, Jan. 17.—The Becretary of

the Navy to-day recelved an official re-
port by mall from Captain B. F. Day,

commanding the United States cruiser Bal-
timore, giving a detnlled account of the
thrilllng experiences of that vessel In a
typhoon while on the way from Yokohama
to Honolulu, The report Is dated at Hono-
Iulu, whence the Baltimore ls sald to have
salled for San Franclseo on' the 10th,

The BHaltimore galled from Yokohama on
December 3, and oo the night of the suc-
ceerflng day wns overtaken by a typhoon
about 400 miles off the Japan.coast, Fouor
days and a half were lost Iylng to In the
midst of the storm. On the fifth the
weather conditions had wn much worse.
Hatches were batten down; the sahilp
alowed to steeruge way. The barometer
fell steadlly until it reached 28.50 on the
mornlng of the 9th. Loug belore this
Captain Day bad concluded that the ship
wns In the northeast quadrant of a ty-
hoon, but the wind blowing ngalnst the
gupau current with such great force had
erestted n wicked sea, with a remarkably
steep ndvancing face.

In conclusion Captain Day says:

“Thiz ship has been looked upon with
susplelon with regard-to her seagolng qual-
Ities, and for my part 1 have never n
desirous of testing her. But by her per-
formance in the gale my confllence in her
has been fully estnblished, and I conslder
her an excellent sea boat. No ship could
have done better, It was the worst
weather I have ever experlenced at sea,
yot the ship went through It without seri-
ons damnage or danger, and was qulte fit
o enconnter another at once.'

AFRICANS NOT TO UNITE.

Methodist Episcopal and Zion Churches
Vote Against Consalidation.
Baltimore, Jan: 17.—The African Meth-
oitlst Episcopsl Ohurch and the African
Methodist Eplacopal Zlon @hurch, the two
largest bodies of colored worshippers In

This statement 1s made by Bishop Arnett,
who 18 [u Baltimore, attending the Counell
of Bishops of the African Methodlst Church.
The plan of consolldation was to be submit-
ted for ratifestion by a mujority of the
unnunl conferences, three-fourths of the
quarterly conferences, and three-quarters of
the separate churches. These hodies have
been voting on the proposition for the past
three years, and the results have been com-

ST, JOHNS' GOLD. OFFER,

Announces the Mercantile Bank's
Willingness to Bid for
$5,000,000 Bonds.

Will Take $1,000,000 for the Bank
and the Remainder for Its Cus-
tomers if They Desire.

NO CHARGE FOR GOLD PAYMENTS.

Singular Symptom of the Money Market |s
That Treasury Notes Have Gone
to a Slight Premium and
Are Hard to Get.

Presldent Willlam P. St. John, of the Mer-
cantile Natlonal Bank, who Is one of the
few out-nnd-out allver mwen of Wall Street,
captured the attentlon of the financial
world yesterday by announcing In a elr-
cular letter that hls bank Is golug to bld for
$1,000,000 bonds, and offers to recelve and
teuder bids for $4.000,000 additional.

This proposition s made to customers on
the basis that the bank wlil furmish gold
In exchange for lnwful money for the first
20 per cent of the accepted blds, and will
procure the S50 per cent remalnder of gold
nt actunl cost, Ly importation or otherwise,
but not from the United States Treasury.
For earrying out this transaction the bank
wlill charge a quarter of 1 per cent of the
cost of the bonds obtalned for custoniers,

M, St. Johu's offer will probably glve a
boom to bldding, and, belng a purely busl-
ness trapsaction, it may lnduce other banks
to go into the fleld. In his offer Mr. St
John proposes to do bunsiness at just one
quurter of what Mr. Morgnn was going to
charge, and ln addition he will furnish cus.

tomers with 20 per cent of the gold re-
gulred.

The additional advantage to those who
deal with him will be In the fact that the
Mercantile National Bank, as well as all
other such Institutions, will be In a better
position to geét gold from sources other
than the Treasury than will private parties.

GAVE UF GOLD BECENTLY.

Mr, S5t, John's offer is considered the

The withdrewal of gold yesterdny for
shipment to-day wns £1,000,000 by Lazard
Freres. Thils was not as much as had been
expected, and was another black eye lor
the croakers who have been saying that
gold imported wus siinply borrowed and
that gold would be tnken from the Treds-
ury to pay back. The exports for the week
will foot np $2,400,000, of which $2,100,000
goes to Europe, nod $300,000 to South
Amerien.

J. & W. Beligman deposited H00,000 marks
in the Assuy Office yesterday to be melted
inuto bars. It does not become a part of
the reserve, However, as It ls subject €0
withdrawal by the firm at any tlme.

The premium on gold. and greenbacks
waus o little higher . yesterday and the
cagerness of the buyers of both was more
murked, There s a great deal of mystery
about the deallng ln greenbneks and many
Inguiries as to who Is buying them. As
they cin be preferred to other ocurrency
only becanse they ecan be wused to draw
gold from the Treasury, it ls taken for

ranted that seme unpatriotic people ars
Ermrdln the g‘relml:meks. and that they
will rald the Treasury some tima before
Februnry G, or possibly not untll after the

The bankers have agreed amon% them
selves to give greenbacks to none but cns-
tomers. whom they are under olllgitions to
necommodate.

Soeventl hundred of _IIIQ 9,081 Heensed
lHquor dealers of New York spent an anx-
lous (ay yesterdny. They were wondering
whnt opinion Lawyer Jullus M, Mayer,
conusel for the Excise Commissloners,
would bold In regard to the enforcement
of the Two Hundred Feet Limit law, as de-
fined by the Court of Appenls. )
Lawyer Mayer returned yesterday from
Albany, where he had gone to secure a
copy of the text of the declslon. His
opinlon, which will be presented at an
execntive sesslon of the Commlissioners this
morning, will refer principally to the valld-
ity of the licenses lssued while the decislon
was pending.
