in Africa.

number of others next Wednesday to Ant-

werp.  The two officers are sald to have |

sent forward from this counfry several
shipments of men. It Ia explalned that
Americang are preferred to Kuropeans in
the Congo country, ns they are hardler.

The men are compelled to sign pa
in the French languuge calling for three
years regular millitary service, buf, It 18
expiuined that the Belglan Govermment
requires the men to serve only as officers
and. elerks Jdn tlme of peace and to com-
mand the nattlve doldiers. A guarantee
aof $300 o year In szddition to all ex-
penses. is offered,

ted or onnrr'rnnl'\lwi and no trpth lan the
stateinent that the Belglan Government has
any direct official connection with the mat-
ter, The Congo authorities prefer Ameri-
cans' to Al certhin adminlsteative dlerk-
ships, nnd has naturally sent here for them.
