GREAT NIGHT FOR ALEX. M. HADDEN.

He Takes Charge of the Floor Arrange¬
ments to the Satisfaction of

Himself and Everybody
Else.

The Charity Ball of 1896, which took
place at the Metropolitan Opera House
last night, was a grand success. It may
be true that the fine old-crusted Tory so¬

ciety of the past was not there, to chill
those possessed of bright red blood, but
there was more life and color in the affair
than for many years. The young folks in
society seemingly, had taken possession of
the time-honored function, and carried it
along to suit themselves.
The great hall was a beautiful picture,

bright as a flower garden, and the colors
stood out boldly under the glare of thou¬
sands of electric lights. The new polished
floor, laid Monday night after the opera
performance, was the biggest, the smooth¬
est and best to be found for dancing in all
the metropolis. The stage setting was the
same as at the Old Guard ball. The stage
Itself was floored for dancing, and with
their background of white and gold the
guests of honor seated there looked very
stately and grand. i
The Charity Ball was a grand triumph for

Mr. Alexander M. Hadden, who had charge
of every detail of the grand march. He
Is tall, though he had nimble legs, and he
marched about among his helpers so busily
that he must indeed have been brave who
would interrupt the workings of his busy
myid. He was here, there and everywhere,
and at h}s nod things took shape in most
amazing fashion. ,

THE GRAND MARCH.
The grand march was announced for 10

o'clock, but it was really thirty-flve minutes
after that hour when it began to form in
the committee room on the balcony floor.
The rush of dancers had set in before 10
o'clock, and when the march was an¬

nounced the boxes were all filled and there
was a fringe of beauty about the dancing
floor, while for four tiers above spectators
looked down on the dancers.
Then the grand march began, down the

main staircase by couples, and into the
main hall four abreast. First came the
floor committee, led by Mr. Hadden. Then
marched Major-General Ruger and Mrs.
William C. Eggleston. The General has
just come to Governor's Island, taking
command of the Department of the East.
He was in full uniform, beautiful In bullion
and gold sword.

THE MAYOR IN THE MARCH.
Then came Mayor and Mrs. William L.

Strong. His HOROif "l&oked aS "bright and
happy as possible, and well he might, for
he had on his arm a lady even the mighty
Mayor of New York might be proud of.
She was gowned in shrimp pink, and wore
a circlet of diamonds in her hair.

As the head of the line entered the hall

Mr. Hadden attracted the attention of W.
E. Boleschka, bandmaster of the Brooklyn
Navy Yard, whoso superb band occupied
the third tier at the right of the stage. He
was dressed in a fiery red uniform, while
his musicians were in modest blue. With¬
out a moment's delay he struck up a grand
march called "Charity," written by him¬
self especially for the occasion. At its con¬
clusion J. M. Lander's orchestra, placed in
the third tier opposite, played the lanciera
from "Rob Roy," and then the ball was on.

YOUNG COUPLES IN FULL FORCE.
Hundreds of couples took the floor. One

important feature of the ball which dis¬
tinguished it from its predecessors was the
attendance of a large number of young
couples who had been out to dinner parties
and had come prepared to make sets of
their own. These young people have at¬
tended Sherry's dancing classes this Win¬
ter and felt more comfortable for being
able to stick together.
The Charity Ball this year was for the

benefit of the Nursery and Children's Hos¬
pital. There is no doubt a very large sum
will be realized, for all the boxes were sold
at good figures, and every spectator cheer¬
fully gave up a five-dollar note. These
tickets have not been reported on yet, and
will not be for some time, as the sellers
are widely scattered, but there is no doubt
the ball is a much greater financial success
than usual.

