THEY GOT PRISONERS DRUNK.

Penitentiary Officers Severely Scored by
the Rochester Grand Jury.

Rochester, N. Y., Jan. 28..The (-Jrand
Jury handed up lifty-five indictments to¬
day. Accompanying them was a resolu¬
tion criticizing the penitentiary officials as

follows: One abuse was brought to the at¬
tention of the Grand Jury which Cannot be
too strongly condemned. It has been the
habit of some of the officials In charge of
prisoners detained for confinement in the
penitentiary to deliver their charges in a
state of beastly intoxication, it being a
common occurrence for these so-called pro¬
tectors of the peace of the community to
escort their convicted and sentenced com¬
panions to a saloon in close proximity to
the institution and give them liquor.
"We recommend that the law be so

amended as to prevent this abuse or that
the officer keep the prisoners until they can
be delivered in a sober condition."

DOCTOR ACCUSED OF MURDER.

Married the Wealthy Wife of His Patient
After the Latter's Death.

Owensboro, Ky., Jan. 28..A sensation
which has been brewing for some time
culminated last night in the arrest of Dr.
P. T. Rhodes, a prominent physician of
Newville, this county, charged with mur¬

dering Jared Robinson, a wealthy farmer
and neighbor, last July. Rhodes is also
suspected of the murder of his wife, who
died shortly before Robinson's death.
Rhodes was attending Robinson, who was

ill, and, it is claimed, poisoned him. On
October 11 following Rhodes and Mrs.
Robinson were secretly married at Jelfer-
sonville, Ind., and at once converted Rob¬
inson's entire estate into money, collecting
$5,000 insurance, and announced that they
were going to Mexico. Rhodes will be
brought to jail here to-day.

A Girl's Terrible Death.
Halifax, N. S., Jan. 28..News of the

murder at Bear River, Nova Scotia, last
night of a girl named Annie Kempton has
just reached here. The deed was com¬
mitted during the absence of the girl's par¬
ents. Her skull was broken and her throat
cut. The perpetrator of the murder has
not yet been apprehended.

Shot a Girl and Himself.
Chillicothe, Ohio, Jan. 28..Jacob Jacques,

a well-known young man, yesterday, at a

questionable resort, shot one of the inmates
named Grace Ktackhouse, inflicting a seri¬
ous wound, and then shot himself, inflicting
a wound which will prove fatal. Jacques
committed the deed while in a jealous
frenzy. 'The girl's home is Huntington,
W. Va.

A herb garden ought to be a resource of
those gentlewomen who have homes and

hardly wherewithal to maintain them. For
to plant and keep and dress is a labor of
love to which many gentlewomanly fingers
are well accustomed.
A half acre, a quarter, or even a single

garden plot, may be made to yield sweet

savors and solid cash. Make it rich and

light and free of flints; then in the sunniest

part set savory things.sage, thyme, sweet

basil, sweet majoram, parsley, dill, fennel,
caraway and coriander. Roots are best,
because quickest, to give returns, but, lack¬

ing them, sow seeds. Keep the ground
light, well stirred and free of weeds. Water
now and again with soapsuds and lay a

light mulch about the roots. Then when
there are green, tall stems just coming
into flower, pluck them delicately after
the dew is off, tie them in bundles aud
hang them in a shaded, airy place to dry.
This if you are to sell them in bulk-

all of a kind. A much better way is to
tie bouquets of them.coaxing the most
famous cook you know to tell you exactly
the right proportions. Once you have hit
the palate of your customers, you can be
to a degree autocratic. When the bou¬
quets are bone-dry tie them in dozens and
label the dozen accurately with the com¬

ponent parts, adding the date of plucking
and the year of growth. Special savoriness
is" thought by many to abide in the stalks
of May and June; tho«e of August are

commonly the rankest, and the late Octo¬
ber plucklngs particularly delicate.
Set a rose hedge about your plot.the

sweet, old-fashioned hundred-leaf rotses
that throughout the length of June are so

prodigal of bloom. Dried rose leaves for
her linen ches>t are the delight of a house-
wife.and the plucking and drying is not
tedious work. But the rose barrier has
other uses. At the root of it, and in
some degree protected by it, you should
set the healing simples which live and
thrive best in partial shadow.hoarhound,
camomile, catnip, tansy, elecampane,
comfrey, wormwood.even the wild bone-
get.and by no means leaving out big white
poppies and velvet-yellow marigolds.
The herbs must be plucked aud dried

like those for the kitchen.all that is, but
the comfrey, whose virtue is in the roots.
They are taper and fleshy, and when
pounded to a paste with honey, or lump
sugar, almost specific for coughs and
bleeding lungs. Small, tightly sealed glass
or .earthen pots of the conserve might find
ready sale. So might genuine hoarhound
candy, and a tonic, bitter, aromatic cor¬
dial that most gentlewomen know how to
brew from tansy, camomile, wormwood
and bones&t.