NO HALT IN THE DANCING.
A good feature was the providing of two

orchestras to furnish music, one beginning
when the other got tired, so there was no
lag, and the young people were ready to
dance at every call. The main attraction,
of course, was holding the ball in the
opera house. This undoubtedly drew a
great number, as it indicated the affair
would be on a. far grander scale than for
a long time previously. The supper ap¬
pointments were perfect, tables being
spread at the Opera Club, formerly the
Vanderbllt Club.
There were no unusual decorations.and

none were needed, for the dancers them¬
selves formed a picture more beautiful than
is often seen. Over the stage, in large
electric lamps, was the word "Charity."
The de"ice has heretofore been made of
gas jets, and the improvement was quickly
noticeable.
The dancing programme w^s democratic

in the extreme, there being only eight
waltzes out of a total of twenty-four num¬
bers on the programme. There were many
square figures, and one barn dance, "Down
in Tennessee," by Jansen. The boxes were
blazing with diamonds, and more pretty
girls looked down at the frolic with laugh¬
ing eyes than the oldest inhabitant remem¬
bers to have sen at a Charity Ball in New
York for many years. Abbey, Schoeffel &
Grau had done their best to see that the
attendance was perfect, and there was no
complaint.

TICKET SCALPERS BUSY.
There was a double rank of ticket scal¬

pers in front of the opera house, but where
they got their stock in trade they would
not say. It was suspected they had had
dealings with the crowd of stay-at-homes
who always buy tickets to help the charity,
but have no use for them, and this year
had been trying to recoup. The scalpers did
not do a good business, for almost every¬
one who went to the door was provided
with tickets, but some sales were made at
the rate of three tickets for $10.

ALL THE BOXES SOLD. t
It had been apparent all day that the

ball would be well attended, for the boxes
went off like hot cakes In both the grand
tier and parterre. Before night every one
had been sold, and most of them were oc¬
cupied by the buyers, though some said on
making selection that they would be kept

away by causes that had been unforeseen,
but which they did not wish to have inter¬
fere with the success of the charitable en¬
terprise.

CONFISCATED HIS BRIDGE.
High-Handed Proceedings at Santa Do¬

mingo with Respect to the Prop¬
erty of an American.

Washington, Jan. 28..-Nat McKay, of
Boston, filed an affidavit with the Secretary
if State this morning which, he said, re¬
sulted in the prompt dispatch of an official
zablegrain to the American representative
it Santo Domingo, instructing him to de¬
mand the cancellation of a decree issued by

the Dominican Government on January 11
seizing a bridge over the Ozama River, at
Santo Domingo City, owned by McKay.This bridge, according to Mr. Mclvay s
statement, was built by him three years ago
at a cost of $60,000, under a twenty yearsexclusive concession from the Dominican
Government to maintain such a structure
for vehicles and passengers, and to chargetolls over it. Last year a scow ran into
the bridge and caused $3,000 damages, for
which Mr. McKay's agent sued in the local
courts.
The sum of $3,000 was awarded to theGovernment for injury to the scow, and

costs of court. Mr. McKay declares thatthis was contrary to law, evidence and
everything else. The judgment of the courtwas* promptly supplemented by a Govern¬
ment decree seizing the bridge and offeringit for sale to pay costs. Against this, ac¬
cording to Mr. McKay, the United StatesConsul, Mr Grimke, at Santo Domingo, has
been instructed to protest most vigorously.It is learned at the State Dapertment thataction has or will be taken to prevent anyillegal injury being done to the property ol
anv American in Santo Domingo, but the
full details of the affair, according to cus¬
tom, are withheld.

DEPLORE RUNYON'S DEATH
The Late 'Ambassador Greatly Assisted ir

Bringing About Good Relations Be¬
tween the Two Countries.

Berlin, Jan. 28..A private funeral ser¬
vice was held at the residence of the late
United States Ambassador, Mr. Theodore
Runyon, to-day, at which only members
of the family and the staffs of the Ameri¬
can Embassy were present.
Mrs. Runyon was lead into the room by

son-in-law, Mr. Haskins. Her condition
is causing her friends much anxiety.
After the service the coffin was placed in

a vault in the American Church in the
presence of the staffs of the Embassy and
Consulate. There was no service at the
vault except a short prayer by the Rev.
Mr. Dickie, of St. George's Church. Mr.
F C. Zimmerman, United States \ lce-
Consul-General, watched over the bodylast night.

_Before the service was held the Em-
neror sent Colonel Von Moltke, one of his
aides, to the American Embassy with a
message of sympathy and condolence^ to
Mrs. Runyon and her family, and the for¬
eign Office sent a letter exl>JessinP,®orr2^at Mr Itunyon's death and praisln» his
capacity as'a diplomat. His tenure of
office the letter said, had greatly assisteo
the present excellent relations between
the United States and Germany.