NORTHERN PACIFIC CASE.
Decision Rendered Giving Primary Ad¬

ministration to a Court in
Wisconsin.

Washington, Jan. 28..The Northern Pa¬
cific Railroad receivership case was dis¬
posed of to-day by the Justices assigned to
the several circuits in which were the prop¬
erties of the company. An <Srder signed by
each Circuit Justice for his circuit has been
sent to the several courts of the Second,
Seventh, Eighth and Ninth circuits, as fol¬
lows:

"It is ordered that In respect to the pro¬
ceedings now being carried on for the fore¬
closure of mortgages on the Northern Pa¬
cific Railroad Company, the Circuit Court
for the Eastern District of Wisconsin be re¬

garded as the court ^f primary administra¬
tion, and that the proceedings in this court
will be auxiliary In their character ^nd In
aid of the procjeedings in the court of pri¬
mary administration. But this court re¬
serves the right at any time, upon the ap¬
plication of any person or persons interest¬
ed. or upon its own motion, to make such
orders and decrees as to it sha.'l seem just
for the protection of the creditors of the

I railroad company residing within its juris¬
diction."
Justices Field. Harlan and Brewer pre¬

pared and united In a memorandum which
sets forth that "the Circuit Court for the
Eastern District of Wisconsin has jurisdic¬
tion to proceed to a decree of foreclosure
which will bind the mortgagor company
and the mortgaged property, and ought,therefore, to be recognized by the circuit
courts of every district along the line eft the
railroad as the court of primary jurisdic¬
tion) and that proceedings in the latter
courts, while protecting the rights of local
creditors, should be auxiliary in their char-
acter and subordinate to the proceedingsIn the court of primary jurisdiction."
Mr. Justice Brown signed a special memo¬

randum of his views, in which he_ says that
"as the whole object of the hearing before
the Justices assigned to the four circuits In
which the property of the road is located is
to secure harmony of action, I have con¬
cluded to waive my personal views in defer¬
ence to the opinion of my brethren, and to
acdede to the recognition of the Circuit
Court of the Eastern District of Wisconsin
as the court of primary jurisdiction."

FORTY-SEVEN MINERS PERISH.

Fatality Reported to Have Occurred in the
Pont-y-Pridd Pits Not Exaggerated.

Cardiff, Wales, Jan. 28..The latest and
corrected reports of the number of per¬
sons in the Pont-y-Prldd mine at the time
of the explosion of fire-damp in the pits
yesterday, show that there were eighty-
eight all told.
Of these forty-seven have been taken out

dead; thirty-three were rescued alive, and
eight are still missing.
Hearing on a New York City Bill.
Albany, N. Y., Jan. 28..The Senate

Finance Committee will next Tuesday give
hearings on Senator Grady's bill appropriat¬
ing $170,000 for the construction of six
floating grain elevators, three at Buffalo
and three at New York City, and on the
bills of the Special Assembly Committee on
Good Iioads.

CITY MAY LOSE $100,000.
Alfred Steckler Says the Law Governing
Pawnbrokers Was Repealed and Money

Has Been Illegally Collected.

The hearing In the case of Pawnbroker
Bernard Sllverblatt, charged with swin¬
dling M. Morris, a New York, New Haven
& Hartford Iiailroad engineer, took place
before Mayor Strong yesterday. Ex-Judge
Alfred Steckler appeared for the defendant
and questioned the right of the Mayor to
sit In judgment, as he claimed that the
proceedings were brought under chapter
331) of thu laws of 1883, as amended by
chapter 363 of the laws of 1884. He then
made the startling announcement that the
law of the former year had beeii repealed
In 188G and that from that time there has
been no law In force covering the pawn¬
brokers, except the ordinance passed by the
Common Council in 1880. He asked that
the case be dismissed.
Mayor Strong postponed the case until

next Monday morning in order to get an
opinion from the Corporation Counsel.
Mr. Steckler later said: "In 1880 the

Board of Aldermen passed an ordinance re¬
quiring pawnbrokers to pay the city a fee
of .^50 per year and give a bond in the sum
of $500. Three years later the Legislature
passed a general act fixing .the fee for
pawnbrokers at $500 and the bond at
$10,000. A year later an amendment to
this was passed and in 188G the act was re¬

pealed. I have not been able to lind that
any legislation, nutting the old law back,
as it were, lias since been passed, although
the Legislature has gone on passing amend¬
ments to an act that has been repealed.
"If there is any law at all covering

pawnbrokers it is the one passed by the
Aldermen, which provides that the Mayor
can only inflict fines for specific violations
and does not give him the power of revok¬
ing licensee. If I am right the pawn¬
brokers would, I think, have good claims
against the city for the money they have
paid to the city In excess of $50 per year."
Should Mr. Steckler prove to be right the

city may have to pay nearly $100,000 in
claims.

TO KILL HIS SWEETHEART.

Basmagian, After Being Rejected, Tried to
Shoot the Girl.

Thomas Basmagian, a carpct weaver,

twenty-nine years old, who lives on the
Hackeusack piahk road. West Hoboken, Is
in love with Aghiuslna Chankahan, a pretty
sixteen-year-old Armenian girl. Because the
girl's parents objected to his marrying her
he started out late Monday to obtain forci¬
ble possession of his charmer. Now he is
locked up in the Hudson County Jail,
charged with atrocious assault and battery
and attempt to kill.
The girl is employed in Sehwartzenbach's

silk mills, and lives with her parents at No.
411 Walnut street. West Hoboken. Bas¬
magian met her one day while on his way
to work, and since that time has annoyed
her by his attentions. She told him she did
not love him, but Basmagian persisted in
his suit. Finally she informed her parents,
and when Basmagian called at her home
one night he was thrown out by her father.
He swore revenge.
Armed with a .44 calibre bulldog revolver

Basmagian appeared at the house Monday
night. He demanded to see the girl, and
when her father attempted to eject him he
drew the revolver and threatened to kill
Aghlnslna. The latter made a grab for the

revolver just in time, for his daughter,
hearing the row, had entered the hallway.
"Let me kill her:" shouted the rejected

suitor, and when the girl's father released
his hold a moment he pointed the revolver
at the girl and pulled the trigger. The
cartridge failed to explode, and his intend¬
ed victim ran shrieking into a rear room.
Her father in the meantime hnd again
grabbed IJasmagian, and a desperate strug¬
gle for the revolver ensued.
Basmagian, being the strongest, was slow¬

ly choking the old man to death when Pa¬
trolmen I)oerffer and Filmore, who had
been summoned by tbe girl's mother, ar¬
rived on the scene. Filmore knocked the
revolver out of Basmagian's hand. Then
the two policemen subdued him. Yesterday
he was arraigned before Recorder Schind-
ler and committed without bail.

LEFEVRE BLAMES SCHMALTZ.

He Says the Latter Gave Him the Stolen
Antiques.

Edwai-d Schmaltz and Charles Lefevre,
who were arrested on Sunday night charged
with being concerned in the theft of $20,000
worth of Colonel von Zschllle's collection
of antiques from the residence of Dr. Jahn,
No. 5 East Thirtieth street, were arraigned
in the Centre Street Court yesterday be¬
fore Magistrate Brann. Both pleaded not
guilty, and were held for examination on

Thursday. Sehmaltz's bonds were fixed at
$5,000 and Lefevre's at $2,500.
Lawyer Edmund D. Price, who has been

retained to defend Schmaltz, said that he
would produce a bondsman for his client
this morning.
Lefevre, who is charged with receiving

two daggers and a gun stolen from the col¬
lection, says he can prove that they were
given him by Schmaltz, whom he had
boarded without charge for several weeks.
The police have not yet been able to find

the rest of the plunder. .

MRS. LANDAU MAY CO FREE.

Witnesses Cannot Be Secured to Appear
Against Her in Court.

Judge Cowing, in the Court of General
Sessions, yesterday reduced the bail of Mrs.
Eliza Landau, of No. 122 East Forty-first
street, from $5,000 to $2,000.

THREATENED A WITNESS.

Deroglia Testified Against His Fellow-
Counterfeiters, and One of Them

Promised to Kill Him.

The examination of the twelve counter¬
feiters and Mrs. Toranto, their alleged ac¬

complice, who were arrested about three
weeks ago by the Secret Service agents
and the police, was continued before Com¬
missioner Shields in the Federal building
yesterday. The court room was filled with
friends of the prisoners. There were half
a dozen lawyers on hand to defend the
accused.
Besides Canolera Bettlni, who, It Is slid,

supplied the bpurious $5 bills and in whose
house at Astoria about $15,009 in t-ad bills
were discovered, the prisoners were Douif-
nick Buonasal, Natali Bordonari, Thomaa
Russo, John Rosa, Vemeanda Amato, Rino
Vinzenzo, NIcolo Toronto, Tito Pompo-
relli, Frank Deroglia and Raphael Penza.
Assistant Dlstrict-Attornry Hlnman sur¬

prised the defence by putting one of the
prisoners, Frank Deroglii, upon the stand.
Deroglia, though evidently frightened at
his position, told of aaving got bad ?5
bills, ten and fifteen <it a time, from To¬
ronto, at No. 11 Roosevelt street. He also
identified several of the other Italians and
told the method of circulating and attempt¬
ing to circulate ths bills. Ail through his
examination he was subjected to the
scowls of the Italians in the court room,
spectators as well as prisoners. He was
still on the stand when adjournment was
taken vntll this morning.
Just after adjournment one of the law¬

yers fsked Commissioner Shields to separ¬
ate Deroglia and Pomporeili. who had
com« to court handcuffed together. The
latt<?r had threatened to kill the other, the
lavyer said. The request was granted.
